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» The labor force participation rate for adult women rose dramatically during the
1970s and 1980s. In the 1990s, growth in participation slowed substantially.
The participation rate has shown no growth in recent years.

* The participation rate for adult men has waned over time.

» The participation rate for teenagers (both sexes, 16 to 19 years old) has trended
downward since the late 1970s. From 2000 to 2003, the rate declined sharply.
The teen rate is more cyclically sensitive than that for adults.
