SUBJECT: DOJ Procurement Guidance Document 05-05 
Increased Thresholds for Procurements in Support of Hurricane Katrina Relief 
and Recovery Efforts 

The Assistant Attorney General for Administration has authorized the use of the special 
emergency procurement authorities in 41 U.S.C. 428a to increase the micro-purchase, the 
simplified acquisition, and the test program for commercial items thresholds for the 
procurements in support of Hurricane Katrina relief and recovery efforts. This means that the 
micro-purchase threshold is increased to $15,000 (FAR 13.20 1 (g)(l)(i)), the simplified 
acquisition threshold is increased to $250,000 (FAR 2.101), and the test program for commercial 
items threshold is increased to $10 million (FAR 13.500(e)) for procurements in support of 
Hurricane Katrina relief efforts. Additionally, the threshold for application of the clauses FAR 
52.225-1, Buy American Act - Supplies and FAR 52.225-13, Restrictions on Certain Foreign 
Purchases is $15,000 for such purchases (see FAR 25.1101 and 1103). 

The authorization also includes guidance about purchase card usage in these circumstances and 
the need to coordinate with your Agency Program Coordinators to assure cardholders receive 
increased authorities as needed. A copy is attached. 

Keep in mind that existing laws and regulations provide considerable flexibility for acquisitions 
that support urgent situations and contingent operations. You are encouraged to continue to use 
small businesses where practicable to meet emergency requirements and to get competition 
where practicable, even if circumstances require limiting competition. Additional information 
and helpful guidance for procurements in this emergency situation can be found in the attached 
publication from Acquisition Solutions, entitled "Responding to Katrina: Contracting in an 
Emergency Situation." The Office of Federal Procurement Policy has provided copies of this 
publication and authorized its distribution and use throughout the federal government.

SUBJECT: Increased Thresholds for Procurements in Support of Hurricane Katrina Relief 
and Recovery Efforts 

I hereby authorize the use of the special emergency procurement authorities in 41 U.S.C. 428a to 
increase the micro-purchase, the simplified acquisition, and the test program for commercial 
items thresholds for the procurements in support of Hurricane Katrina relief and recovery efforts. 
Therefore, procurements made by the Department of Justice in support of this contingency may 
use the rules specified in the Federal Acquisition Regulation for a contingency within the United 
States. This means that the micro-purchase threshold is increased to $15,000 (FAR 13.20 1 
(g)(l)(i)), the Simplified Acquisition Threshold is increased to $250,000 (FAR 2.101), and the 
test program for commercial items threshold is increased to $10 million (FAR 13.500(e)) for 
procurements in support of Hurricane Katrina relief efforts. 

The following guidance is provided regarding the use of the purchase card: 

1. We have been working closely with our bankcard provider, JP Morgan Chase (JPMC), 
to ensure cardholders have uninterrupted use of the purchase card. Cardholders who have lost 
their cards or it is otherwise unavailable may obtain a new card by calling JPMC Customer 
Service on 888-297-0781. The card may need to be mailed to an address outside the disaster 
areas as mail delivery to those areas has been curtailed or halted and JPMC has suspended 
delivery of cards to zip codes in those areas. 

2. Bureau Procurement Chiefs and Agency Program Coordinators should work together 
to promptly identify and designate cardholders whose authority will be increased as a result of 
this contingency. Agency Program Coordinators must increase the single purchase limit by 
calling JPMC Customer Service. Increases of authority may also be made in Pathway. Requests 
to Customer Service will be effective immediately. Increases made in Pathway will be effective 
the next day. In either case the cardholder's cycle limit should also be increased appropriately 

The authority granted by this memorandum should be delegated selectively as needed. Bureaus 
are encouraged to acquire support from their, or other, DOJ locations outside of the disaster area. 
It may not be possible to acquire goods and services, or have them delivered, within or nearby the 



boundaries of the disaster area. We encourage you to use alternate locations for acquisitions, 
staging and support. Contracting offices with greater purchase authority will be able to 
consolidate requirements and have them delivered to alternate locations. 

