REQUIREMENTS FOR CONDUCTING “ALL APPROPRIATE INQUIRY™,

The Small Business Liability Relief and Brownfields Revitalization Act of 2002 added two new
CERCLA Landowner Liability Protections to the existing Innocent Landowner Defense:

o Bona Fide Prospective Purchaser
o Contiguous Property Owner

The Act also directed USEPA to promulgate a rule containing standards and practices for
conducting All Appropriate Inquiries (AAI) for persons seeking to qualify for the three defenses.
This new rule was published in the Federal Register on November 1, 2005 and became effective
November 1, 2006
