Dear Syphilis Elimination Coordinators:

On May 8, 2006 the updated National Plan to Eliminate Syphilis from
the United States: Together We Can SEE was successfully launched at
the 2006 National STD Conference in Jacksonville, Florida. The launch Sinkieiis st iy
session entitled, Syphilis Elimination 2006: Where Have We Come and

Where Are We Going, included a history of syphilis prevention and control
efforts, an overview of the updated plan, a state health department
perspective on the updated plan, and a discussion of the public health
implications of the current syphilis elimination effort. An audio recording
of the presentation with PowerPoint slides is available via the national STD
conference website www.cdc.gov/stdconference. CDC’s updated plan is
designed to sustain syphilis elimination efforts in populations traditionally
at risk, while implementing innovative interventions to control the
resurgence of syphilis among men who have sex with men. The updated
plan and the Syphilis Elimination Technical Appendix are being printed and
will be distributed to all STD project areas; and both documents are
currently available at www.cdc.gov/stopsyphilis/plan.

Progress to Date

There have been important accomplishments in Syphilis Elimination since the 1999 national plan was launched,
including reductions in disease in key groups, expanded access to quality STD treatment and care, improved
public health partnerships with communities, and increased awareness about and knowledge of syphilis. Syphilis
Elimination continues to figure prominently in CDC’s agency-wide goals related to Health Promotion and
Preparedness, and the effort demonstrates the long-standing commitment to the Division of STD Prevention’s
goals of preventing adverse outcomes of pregnancy and preventing HIV transmission.

The Syphilis Elimination Effort Expert Group (the SEE-E Group)

CDC is moving rapidly with its partners to implement the updated national plan to eliminate syphilis, and one
example is the launching of the SEE-E Group “webinar” series on April 13, 2006. Limited to 8 local areas with
the highest burden of syphilis, the SEE-E Group is designed to facilitate peer-to-peer sharing of effective
interventions and valuable lessons learned. SEE-E Group participants include STD Program Directors and
Syphilis Elimination Coordinators from each of the designated areas, CDC Program Consultants, the Syphilis
Elimination Program Coordinator, and is chaired by Thomas A. Peterman, MD, MSc. The “webinars” are
conducted monthly, last 1 hour, and follow a structured agenda focusing on a predetermined syphilis elimination
topic. The current list of upcoming topics includes: effective partner notification, using the Internet, outreach
screening, and health care provider outreach. Notes from the meetings and recorded sessions can be made
available upon request.

Technical Assistance and Training Opportunities

The Division of STD Prevention recently announced the 2006-2011 STD/HIV Prevention Training Centers
(PTCs). The PTCs provide training in: clinical and laboratory services, behavioral interventions, and partner
services. A complete list of the newly funded PTC sites and the respective course content areas is included in
Appendix 1. In addition to the PTC training, some STD professionals may want to avail themselves of other
STD intervention courses offered by the Division of STD Prevention Program Development and Support Branch
Health Professional Training and Education Unit. These courses are primarily designed for Disease Intervention
Specialist staff and their supervisors. A complete list of courses, course descriptions, and training sites is
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included in Appendix 2. Also the Division of STD Prevention, through the Health Services Research and
Evaluation Branch, offers a training workshop entitled, Practical Evaluation of STD-Related Efforts. This 2-day
program evaluation workshop is designed to complement the evaluation training that was offered at the 2006
National STD Conference in Jacksonville, Florida. Concepts such as: data collection sources and data collection
methods, evaluation plan components, data analyses, interpretation and dissemination, as well as how to use
evaluation results are discussed. For more information about this important training opportunity, please see
Appendix 3.

News Notes

Benzathine Penicillin Availability Update 4/11/06

According to King Pharmaceuticals, they are on course with their plans for their new facility which will allow them to
manufacture Bicillin-LA at full capacity. We continue to hear about isolated situations where program areas are
experiencing delays in receiving supplies of benzathine penicillin. However, each situation that has been brought to our
attention has been resolved by following the guidance outlined in the Dear Colleague Letter dated August 22, 2005,

http://www.cdc.gov/std/Syphilis/BicillinLA8-22-05.pdf. Please note the contact information for King Pharmaceuticals was
updated in the letter on February 3, 2006. Mr. Joel Newton is the contact person and he can be reached at 423-990-8373.
We encourage program areas to share this information with health care facilities in their areas that provide STD

services. Program areas should remain vigilant in monitoring their Bicillin-LA supplies and placing orders in advance to
allow for any delays. As a reminder, program areas should be particularly careful to ensure that they receive the proper
formulation of benzathine penicillin used to treat syphilis which is Bicillin-LA and NOT Bicillin-CR. For program areas that
participate in the 340B public health pricing program, the public health price for the second quarter of 2006 is $118.01 for
10 syringes of 2.4mu Bicillin-LA and $60.36 for 10 syringes of 1.2mu Bicillin-LA.

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STD Intervention Course Descriptions

Advanced STD Intervention. This 4-day course is designed to provide Disease Intervention
Specialist (DIS) the necessary advanced skills in STD case management/case analysis, including VCA
and advanced syphilis interviewing techniques to perform the comprehensive STD intervention
required to address syphilis elimination objectives.

Eligibility and Pre-requisites: Participants must be DIS with more than 6 months experience and
have successfully completed the “Introduction to STD Intervention” course.

STD Intervention for Supervisors. This 4-day course is designed to develop supervisory technical
skills in modeling, guiding, instructing, reviewing and evaluating STD intervention activities. Since
the emphasis of this course is on how to review, evaluate, and facilitate STD intervention efforts,
participants must be technically competent in DIS activities and the disease intervention process.

Eligibility and Pre-requisites: This course is designed for Supervisors or lead DIS responsible for
formal technical evaluation of STD intervention. Priority candidates are new (within the last year) or
soon-to-be federal, state or local FLS of DIS. Participants are strongly encouraged to have completed
the “Employee Development Guide’ and the “Introduction to STD Intervention” course.

Principles of STD Supervision. This 4-day course concentrates on involved supervision (day-to-day)
performance review, observation, and feedback skills), and the development of associated
communication and problem-solving skills. The Principles participant must be technically competent
in the disease intervention process and in all steps of case management.

Eligibility and Pre-requisites: This course is targeted for supervisors of DIS. Priority candidates are
new (within the last year) or soon-to-be federal, state or local FLS of DIS. Participants are strongly
encouraged to have completed the “STD Intervention for Supervisors” course.
