Selected State Evaluation Findings

d Many K-3 students in Delaware’s Reading First schools show steady gains in reading achievement as
measured in cross sections on the state DSTP1, DSPT2, and DIBELS reading indicators from baseline year
(2002-2003) to 2006-2007.

When comparing 2006-2007 data to baseline data (2002-2003), special education referral rates are
reduced from baseline rates in Reading First schools.

In 2006-2007, a random sample of surveyed Reading First 1st-3rd graders reported attitudes more
favorable to reading than a national norming sample, and for third graders surveyed, attitudes were
significantly more favorable than third graders from comparison schools.
