Selected State Evaluation Findings:

o	 During the course of the 2006–2007 school year, kindergarten and first-grade students improved on all 
three of the DIBELS assessments. Second- and third-grade students slightly improved on the Oral Reading 
Fluency (ORF) assessment.

o	 Findings from classroom observations, staff interviews, and staff surveys suggest that the following key 
Reading First activities are occurring at Reading First schools: instruction grounded in scientifically based 
reading research (SBRR), use of a 90-minute uninterrupted reading block, progress monitoring and 
assessment, and professional development and feedback provided to staff.
