Selected State Evaluation Findings

In kindergarten, for Cohorts 1 and 2 combined, from 2003-04 to 2006-07, the percentage of students
meeting the TerraNova Plus benchmark goal of at or above 41 percent proficiency increased overall by
15 percent. In Cohort 3, from 2005-06 to 2006-07, the percentage of students meeting the TerraNova
Plus benchmark goal increased overall by 12 percentage points.

In first grade, for Cohorts 1 and 2 combined, from 2003-04 to 2006-07, the percentage of students
meeting the TerraNova Plus benchmark goal increased overall by 10 percent. In Cohort 3, in 2006-07,
first-grade students met the benchmark goal on the TerraNova Plus with an increase of 8 percent from
2005-06.

In second grade, from 2003-04 to 2006-07, the percentage of students in Cohorts 1 and 2 meeting
the TerraNova Plus benchmark goal increased overall by 5 percent. Cohort 3 students scoring at the
proficient level in 2006-07 increased by 5 percent as compared to 2005-06.

In third grade, there was a 10 percent improvement in Cohort 1 and 2 students combined achieving
proficiency on the New Jersey Assessment of Skills and Knowledge—-Grade 3 (N] ASK 3) between 2003-04
and 2006-07. Third graders in Cohort 3 achieving proficiency in 2006-07 had a 3 percent increase from
2005-06.
