Selected State Evaluation Findings

Based on classroom observations, and teacher questionnaires and surveys, instructional
practices differed between Reading First classrooms and control classrooms. In general,
Reading First teachers used a wider variety of instructional orientations and materials than
control teachers, including a greater use of both learning centers and small group instruc-
tion. They were also more likely to use varied array of techniques in fluency instruction,
vocabulary, and text comprehension; and more likely to apply phonemic awareness

and phonics instruction.

Those kindergarten students in Reading First schools who were lower performers during the
fall 2006 assessment had higher spring 2007 PPVT scores than those in the control group
who were lower performers. Reading First students who scored below average on the fall
2006 PPVT scored statistically significant higher on each of the three DIBELS subtests than
the control students who scored below average on the fall 2006 PPVT.
