Wildlife Watching in Hayden Valley Starting June 9

From a scenic point overlooking Hayden Valley and a tranquil stretch of
the Yellowstone River, explore the ways wild animals find things to eat and
adjust to the Yellowstone landscape. The early morning is one of the best
opportunities to possibly observe wildlife. Be prepared for a short stroll
over steep terrain to the river. Meet at the large pullout in Hayden Valley
marked “Grizzly Overlook,” which has the only wooden viewing platform in
Hayden Valley, and is about 10 miles north of Fishing Bridge Junction and
6 miles south of Canyon Junction.
