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ATF OFFERS $10,000 REWARD IN CLARK COUNTY ARSON

LAS VEGAS -- The Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives
(ATF) has issued a $10,000 reward for the arrest and conviction of the person or persons
responsible for the May 10 fire at the Murano Townhouses located at Silverado Ranch
and Maryland Parkway in Las Vegas.

The fire destroyed 142 townhomes under various stages of construction and
investigators later determined the cause of the fire was arson. During the suppression of
the fire, a Clark County firefighter was injured and sustained second degree burns. The
estimated loss is $19 million..

ATF and investigators from the Clark County Fire Department have information
which they believe is valuable. However, they need additional information from the
public that may assist them in solving the case.
