PER CURIAM. On June;< 2004, the State of Michigan Attorney Discipline Board suspended 
the respondent from the practice of law for 30 days, effective July 7,2004. The respondent entered 
into a consent order admitting that, in an immigration matter, he failed to complete the services for 
which he was retained, failed to keep his clients informed about the status of matters, failed to tell 
his clients that he was moving to Florida, failed to return an unearned fee, and abandoned the 
representation. 

Consequently, on August I 2,2004, the Department of Homeland Security (the “DHS,” formerly 

respondent and petitioned for the respondent’s immediate suspension from practice before the DHS. 
On August 1 6,2004, the Office of General Counsel for the Executive Office for lmmigration Review 
(EOIR) asked that the respondent be similarly suspended from practice before EOIR, including the 
Board and immigration courts.

The petition is granted, and the respondent is hereby suspended, absent a showing of good cause, 
from the practice of law before the Board, the Immigration Courts, and the DHS pending final 
disposition of this proceeding. See 8 C.F.R. $9 1003.103(a), 3292.3(c). 

Accordingly, the respondent is directed to promptly noti@, in writing, any clients with cases 
currently pending before the Board, the Immigration Courts, or the DHS that the respondent has been 
suspended from practicing before these bodies. The respondent shall maintain records to evidence 
compliance with this order. Moreover, we direct that the contents of this notice be made available 
to the public, including at lmmigration Courts and appropriate offices of the DHS.
