Edit if necessary

Secure your Account

*Warning* 

You should never provide your password to other 
individuals to view or manage data in your account.

Doing so will allow them to change your password with 
unintended consequences (i.e. locking you out of 
your account), or to change data in your account 
without your knowledge.

Instead, individuals within your organization should set 
up their own accounts. Portfolio Manager allows 
you to then provide these other users with access to 
view or modify facilities in your portfolio using the 
Sharing feature.
