The entire program is voluntary, for the buyer as well as the contractor. Although GSA will assist in learning how to
use Schedule 70, the U.S. Government is not a party in the contract. Exact procedures may vary according to each
state and local government. In general, Cooperative Purchasing involves you following these steps:

1. Research your acquisition using GSA's
online tools, GSA Advantage!®
and e-Library

2. Tailor requirements to needs without
conflicting with existing GSA Terms
and Conditions

3. Solicit offers from selected schedule
contractors

4. Evaluate the options and make your
selection in accordance with stated
evaluation criteria

Ordering Procedures

State and local government entities are encouraged to
use GSA's Schedule Ordering Procedures (FAR 8.4) to
ensure the benefit of receiving the best value from GSA
Schedule contractors. State and local entities may
include terms and conditions required by statute,
ordinance, regulation, or order to the extent that these
terms and conditions do not conflict with the terms and
conditions of the GSA Schedule contract.

Orders placed by state and local entities against the GSA
Schedule 70 or Consolidated Schedule contracts become
their own contracts.

State and local government entities may issue Blanket
Purchase Agreements (BPA) under the Schedule
contracts. In order to qualify as a GSA Schedule BPA,
the competition underlying the award of the BPA must be
conducted in accordance with GSA Schedule ordering
procedures.
Exceptions:

1. Prompt Payment

2. Disputes

3. Patent Indemnity

5. Issue/make award/order

6. Receive your products or services from the
contractor

7. Pay the contractor according to the contract
agreement

8. GSA receives an Industrial Funding Fee directly
from the contractor.
