« ENERGY STAR Partners now represent about 13 billion square
feet, or 19% of commercial buildings
* Over 21,000 have been evaluated in Portfolio Manager:

— 21% of offices (general)
» <1% of offices (bank branch)
» 3% of offices (courthouse)
» 20% of offices (financial center)

— 13% of schools

— 21% of supermarkets

— 34 % of hospitals

— 9% of hotels

— <1% of warehouses/storage
— 1% of dormitories

— 1% of medical offices

* 397 million square feet labeled
