The Smal | Business Administration (SBA) has rem nded us of
the expiration of its provision for self-certification of
smal | di sadvant aged busi ness (SDB) status for the purpose of
receiving benefits. As of Cctober 1, 1999, you may not
permt an offeror to claimpreferences under self-
certification of SDB status in open conpetition
procurenents. Neither may you permt a prinme contractor to
claimcredit for subcontract awards to self-certified SDB
concerns under SDB subcontracting plans. To be eligible for
a benefit based on SDB status after that date, an SDB
concern nust be certified by SBA.
