Some of the largest trees are between 400 and 450 years old. The largest tree, which blew down
in awindstorm in 1981, was 35 feet in circumference and more than 600 years old.

In 1976, the Bureau of Land Management designated the site as an Outstanding Natural Area.
The Valley of the Giantsislocated 30 miles west of Falls City vialogging roads not suitable for
passenger cars.
