Section 1. PurP9se: 

This order establishes policies and a8.igns reeponsibilities 
for development, preparation, approval, and promulgation of 
regulations applicable to the public ana relating .to programs 
and activities of tbe Maritime Administration (MARAn), the 
Maritime Subsidy Board (MBB), and the National Shipping 
Authority (NSA).

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Section 3. policy and Applicabilit~: 

3.01 All regulations' of the Maritime Administration, 
the Maritime Subsidy Board, and the National Shipping
Authority shall be prepared and issued in accordance 
with the MARAD Regulations Manual and DOT Order 2100.5. 
The Regulations Manual prescribes procedures for all 
cognizant MARAD offices 'involved in the development 
and processing of regulations "that are required '-to be 
published in the Federal Register and codified in Title 
46, Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), as well as notices 
that ~re not codified., 

3.02 The considerations and procedures outlined in DOT 
O~der 2100.5, section 12, shall be controlling in the 
development and review of regulations. ­

3.03 Appropriate offices may issue supplemental documents 
(See Appendix II) to subsidized operators, general agents,
ship managers and others outside the Government to clarify 
or explain regulations issued under this order. Each docu­
ment shall contain an expiration date not to.exceed two ~ 
years following the date the document is issued. Supplem­
ental documents that contain substantive or procedural 
requirements, of the type customarily included in a re9u~8­

tion, shall be incorporated promptly into an existing or 
new regulation. 

3.04 The currently approved series of supplemental docu­
ments are those identified in Appendix III. The establish­
ment of any new series of supplemental documents is subject 
to prior approval by the Maritime Administrator. 

Section 4. Responsibilities: 

4.01 The Maritime Administrator or the Maritime Subsidy 
Board, in accordance with their respective delegated authori­
ties, shall approve and issue Mar~time AdministretionjMari­
time Subsidy Board regulations setting 'forth agency policy 
and prescribing rules and procedures applicable to the 
public. 

4.02 The Dire9tor, NSA, through the Associate Administrator 
for.Shipbuildlng andShlp Operations and the Associate 
Administrator for Marketing, in accordance with their respec­
tive delegated authorities, shall approve and issue NSA 
regulations governing the activities of agents, ship managers, 
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Federal Port Controllers, and other parties to contracts 
with the United State. in the areas of emergency ship opera­
tions and rel~ted activities, including, but not limited to 
fiscal and in8urance mattera, ship aaintenance and repair
activities, supply and acquisition procedures, and the 
utilization of 
port facilities. 

4.03 The Office of the Chief Counsel .hall: 

1	 Direct -and coordinate all activiti.s for the develop­
ment, review, processing and pUblication of MARAD, MBB, 
and NSA regulations. 

2	 Assure-that all offices having responsibilities
associated with or affected by propoeed regulations are 
afforded the opportunity to review proposed and final 
regulations prior to,issuance. 

3	 Maintain a system for the numbering, by CPR citation, 
of MARAD, MSB, and NSA regulations, a. well a. a 
central index of such regulations and a••n~t8. 

4	 Prepare, in accordance with OMS guidelines and 
instructions issued by the Office of the General 
~ounael, the agency'. entry for the Dep.rt..~t·8 
Semi-annual Regulatory Agenda, which deecribee 
regulations under development or consideration. 

S	 Periodically issue revisions to appendic•• I and II 
of ~bi. order, with the concurrence of the Associate 
Administrator for Administration, in order to 
maintain currency of the appendic.... 

4.04 The office e with rimar res neibilit fQr adminis­
tering the pray 8 ons of any regulat on See appendix I) shall 
be responsible for the continuing, systematic review of exis­
ting regulations (not les8 frequently than every two years) to 
ensure compliance with the policies set forth in Executive 
Order 12291, DOT Order 2100.5, and 41 CPR 201~~5.105. 

4.05 The Office of Management-Services shall review all 
regulations and amendments: (1) 'which prescribe reports,
forlRS, or recordkeeping requirements; (2) where internal

The Offlce of the Chief Counsel ie authorized to i.sue, 
and to amend, as approprIate, with the concurrence of

That manual shall prescribe the procedure. and require­
ments for development, preparation, approval, and promul­
gation of MARAn, HSB, and NSA regulations. These proceduree
end requirements ahall be followed by all MARAn activities 
in carrying out their re8ponsibilitiee with r~gard to 
regulations.
