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Section 1. Purpose: 

1.01 The purpose of this order is to identify the sources of statistical 
data covering the programs and activities of the Maritime Administration, 
and to prescribe procedures and responsibilities for insuring the accuracy 
of such data before release to parties outside the Maritime Administration. 

1.02 This order does not affect in any way the authority of any offi~e 

which has a need for, and is authorized to have direct access to computer 
based data, within specified limitations, in accordance with provisions 
of Maritime Administrative Order 220-4, "Availability and Use of Computer 
Based Data."

Section 3. Pol icy: 

3.01 When it is necessary to develop statistical data concerning the mari­
time industry or activities of the Maritime Administration for use by the 
Maritime Administrator or other officials, for speeches, publications, or 
any other releases to outside parties, it shall be the policy of the Mari­
time Administration to insure that these data are reconcilable at all times 
with the official records of the agency, and that special care is exercised 
to avoid release of erroneous or conflicting data. 

3.02 Release of data by the Maritime Administration shall be subject also 
to: 

1 The Freedom of Information Act, as amended (5 U.S.C. 552), and 
Maritime Administrative Order 250-4, and the implementing direc­
tives referenced therein. 

2 The Privacy Act of 1974 (5 U.S.C. 552a) and Maritime Administra­
tive Order 250-5, and the implementing directives referenced 
therein. 

3 Maritime Administrative Orders 280-1, Security Program, and 280-3, 
Administratively Controlled Information, with respect to the pro­
tection and release of classified and administratively controlled 
information. 



Section 4. Responsibilities: 

4.01 One office in the Maritime Administration and one key official in that 
office are hereby designated to serve as the source and clearance point of all 
statistical data on each specified subject shown in the Appendix to this order 
(Appendix). Ordinarily, the source/clearance office will be the one which is 
primarily responsible for originating or acquiring, collecting, processing, 
maintaining, and utilizing the data. 

4.02 The source/clearance office shall be responsible for insuring the accuracy 
and integrity of the data within its jurisdiction. 

4.03 No organization shall use data on any subject specified in the Appendix in 
speeches, publications, or other releases to outside parties, when such releases 
are not a part of its regularly assigned responsibilities, without first obtain­
ing the data or clearance thereof from the source/clearance office and official. 

4.04 The source/clearance office shall be responsible for maintaining in current 
form complete documentation of any limitations imposed upon Maritime Administra­
tion disclosure or dissemination of data obtained from outside sources, including 
but not limited to other Federal agencies. 

4.05 If statistical data are supplied to the Maritime Administrator or other offi ­
cials on any subject not listed in the Appendix, the data should be accompanied by 
full information on the source of the information provided, the data's currency and 
accuracy, and any limitations applicable to their form or distribution. 

Section 5. Procedure: 

5.01 The MARAD Management Information Manual, which has been distributed to all 
key officials and is updated periodically by the Office of Policy and Plans, pro­
vides a selective data base of authenticated information on programs and activi­
ties of the Maritime Administration. This manual may be used by all organizations 
of the Maritime Administration as a reference source of information on maritime 
matters, out only within the Maritime Administration. 

5.02 When statistical data are required from other sources within the Maritime 
Administration, the office requiring such data (requesting office) shall submit 
its requirements to the source/clearance office, as designated in the Appendix. 
The source/clearance office, in consultation with the requesting office, shall: 

1	 Review the request to make sure that the data requirements are clearly 
defined. 

2	 Determine the availability and possible sources of the requested
 
information.
 

3	 Resolve questions of interpretation of the data to be furnished and 
limitations as to its form and distribution. 

5.03 Whenever feasible, the source/clearance office shall provide the requested 
data from its own records. 
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5.04 If Automatic Data Processing (ADP) services/resources are required to produce 
statistical data, the requesting office shall submit Form MA-829, Request for AD? 
Services, to the Office of Information Resources Management for coordination and 
processing, in accordance with MAO 220-5, lIRequest for ADP Services. 1I 

5.05 If the requesting office is not the source/clearance office and use of ADP 
services is required, the MA-829 must be approved by the source/clearance office 
prior to its submission to the Office of Information Resources Management.
