Shafter, Hawaii) - Design and construction projects
everywhere in Hawaii and in U.S. Territories in the Pacific, including Guam,
American Samoa, Kwajalein and the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana
Islands.

Japan District (Tokyo) - Support the DOD personnel and their families living and
working in Japan

South Atlantic Division, Mobile District (Mobile, AL) - Supports the Army, Air
Force, NASA and other Federal Agencies in Tennessee, Mississippi, Alabama,
Florida and Central and South America

Transatlantic Programs Center (Winchester, VA) - Responsible for Army Corps of
Engineers operations in the Middle East, Africa, Russia and the Central Asian
states of the Former Soviet Union.

U.S. Army Engineering and Support Center (Huntsville, AL) - Supports very
specialized missions that require unique technical expertise in programs that are
generally national or very broad in scope and specialized support to all of the
Corps' divisions and districts throughout the world
