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Recommendations by the Save Babies Through Screening Foundation include the screening recommended by the
American College of Medical Genetics (the 53 disorders in the Core Panel and Secondary Targets), as well as several
additional conditions.

IMPORTANT: Ideally, baby's blood should be drawn 24-48 hours after birth and sent to the laboratory by the fastest

way possible to prevent delay.
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Note: "Participating" means the newborn screening program participates in a supplemental newborn screening program in addition to the state
mandated minimum requirements of screening.
