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The Department of Energy (DOE), GSA's Heartland Region and the National Archives and Records Administration (NARA) partnered to implement an energy savings performance contract (ESPC) at the Eisenhower Center in Abilene, KS.

The Eisenhower Center, which is considered a national historic site, consists of six buildings on a 22 acre site – the Eisenhower family home, the Dwight D. Eisenhower Presidential Library, the Dwight D. Eisenhower Museum, the Place of Meditation, a visitors center, and a services building.

GSA, DOE, and NARA worked together to issue the ESPC for the Eisenhower Center.  The contract will provide energy efficient systems, maintain the historic integrity of the site, and pay for itself with future guaranteed savings.  The contractor has installed $300,000 of equipment, including a state of the art energy management control system, and energy conserving lighting with special ultra violet lens shielding for archive records protection.