Procurements using this authority must have a clear and direct relationship to the support of this 
contingency operation, and must comply with applicable FAR provisions. This authority will 
expire 120 days after the date of this memorandum

Responding to Katrina
Contracting in an Emergency Situation

By Catherine Poole and Bob Welch

Hurricane Katrina, one of the worst natural disasters to befall our country in re-
cent memory, is causing a surge of emergency contracting situations. Four years 
ago, we faced a man-made disaster that required contracting operations to react 

quickly. Following the events of September 11, 2001, we prepared a guide on emergency 
contracting for use by contracting agencies across the government. This Advisory up-
dates guidance to provide the latest on contracting in emergency situations.  

Are there increased contracting thresholds following Katrina?
Yes, agency heads (see box below) have the authority to increase procurement thresh-

olds for “acquisitions of supplies or services that, as determined by the head of the agen-
cy, are to be used to support a contingency operation or to facilitate defense against or 
recovery from nuclear, biological, chemical, or radiological attack.”1 

Why? Is the response to Katrina considered a “contingency 
operation”?

Yes. While a “contingency operation” has not been officially declared by the secretary 
of defense and likely would not be in this scenario, Hurricane Katrina would be consid-
ered a contingency operation, given the provisions of the Federal Acquisition Regulation 
(FAR). FAR 2.101 defines a contingency operation as:

“Contingency operation” (10 U.S.C. 101(a)(13)) means a military operation that—

(1) Is designated by the Secretary of Defense as an operation in which members of the 
armed forces are or may become involved in military actions, operations, or hostilities

Who Is an Agency Head? 

“Agency head” or “head of the agency” means the secretary, attorney general, administrator, 
governor, chairperson, or other chief official of an executive agency, unless otherwise indicated, 
including any deputy or assistant chief official of an executive agency. 

FAR 2.101 Definition

Note: Our experience is that the “agency head” procurement authority normally is delegated to 
the assistant secretary for management, chief financial officer, chief acquisition officer, compo-
nent acquisition executive, chief procurement officer, or senior procurement executive. 
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against an enemy of the United States or against an op-
posing military force; or

(2) Results in the call or order to, or retention on, active 
duty of members of the uniformed services under sec-
tion 688, 12301(a), 12302, 12304, 12305, or 12406 of 10  
U.S.C., Chapter 15 of 10 U.S.C, or any other provision of 
law during a war or during a national emergency declared 
by the President or Congress. [emphasis added]

The current situation fits item (2). More than 12,000 active-
duty forces and 22,000 National Guardsmen already have 
been deployed.2 Subsequently, the Department of Defense 
issued a memorandum authorizing the use of the increased 
thresholds. (More details on this are found on page 5.)

What are the elevated thresholds?
If authorized by the agency heads, the thresholds shown 

in Table 1 are applicable to a contingency operation.
Increasing these thresholds will help agencies signifi-

cantly. Orders up to $15,000 will not require competition 
at all. Orders up to $250,000 require adherence to sim-
plified procedures outlined in FAR part 13, allowing limit-
ed competition. And perhaps most significant, orders up 
to $10 million for commercial items may use simplified 
procedures of FAR part 13 as well, allowing for limited 
competition.

We note, with regard to the Davis-Bacon Act threshold, 
that President George Bush waived the Davis-Bacon Act 
following Hurricane Andrew in 1992. An August 31, 2005, 
editorial in The Wall Street Journal urges President George 
W. Bush to remove all federal impediments to a speedy re-
construction effort, and to waive the Davis-Bacon Act. We

have seen no such waiver as we go to press, but will watch 
this closely and immediately report in the event that there is 
any relief to the current Davis-Bacon Act thresholds.  

Per FAR 13.501(a)(2), the following justifications and 
approvals are required for sole-source acquisitions only, 
under the commercial items test program:

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ble, to those organizations, firms, or individuals residing 
or doing business primarily in the area affected by such 
major disaster or emergency.

The FAR provides that the authority to provide such a 
preference applies only to those acquisitions conducted 
“during the term of a major disaster or emergency decla-
ration made by the President of the United States under 
the authority of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and 
Emergency Assistance Act.” In these situations, agencies 
may use other than full and open competition, citing FAR 
6.302-5(b)(5) as the authority.  

Note that commercial items are not limited to prod-
ucts; services can be considered commercial items as 
well.  The definition of a commercial item at FAR 2.101 in-
cludes “Services of a type offered and sold competitively 
in substantial quantities in the commercial marketplace 
based on established catalog or market prices for specific 
tasks performed or specific outcomes to be achieved and 
under standard commercial terms and conditions.” Many 
of the items associated with recovery, relief, and clean-up 
efforts are available in the commercial marketplace.

What else is different about contracting in 
this situation?

There are a number of important differences, related to 
authority, preference, and exceptions, as follows:

Authority to Issue Oral Requests for Proposals. 
While agencies may use oral requests for proposals 
(RFPs) at any time for procurements under the simplified 
acquisition threshold (per FAR 13.106-1(c)), special au-
thority to use oral proposals also kicks in during contin-
gency operations or other emergency situations.

For FAR part 15 acquisitions, oral RFPs may be used 
when “processing a written solicitation would delay the 
acquisition of supplies or services to the detriment of the 
Government” and when a synopsis is not required for the 
procurement action. FAR 15.203(f) cites perishable items 
and support of contingency operations or other emergency 
situations as examples of procurements that do not require 
a synopsis and for which an oral RFP might be used.

Of course, the use of an oral RFP does not relieve the 
contracting officer from complying with other applicable 
FAR requirements.  FAR 15.203 requires that the contract 
files supporting oral solicitations include a description of 
the requirement, rationale for using an oral solicitation, the 
sources solicited, and the solicitation number provided to 
prospective offerors. 

Preference for Contracting with Local Organiza-
tions, Firms, and Individuals. When a “major disaster” 
has been declared, as it has been in this case (see box 
on page 4), there is a preference for contracting with local 
organizations, firms, and individuals. The preference for 
local firms is established in the Robert T. Stafford Disaster 
Relief and Emergency Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 5150). 
Implementing regulations at FAR 26.201 require:

When contracting under this subpart for major disaster 
or emergency assistance activities, such as debris clear-
ance, distribution of supplies, or reconstruction, prefer-
ence shall be given, to the extent feasible and practica-

Declarations and Designations

The following official declarations have been made to date 
regarding Katrina: 

“Incident of National Significance” – August 31, 2005.4 
Katrina is the first event given this designation, which triggers 
the brand-new National Response Plan, which names the 
Department of Homeland Security as the lead in coordinating 
federal response  and recovery efforts.

“Major Disaster” – August 28 and 29, 2005.5 A major 
disaster under the authority of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster 
Relief and Emergency Assistance Act (“Stafford Act”) has been 
declared for the states of Louisiana, Mississippi, Alabama, and 
Florida. 

“Emergency” – August 28, 2005, and September 
3, 2005.6 Emergency declarations were approved by the 
President for Mississippi and Alabama on August 28, prior 
to the more significant and long-term declaration of a “major 
disaster” in these states. Emergency declarations subse-
quently were issued for Arkansas and Texas on September 3, 
to facilitate aid to these areas in their efforts to assist victims 
of Katrina.7

“Public Health Emergency” – August 31, 2005.8 Health 
and Human Services Secretary Mike Leavitt declared a public 
health emergency, which facilitates provision of medical ser-
vices in the affected regions.

While these official declarations may further affect 
procurement authorities within individual departments or 
agencies, our research did not delve into authorities specific 
to individual agencies.

While not officially declared, because active-duty troops 
have been deployed, agency heads may consider the current 
situation a “contingency operation” under which increased 
procurement thresholds take effect, as do a select few other 
authorities mentioned herein.

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Exemption from Registration in the Central Con-
tractor Registration (CCR) database. Contractors typi-
cally are required to be registered in the Central Contractor 
Registration (CCR) database. However, in situations such 
as this one, FAR 4.1102(a) provides the following exception 
to registering in the CCR:

(3) Contracts awarded by—

(i) Deployed contracting officers in the course of military 
operations, including, but not limited to, contingency op-
erations as defined in 10 U.S.C. 101(a)(13) or humanitar-
ian or peacekeeping operations as defined in 10 U.S.C. 
2302(7); or

(ii) Contracting officers in the conduct of emergency op-
erations, such as responses to natural or environmental 
disasters or national or civil emergencies, e.g., Robert T. 
Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act 
(42 U.S.C. 5121). [emphasis added]

The reference to the Stafford Act in item (ii) applies to a 
“major disaster” situation, which has been declared in this 
situation.

Exemption from Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) 
Requirements. The government generally is required to 
provide all contract payments through electronic funds 
transfer (EFT). However, during contingency operations or 
when responding to emergency situations such as this one, 
FAR 32.1103(e) provides the following exception to making 
payment via EFT:

(e) A contract is awarded by a deployed contracting of-
ficer in the course of military operations, including, but not 
limited to, contingency operations as defined in 2.101, 
or a contract is awarded by any contracting officer in the 
conduct of emergency operations, such as responses to 
natural disasters or national or civil emergencies, if—

(1) EFT is not known to be possible; or
(2) EFT payment would not support the objectives of
the operation

What permanent authorities can we apply 
in the current situation?

While the above-mentioned authorities apply only to 
emergency-type situations, there are several procurement 
options that are always in the contracting officer’s toolkit.  
We cite a few below:

Limit competition based on an “Urgent and Com-
pelling Need.” FAR 6.302-2 allows agencies to contract 
“without providing for full and open competition” when 
the agency’s need for the supplies or services is of such 
an unusual and compelling urgency that the government 
would be seriously injured unless the agency is permitted

Leverage existing contract vehicles. Place task 
orders or delivery orders against existing contracts. It is 
possible to adopt expedited competitive procedures us-
ing such tools as purchase cards in tandem with federal 
supply schedule contracts, Federal Supply Service mul-
tiple award schedule (MAS) blanket purchase agree-
ments, government-wide acquisition contracts (GWACs), 
and multiagency contracts (MACs). Rarely would you use 
a FAR part 14 or 15 procedure when responding to an 
emergency situation.

Leverage the use of purchase cards. The purchase 
card is a convenient and widely accepted simplified acqui-
sition method described in FAR part 13. Purchases on the 
cards are not limited to those under the micropurchase

to limit the number of sources from which it solicits bids 
or proposals.  Use of this authority requires a written jus-
tification and approval in accordance with FAR 6.303 and 
6.304. Approvals are detailed in Table 3 below. To use this 
authority for other than full and open competition, a writ-
ten justification of the urgency is required, although the 
FAR allows the justification to be prepared after contract 
award if approval prior to award would unreasonably delay 
the acquisition.
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threshold. While purchase card spending limits typically 
are set to accommodate day-to-day operations, such limits 
can be increased on demand to accommodate emergen-
cy situations, in accordance with agency purchase card 
procedures. This likely would require coordination through 
the cardholder’s supervisor and the agency purchase 
card coordinator.9 In response to Katrina, the Department 
of Defense is now allowing purchases up to $250,000 to 
be placed on purchase cards. 

Award letter contracts. The award of letter con-
tracts expedites the start of work and is authorized by 
FAR 16.603. A letter contract is a preliminary contract is-
sued when time is of the essence and the government’s 
interests demand that the contractor be given a binding 

•

commitment so work can start immediately. Negotiation of 
specific terms and conditions (such as final price) must be 
definitized in a contract within a specified period of time 
thereafter. A letter contract, of course, should be as com-
plete and definite as feasible under the circumstances. 

In addition, for any procurements that are protested, 
FAR 33.104(b)(1)(i) allows the head of a contracting ac-
tivity to make a written determination that “urgent and 
compelling circumstances which significantly affect the 
interest of the United States will not permit awaiting the 
decision of the [Government Accountability Office],” and 
subsequently award a contract as long as this action is 
taken within 30 days of the written determination.

Of course, discretion is required in determining appro-
priate procedures and the extent to which certain actions 
should be waived. Where there is potential for imminent 
loss of life or when necessary to prevent additional dam-
age, the most expedited procedures are warranted (that 
is, use of a letter contract or purchase card order).

Can agencies seek outside help?
Yes. Section 5149 of the Stafford Act allows “any fed-

eral agency” to appoint temporary personnel, experts, 
and consultants to assist in responding to the situation.  
Agencies may incur obligations “by contract or otherwise” 
for the acquisition, rental, or hire of equipment, services, 
materials, and supplies for shipping, drayage, travel, and 
communications, and for the supervision and administra-
tion of such activities, “in such amount as may be made 
available to it by the President.” The President already has 
signed, on September 2, 2005, a $10.5 billion emergency 
supplemental act, appropriating $10 billion to the Depart-
ment of Homeland Security (DHS) and $500 million to the 
Department of Defense.11 

In addition, the Stafford Act authorizes “any Federal 
agency” to accept and utilize the services or facilities of 
any state or local government.

Have agencies already begun issuing 
their policies?

Yes. The Department of Defense issued two documents 
(accessible via the Library feature at www.acqsolinc.com/
emergencycontracting) on September 2, 2005, as follows:

Authorization to use increased procurement 
thresholds. The under secretary of defense issued a poli-
cy that specifically authorizes the use of the special emer-
gency procurement thresholds previously mentioned.  

Authority to use purchase cards up to $250,000.  
The acting director of defense, procurement and acqui-

§ 5149. PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES {Sec. 306}10

a.	 Utilization of services or facilities of State and local  
governments

In carrying out the purposes of this Act, any Federal agency 
is authorized to accept and utilize the services or facilities 
of any State or local government, or of any agency, office, 
or employee thereof, with the consent of such government. 

b.	 Appointment of temporary personnel, experts, and consul-
tants; acquisition, rental, or hire of equipment, services, 
materials and supplies

In performing any services under this Act, any Federal 
agency is authorized—
1.	 to appoint and fix the compensation of such temporary 

personnel as may be necessary, without regard to the 
provisions of title 5, United States Code, governing ap-
pointments in competitive service; 

2.	 to employ experts and consultants in accordance with 
the provisions of section 3109 of such title [5 U.S.C. § 
3109], without regard to the provisions of chapter 51 
and subchapter III of chapter 53 of such title [5 U.S.C. 
§§ 5101 et seq. and 5331 et seq.] relating to classifi-
cation and General Schedule pay rates; and 

3.	 to incur obligations on behalf of the United States by 
contract or otherwise for the acquisition, rental, or hire 
of equipment, services, materials, and supplies for 
shipping, drayage, travel, and communications, and for 
the supervision and administration of such activities. 
Such obligations, including obligations arising out of 
the temporary employment of additional personnel, 
may be incurred by an agency in such amount as may 
be made available to it by the President.

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sition policy, issued a memorandum authorizing a class 
deviation that allows contracting officers, when using their 
government-wide purchase cards in support of Hurricane 
Katrina relief efforts, to deviate from the requirements 
of Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement 
(DFARS) 213.301(2)(i)(A) and (C). The effect of the memo 
is that cardholders may use their purchase cards to make 
purchases up to $250,000 each. The memorandum in-
cludes an attachment that clearly identifies the applicable 
laws that must be adhered to. The deviation does not ap-
ply to construction contracts.

The Department of Homeland Security has instructed 
its procurement offices that it is waiving all headquarters 
reviews required by the FAR, the Homeland Security Ac-
quisition Regulation (HSAR), and the Homeland Security 
Acquisition Manual (HSAM). Heads of contracting activi-
ties (HCAs) have been delegated such approval authori-
ties until further notice. 

Other agencies are formulating their policies as we go 
to press on this Advisory.
