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regiment was now commanded by lieutenant Col. Cumming, who knew 511
about what good whiskey was but knew nuthlng'éhcut military tactics
or how to provide for and see after his men. We had not gone very
far on this campaigneé before we discovered we were being stolen blind,
We were not getting near our quota of anything. It 1s needless to

gay that we, from then on, tried to keep even.

As before stated, we started after Bragg and drove him back through
Crabb Orchard on to what they cslled Wild Cat Mountain. Here Philip
Roland end I steld in camp a few days. Both of us were on the sick
list,

The army here marched to the right of Sommerset, Ky. We went into
camp there, 1 remember our Megs carried rails, got mome fodder and
mede us quite a covering. In the morning, when we orawled out, there
wag about a foot of snow on the groumd. You could gee the lumps where
the boys had laln down and went to sleep not realicing that they were
covered with snow.

We laid here sbout two weeks, One day I went out forageing and got
an old gander, Took him to camp and Roland and I dressed him. He was
about as good eating as ever I ate.

From here we azaln ptarted and did pome extremely hard marching.
Dusty, no water, and almost famished. About thls time our brigade
was sent to Lebanon, Tenn, to rout out Old John Morgan. We drove him

from the place, took posmsesmsion, got a lot of good thinegs to eat, and

about 4 P.M. started back. When we got into eamp, which was orlled

The geoond man took her across the lane, The third man did
his part, but by this time the bees were out by the hatsfull. He threw
ner down behind the building end ran like a white-hend, the rest of the
boys yelling in high glee. I noticed that in throwing the hive down 1t

the following day. What to do with our plunder we scarcely knew. hut
conocluded to cook the fowls and, in the morming, certainly had a feast
of honey and chickens. Well, I ate tocmuch mnd I got awful siok over
it.

Another time while here I was on pleoket duty and when 1t wes not
y time to stand gusrd, I got permissgion to go out and see 1if I could

not find something. I got & rooster and an old hen ard ocut the flaps

and untll midnight when we got to a river and went into camp. I think
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in my Company, only C or 3 men werc thare to staek nrmu; hut towards
morning the must of the boys came uz. About % A.M. we were marched
about five mllea and forped in lins of battle, There we were in a eorn-
field mll day. On the left of ua the battle waead furiously, hut our
corpes and, I think, Thomaa' corpam never got into 1t. Why it wes, I
never gould understand., Head we awans in on their flank, we certainly
could have mefe short work of 1t, and pomsidly teken s lot of prisgoners,
Gen. Bunell of our army wa#g severely censured and later relieved of the
comnand of the army. Gen. Roaecrans took his plaoce,

It wae not long before we landed at Nashville, Tenn, Here we went
into ecamy and a sorry looking set we certainly were. Here they sent
us a eolonel by ithe neme of Swalr to commsnd our regiment, When he oame
he went fthrough our ecemp and soon took in the mitumtion. He immedistely
sent out § or 10 wagong for straw for ue, ard when it arrived there was
a great rush for it, Ve soon had teds fit for m king. All of us seem-
ed to have what they eanlled yellow jaunfice. Out of 1000 men we now
haed only 150 f£it for duty. In & day or go our new Colonel got ue out
to drill, Ile¢ soon found out that we d1dn't know 'beens' ahout drilling
but he had us out every day and we soon got pretty good. Then we had
inspecotion one Sunday. In our Company he got as far down the line as
to the man nexrt to me, thern turned on his heels, called for hig horee,
gand from his perch on the horse mede us = speech., "Now gir," he emaid,
"there 18 no doubt ere lomg we will be getting into a battle, and there
is not une gun out of ten that would go off when you attempted to fire
15" And then he went for the officers and told them he would hold
them responalible if thelr men 414 not come upy on rnext Inapection with
gung that when the ramrod was reversed and let go into the barrel that
1+ would not ring like aillver,

Well, he hed the officers geared into a paﬁiﬂ. Our eaptailn (who

wes gasily scared) wes right after ua, We went to serubbing and clean-
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ing untll we thought we were all 0.,%., but the guns 414 not yat suit
him. So at it we wont again and soon found out how to keap them in
ghagpe. Then we were to police our uamp; Ae nade sweepers out of
brush and bushes, which anawered the purpose of brooms, end when we had
finished we thought we Lhad her in dandy shape, but 1t did not yet suit
him, s0o we had f{c do it egeain until 1t d4id, Then we had to clean up
ourselves, polisk up our buttons and everything that had brass, ete,
It was not long until he had us in %ip-top condition, and we were no
longer the laughing stock of the other older regiments. Indeed, in this
respeoct, the Cld 929th., surpasnged all the regiments in our Brigede.

One day my brother Cyrus osme over to see me, le showed me some
VA Uiy Wad Uubw 10Um NAESHY111E8 apout rour miles. L quite freguent-

ly went over there to the 2ist. & the 43th.0.V.I. to visit my brothers,.
About the 20th, of December, 1562, Rogeorans moved on the rebel
army iying in and about Murfreehorough, Tenn,, about 30 mlles to the
suuth; Near a 1little town by the name of Laverm our regiment was asent
out to the left and crossed quite a stream on a pole bridge to guard (I

suppoge) the oroasing. A little way from the bridee was a large brick

y old sheep during thle time and, I thirk, we threw all of it away, ex-
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cept one quarter; We went into camp and zot water out of a ponl eclosge
hy; Made a 1little coffee and lay down tired to pleces. Next morning
we again went to the pool for water and found A dead horse and two or
mules in it, Well, we got no more water there,

The skirmishing in front, by this time, was heard gquite plain, also
the booming of emnmon now and then, which told us to beware,

The army now began to be placed ready for actiom in the expeected
ancaunter; Crittenden'd Corps was on the »ighd left, a0 we were placed
down near the bend of the rirer; I remember they put me out on the piek-
et line end my post was right on the bank of the river by ma trea: ! 5 -
was a real cold night, The hoys in camp had killed an old cow end we
got quite a hunk of it in our mess. The part I had in my heversack did
help out that night for Bure:

Un Wednesday morning early we crossed the river and formed in line
of battle to move on Bragg's right wing of the army. I was on the
skirmish line which was ordered forward and, I think, d4id stert, but,
all at once, way off to our right, the firing of small arms began and
the cannons rnared; We were halted to awslt results. Wasn't long until
we could plainly tell that our men were being driven bseck more and mora;
We were recaslled back from mcrose the river and most of our Corps were
double-quicked %o the right to help restore the line and cheek the re-
hels; This was finally done and all was over for that day. Next day
some fighting but not general., We were again crossed over the river
and lay there in line of battle all day,

On Friday, it asocon becewe evident that the Rebs were golng to charge
us. This they did about 3 or 4 otelock and drove us heck across the
river in good shape., I remember the river was about walst deep.

About 2% years ago I wee over the game field with Jecob Enepper

of my company., I went in bathing at about this gpot, ¥r. Knepper
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found a sycamore tree with wide spur roots where he had hid behind,
This tree was about two rods lower down fhe-river than where I cross-
ed, He with others with him were taken prisoners but, a little later,
got away from them,

When and where I erossed the river the bank was gquite steep and
rocky on the opposite side, and I had trouble getting up, hut the apat
of rebel bullets helped me alnng; I remember, as and after I got a-
crogss, of seeing Orval and Milton Thrapp, Phil Roland, and, I think,
Newton Wilson eross the river just below the bend, At that moment I
saw troops from the right come pouring over to our rescue, and then
Gen; Roseerans & his staff comingz up helping to restore order and
chéck the rebels, for they had by this time got to, or close to, the

Triver. In faet, it is =zaid, the color-bearer of a Confederate regi-
shot down and the flagf captured, The troops, who so opportunely came

to our relief, were the 79th, Pa, snd the 218t,0.V.I.

After seeing Rosecrans and our men coming, I went back to and up
the bend of the river: Here we had some fine shots Jjust across the
river; One Johnnie here, however, who was behind some rocks, had shot
several of our boys, and he came very near getting me; but I watched
him mighty clcse;

About thaet time our men were ordered to erozs the river, which

they did. Back of us on a raise of ground our batteries were being

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around and saw some skirmishers in blue coming through the ecorn, I
yelled to them to look out, and when thef camé up found they were the
2%th.0.V.I. I said, "Where is the 49th; Ohio%n They motioned me to
the left, and there, sure enough, was a regiment which had also just
come through the corn-field. I soon went up there and found my brother
John and most of the boys all 0.K. Johnus Lenhart had been captured,.
1 then crossed the river end when the fighting had practically ceased,
I began to look around to see if I could find any of our boys killed or
wounded. Later found most of our local boys in camp.

This laat setion virtually ended the battle known as Stone River
(or Murfreesborough), The Rebel army retreated;

We lay on or cloge to the battlefield for szeversl days, fight by
the river, in the mud and water, raining and Enowlng; It was a bitter
doge for ug, as many had lost their blankets, etc; Right near our
camp a tree had fellén across the river forming a kind of s dam in the
river, so we could easily cross over; One day I =said to to the boys,
"You look after my mapsack in case the army moves suddenly, for I am
going across the river to see what I can get;" Well, I went; Got
right over to where the Hebels had been when they charged us. Shot a
pig weighing sbout 401bs. and toted it into ¢amp; Myi but the mess
was tickled to have some fresh mest.

A few days later we were marched up through Murfreesborough out on
the left in position and went into camp:

Here we staid for quite awhile, doing guard duty, ete. At this
camp many of the boys were on the sick 1ist; quite a number ﬂyiﬁg.

Here Isgac Hollenback died. I helped to dig his grave; Co. D took
him out and burried him with the honors of war: He was the father of
Horace Hollenback and came from our own neighhqrhund;

About this time, our Brigade was called out on a forced march to
support our cavalry to Smow Hill, T wasn't well. Roland took me up to
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the Surgeon to get me excused, but he refused fto excuse any one, So I
went to the tent; got my aceoutermeut; fell in line, and we were soon
on the march; It certainly was a hard swift march; Many of the boys
fell out but I stuck to it. We got out to what they call Snow Hill;
My regiment was taken right up on the hill where we had e good view off
the field: We here had s pretty sharp engagement., Away over to the ¥
right we could see our cavalry advancing; TTwas a grand sight£ They
goon had the Hebs on the run:

Next day we started back. Went by the way of Lebanon (where we had
been once befure]; We went into ecamp 2 or 3 miles north of Lahannn;

I felt sick but still stuck to it; The next day we started back and
when we got within our picket lines, I felt I ecould not go any further,
so fell out of ranks, and laid myself down in a fsnce—curner; It was
not long till some of our wagons came along and I asked one of the dris
verg if I could ride, as I was sick; "Yes", he said, "jump in;“ So I
got back to camp nearly as soon as the rest of the bnys; And ohé how
glad I wasi ‘

Well, I took down immediately with pneumonla; They took me to the
hospital. For eight days, they said, I knew nathing: If I had then
died, I would just have been like thousands of others that did go that
way . I staid in the regimental hospital, I think, for about 4 weeks.
My brother, Cyrus, came to see me nearly every day. From here they
took quite a few of us over to the field hospltal, up on the river close
where the first day of fighting was, Here many of the boys died. The
tents were damp. The weather was desmp and disagreesgble.

While here I got a box from home with good things in it to eat;
Among other things if it was some dried beef. One of the boys next to
me by the name of Davis wanted some of the beef; I said I was afraid

to give him any because it might not be good for him. I told the Ward
Master and he said, "I believe it wouldn't hurt him, Let him have some.’

So I gave him a 1itt1e; #ell, in the mornlng ne was dead. I alwnye
rether thouaghit I should not nave glven him the beef, as 1 belleve 1t
got away with him. ile was oarried out to tae morgue, and that was the
last of him.

Ce 3. came every few days 10 sce me, as né could get away better
than wost anyone else because he hald been traneferred to the U,.S.
Slanal Eurps; He, sleo, now rode a horse waking it easier io travel
the dlistance.

_ vhen I got 80 I could get out a 1little, I found out that I had
cm g e sV MWT WA MUWGEE, V. #20 Dad dled in the hogpltsl, and

took him nome. Minor wanted ms to get a discharge and go witn him
back home, but 1 preferred toc stag by 1t; But I, with sll the reat
of the boyas, got deathly tired of the plnce:

1 ruess not,” wne the
reply. Told me I muet not think of such a thineg as thnt. lle msecmed
very kind.

Later s larpge room acroas the mtreet wem fitted up for = hospital.
They onlled it No. 25. I got the deetor to let me go over there ns g
: ﬁurge;' He gave me instruetiocns, end I found 1t so much tetter to have
Bﬂﬁething to do.

Buat before I guit Huii?, I mugt tell you more. Our grubh wvae nis-
ersbly poor. They gave us ng a steady diet vegetable nonp whien, I
guesg, wae alrlizht for uwa. VWe celled it 'gutnecrowler'. Bull heef
was sgerved pretty regularly, and onece in awhile s potato.

One day I went over to lo. 14 to see Albert Shanl of oy conpeny.

He waa in the kitchen end dinner wasg nearly 1o GHT?E; And, do yom
know, they had on the table just lots of good thinge to &ati I remember
that I asked him if thet was for the nffiners: "W¥hy, no, its for the
men," he said. T oould hardly believe my eyexé "Yhy," be #eld sgoin,
"heven't you got it about Llike this? If you haven't 1ts because sone
one 1lg selling 1t." Ile mald each homspitel was sllowed so mmeh {owing to
the nuuwber of men) froco the Sanitary Gmmmianian; ¥ell, I went bhash and
told what T hnd gcen and heard, and it raissd quite a talk.

Az 1 =aid hefore, I went to o, 25. They soon promoted me %9 Hlogpi-
tal Steward. I had to dish out the medieine, walt on the alek, ata, etﬂ;
In =0 doing, I had many orivileges 1 otherwiss would not have hai;

I remember s young maan here, who had hesn Hompltul Steward, ook
qulite slck and asoom after died: Anather ecomrede snd 1 corried aAlm to
the morgve, I wrote n letter to his folks and agked what to do with his

belongings., dis slater wrote me a very nlec letter, thenking me for
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letting thEﬂ ¥Yrow, ete, ete. He belonged Lo some kaine rugiment,
Jhortly aftar thle one of the marn; aaﬁ odcurences that Look place
in the hosdlital, I thought I woa strong enougn o return to my regi-

ment, but the Docfor would not_. TeTm

aim avout the wenlerful maeetings over there in the Ohio vregiments,
and of there helnzy g0 many immersel, eto., and ke thousht 1t a good
thinzg for them to Jc the saxs. Whereupon, it ie esid, that the
Celonsl enlled his orderly, had kim to £2 and sece the AGjutent and
tell hilm Yo repopt to him {mmeldintely. The Adiutant reported sund the
Colonel toll Rim sbhout the meeting snd atout =0 many being daptized
From certein Ohio resimente. "Now, I wnnt wou to go flown, detail 75
weu, aud have ther taken down to the river and have them beptized.

I don't propoae iket any Ohio reziment be goire around crowing zbout
how Lthey beet cut my regiment.” It wee 3aid, at the time, this was
n true story,.

Well, I eoon got sc that T could go 1t with any of them. Some
time the last of July the sarmy ot marchinz orders., We =zterted across
the Cuxberland mountaing, ¥We were zll dey pmetting up, ze the wagon-
teams and artillery hsd to he helped practieelly all the way to the
top. There ususlly wee one conpany n=sipmed to a2 wagon, and when
that waron waa up, the company returned for avncther, So it went most
af the day. Fingllyr, rll were zt the to;, and then they marched us,
cogaitly, five miles ere we went into emmp.

Tuet a3 we were atacking arms, we egcepred » bhigz rattle sneke which
woe gquiekly dleontehed. Thin wes the firet rettler I ever hed Heen;

The follaowlins day we wert on ard landad in the Sequatchie valley.

Mite s norrow valler dividineg two rangzea of the Cumberland Mte., a
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very fertlile country. Ate more roasting ears of corn here than I
ever did bhefore or since.

While here we had pretty good times. OUnce, a detall of about one-
helf of our regiment was made to guard a supply train back to
McMinnville. We recrossed the mountaine but this time rode in the
wggnna;;ﬂot loanded in a day or two, and then commenoed crossing the
mountains again. We had then a hen of a time gettirg nall those warons
up on top of the mountasin, Einally did and then started acroze, bLut md
made little headway. We camped up there on the mountain and the next

morning resumed the march. When wa snt hank +a +tha =alla. -t o020
ed wagons, we had to march, nence it was hard on the boym. We landed

at the foot of the range about four miles above Chattancoga.

The supplies were for the Cavalry, and here we found ¥ilder's dri-
gade, who took the wagon-train and we were relieved from further duty.
fle started down the valley on the north side of the lennesses and then
crawled a eteep road. fhen we got to the top of the mountain, we eould
see right over inte Ckbattancoga, which, at that time, waz but a amall
place,

We there argued the case w%ther we should stay there uvntil we could

cross the river intoc the town or reeross the mountain and rn evanwAd
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neerls ant of hig wida. FEe praved 211 the way fown,

When we got dovr we went into camp, ﬁnd-iﬁ the morning sinrted
Aswn the wallew, fome ot at Shellmound, on the Terneadee river,

Tare our troope had arosaed on o pontoon brifes, They had not taken
1% 1 rat, mo we egrassed over 1t and then started for Chattanooga,
which wazx ahont 37 wileqg up the river, On the way, I remember qulte
wall, we ~rogsed Tookout Monntain for the firust time. The To=d was
verr arvfie, snd 1t tock ve aome time to pet even our one wagon across.
then we oot to Chettancore, our troops had rone ferther gouth, B0 we
Yapt rigkt on.

I remembey pagzires General Roseerans' Heedoumrtera. I stozped to
ger £,.9,, Yt he ween't there Just then, so I atarted on viot wighing
to get too far hehind my Company, end direectly, I met him coming rid-
ing nlone. He agked me 1f T haé not got word to report to Head-
gquarters for en examinstion to set in the 3isma) Corps. I said,"No."
"Well", he seid, "that'e curions. I made appliaention for you and you
ghould have had the natloe; I ¥know they want more men in the Signsl
gervice " hile we were going along, a Oapt. Helley of Co. E, I think,
bheard ue telking. He asked my brother, C.8., if be 41dn't have a bro-
ther in the 99th. 0.V.I. C.3. mald "yem." Then he t%nld sbeut a
notice that had ocome for Private S.il.Boltomn, and thei =sivnce Tolion had
been promoted to Corporal, Captain Bope had gone up to the Coionel and
told him there wam no such A man in hie compary sz Priwvete S.H.Baltun;.
so that ended the meatter.

This news told us the secret of 1t =11. "Well] C.S. sald, "I'll ex-
plain 1t to Capt. Came of the Signal Corys, and he, no doubt, will send
pour name in asgein{ as Corporal Samuel . Bultnn;" This ne moon 414,
nbout whieh I will spesk later,

Our detail kept on until, I think, we :at-tu, or in the neizhborhood

of, dingold, Ga. wihich is out from Chattanooga about twelve miles,
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where we found and joined the régiment. We were a mighty glad set to
get back with the boys again, for all felt that there was something

ahead of us.
I think that about the next day we were taken to the right about

four miles, Jjust south of Crawfish Springs.
I remember, they put me on a picket post on a road leading east,

out about a mile. I had charge of the squad. I think there were gix-
teen of us, All day long we could see the dust fly of a marching

column and we knew, qulte well, it wasn't our men, How I 414 ache to
go and see what 1t wasl But being in charge of the Post, I didn't
dare leave.

vus dludighd dodl~6af Jo-the 'dpot indaidated, but could not see or
find anything, s0 we went baok, and I on tc the Post, I had hardly

got back until I heard him as before, "Haltl halt!" I went out again:
and he said, after I left, whoever it was went back the same way he

came in. I told him to station himself behind a large log a 1little
to the rear and watch for him, but that was the last of it.

About 2 P.M. we wers reliaruﬁ; Soareely had gotten back to camp
before the Rebs began to shell us. Of course every man. in an inmtent

left of Lee & Gordon's Mill, because I remember, we were double-
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nuieked over to the right to help the Catwdry ou%t, where the Rebs
ware trying to force a crossing. Our men were ordeved 4n hold it at
all hazzards.

Sc that it may be understood why all tils detarmined activity: the
whele, or et least the greatest part, of bBregg's srmy was in our immed-
iate front, Crittenden's Corps were the only truvope hers, so0 it was
Hrage'm oppertune time to come on to us.

5en., Thowas' Corps (the 14th.) wes 20 miles down Lookout mauntain;
e, of course, was hurrying to come up; McCook's Corpe (the 20th.) was
gtill ferther down the mountain. iowever, he had roi crossed but had
reached the top. He retrsced hie line of mareh ané then ocecme up on the
west gide of the radge, I tell you, we were a glad set when they came
to our support. OFf course, after those two Corps came to our aid, we b
aeld them back. 1In fact, the Brigade that the 49th., 0.V.I. belonged to
----Iule-repulee-ooourred-on-Friday-evening,--0 drove their rignt flank
back sbout 1i; miles, Yut later were themselves driven back.

Ihis regulse of Bregg's army ocourred Friday evening, On Saturday
'the ball opened' ell alonz the line. Charge after charge! Cheers
aiter checrs! TUelther line gaininz much. We were taken down on the
Lafayette Road, about 1% miles from Lee & Gordon's Mill, at about 3 B.M.
we were here ordered siripped for the fight; liere, 1 well remember,
Col. Swalm made us a» apeech., Told us he didnot want to see any of his
regiment (now thet the ocpportunity presented itself) to show the white
feather anBr! bring dlsgrace on his folke =t home, ete., etu;

I never have forgotiten tkhe view of the fighting goling on further to
the left, and of the smoke moving over us, poesihlyr, 20 feet high.

vWell, in we weni, GSoon ran rigut Inte kr, Johnny Reb. Ve commenced
on them. OUur officers, at first, yelling at us that we were firing on

our own men., I remember they were guilng to our right at trall arms. We
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began to shoot in earmsst, and then Ley conpencecd oo us. Wi were
ordered to fall bhaek, hut I 214 not hear 1t. Jome itweuty o us goi into
a dry ecreek, and from there kept on shooting until we were ovrdered hack
to the Lafayette Road near where our regimentel wmonument now standas. It
seems that the Rebs had gotten to cur rignt egnd reer onié we again were
ordered back, snd, I guees, we retrested just In the nlek of tlime.

This is now fifty years since the fight., I was ocn the battlefield
this Fall and loocked over the ground. 1 aay Jusy &35 well z.ate here that
our monument is on the Lafayette Ruad sbout 400 yardas {rom where we did
most of our fighting., Here we hurriedly threw up breastworks and held
our position.

I remember during the battle the woods took fire and many u poor Boy
was burned to death. Some of our boyeg, whe stood picket thet night,
said that they could hear the moars mrnd groanse of the wounded all night
long, erying for water, etec. A Detei) was formed froem cur Comgany to
go on picket duty off to the right. They rever got to the Regiment unti)
we reached Chattenooga. Milton Threpp, one of ocur home bays,wes wounded
here and afterwerds died.

At mbout 2 A.M. the command wag ordered to the laft. e went, posei-
bly, 2 or 3 miles. Here we halted on a ralse of ground and drew rations
and clothing.

Sunday morning and all seemed gquiet. We were taken farther to the
left, and while going, Gen. Rogeerans and Gen., Crittenden with their
staffs rode hy. C.3. was with them. !He notieed ues and rode over to where
we were. lie sald, "Boys, we are going to have s hot time of 1t tofey.
Gen, Longstreet, from Lee's army, 18 on the fleld. I am afrsaid they are
geing to be to much for ue."

iiell, we were marched down to the Ffront in an open woodz, 'We had no
breastworks. All at once we were ordered to our 1=f%t, dourle-gulek, to

help restore that part of the line., 4z we marciied we could see the
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Johnnies behind their breastworks. We got there to late to do any
good, turned to our rirfht and, on g smell elevetion. suprorted o tat-
tery.

Thls was Sundsy ebout roon. 411 the +ime the Johnnies seemed more
Geternined and mggresasive, all along the line there wae continusl
heevy flring. The battery in front of ue zent her in, hot end heavy.
That drew the fire from the Reb'a guns and now, I tell you, if the
dirt end 1imbs dldn't fly, it's a oceution, I think T hugeged a log
(that T was behind) as clome as anyoune cver did. T remepmhar the 49th,
2.V.I. coming out of the woods and lining v; clome tn mam, ¥y brother,
J.71., had been slightly wounded and wasz not with the regiment, Thare
are many inoldents I could here relate, but it would make this entirely
too lonaz.

OfL to the right from where we lav, our line evtended in the ghape
of a rainbow, I might here sey that in the forenocon when we were taken
out of the front line and double-quicked to the left. the rehels toolr
advantage of the gap left open, pushed throuzh and cut off two of our
Tlvisions inecluding Gen. Rosecrsns who had ridden to tone right of our
lines. They drove these Bivisions back to Chattanooge. This wns a serie
ous loes ito ua, and virtuslly, the commend of our forees on the field
then fell on Gen. Thomas.

Well, the battle rared mrll day. Charges and counter-charges!
Brargg'as army, heving been reinforeed, ne sinted before, by Longatreet
from the Enst, were to many for us, empeelally, nfter the loms of our
two Livislions. e eertainly were upy egainat 1+t.

At about 4 P.ud. they charsed our line, fa I gti11 wiaion 1%, I
¢ould zee away off to the right. ilere n Company would glve way. then
rally =and feores the Lebs raok again., Futher down the line, may be, the
game thing wes happening. Yinelly, a whole ré#imeﬂt fFave wony, and

ther Lhe vhole line.
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It appeared to mo a2t the time and ziree $hoa, Hiat our man should
harve held 1t, a=s ther geemed to have had fairiy'qnui Broaatworka,., 3JI'nao
1t 1a wilitarily ecalculated that one ann: hoaind a zood breastworni i3
equnl to two charsing. I eomalf 1st shen ar aro nol 3w sz wWay 1t llne
aid not hold. It iz %mae that the rehels goealb’'y soinuncered us, b. &
not two S0 one. It 13 alsn true that our bhreaatwor’g viers borrleriy
throyn ns and naot the hYest in the worlid, U,y <ny mouns; vabk Shey cild af-
ford acma Littliae arnteciionm,

Yell, enyway, pell mell bsekr they weni through & voralleld {(walca nad
nearly all heen trampled down) --- men of the Infaniry, arsillsry, foﬁcer_
on horaehaai!

At our part of the Line we held them bnek witil we amw 1t was no use
to stay anv longer, smo back we went! The only renson T iilfd not =zo fact-

er waa because I had no !1“53; The Rehbelws helped ua alonyg upazingly »o
by pouringz shelle ir our midst.

We had quite a lot of prisoners asmongst us, and es merious as 11 was
not s little leurhable to eece the Grey-costs dodge.

Vie got back to a ridese where we had a good line of men to checr
them, if they came on. However, they did not. Darkness came on, and
having become separated from the other hoym, I started hack towards
Chattianocoza., We were on a road (gueas Lafayette). It was Ffull of
stragglers yelling their regimentes, eto. I quite well remember aome
one %alling out,"49th. Ohiol" "Here we =re down here.” I went doan the
hill snd found my brother John. He had loat hls cap and had sBome Heb's
hat on. Shortly, I started on mgain, and down £t Rogsaville found the
regiment in pretty good shnp&:

The 21et. 0.V.I. were on Snoderess Hi'1 during the latter oshase of
thiz battle, and most of them were captured.

Defore we retreated, I went up &¢ few rods to where some of our men

were wounded. Amons them were gulte a number of Johnnies. I gave them
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all water, eto, T remember one of our men belorglne to an Indiegna
regiment who was sittinzg up a=zaingt s tres, lie wantsd teo Ymaw what
the outlook was for us. I told "11im I ecouldn't bell; He hnd the

gloture of his xifz and children out looking 2t thew, wetl, later
G, Baw mary suchk aichis.

ihe pext morning we leit Roesville ard pareqed bhack to Chatta-
nuvoge, Took positior rot far from the river and eamast of the town,
possibly twe miles. There we bepan to fortify. we worked like
tedgers. I wag semt out wilh » gausd on the picket line., 1 qulte
well repmenmber thet Tievtenant MeConnell of Co.G was in charge. We
were on oa vond leadines ensgt, sand bullt bresstworks out of reils, ete.
thont 2 F.M. the Rebs eame up olose encvugh to torow & shelil over at
LLE The 44th., Ind. wase on our right and right behind ihe R.R.
Yiell, 4inls shell exploded on the spposite side of the R.R. Trom
them, and sayl Didn'{ they run! I think I never witnessge” such an
uncelled for, rediculous thirg, Yesm, they ran turowing mnapsacks,
blankets, everything thet would veey them Trom making sieed. vur
Col, Swaimr wes officer of the Divielon Ploket Iings, WNell, if he dild-
n't come out in s hurry! de double-qriciad some reglment cut to
teke their place, and also, relieved us,

The whole army was wmow in and sround Chattanooge with strong
fortifisctione, while Bragr's and Ionestreet's armwies hemmed us in
neatty elpme from below Tookout Mt., to ine Rlver above. Uf course,
they held T.ookout Mt. and &lso Miasslonary Ridge, iie could ace thelr
namn, nlan, Rraggs'e Hesdanarteras very plaln from our canp ab the
foot of Mim=sionnrv Ridgse,

T here wna Aertoeiled with nrother whoge name I nave forgotten and
T+, Zar to do aome Simnel Service work, Our duty wes Lo o cut ahout
12 o'cloeck at night, atay until hreak of dny cut bejyond ihe . leket

*ine and as near the Hebel lirne a= we could pet without being discov¥

cred. ne carried rockets anc, in cage wc detected Lhe Hebels ad-
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vencine on ug in force, wewere to send up a wuite, red, and grien one,
wut we were not to do this until we were absolulely sure 1t was %o be
a zeneral attack. Wewere then instructed to get back to our vLommand
the haat we could. %2 deelded that, if the worai came as we certalin-
ly expected, we would hreak for the river and wade or swim ucross, as
the cass micght be. Well, the attack never came and we were mighty
glad of 1t.

Taring thig time » 9@ were getting mighty scarse of rations. I re-
menher, ia oar ness, we i00k it turn about to go to the river and hunt
for musielis. Many a good mess did we have from them.

OUne evening [ anw two wagons drive in at & hospital. I suspected ke
they had corn, se, at night, I went down to see. Sure enourh they haﬁ;
There wes a guard sfleep in the wegon, so I carefully got out one ear
of corn after sncther until I hed er 2reful, I took 1t heek a 1ititle
way to s stump, and since the chance for corn wes 3o good, I went hack
to0 pet another armful.. I took 1t te ihe giump, husked ii, mnd then at-
tempted to cerry all of it in my armg; but I couldn't make 1it, so I put
a good bit of it in my pantmlucns; Well, 1 started, but it aoon worked
down in my legs so thet I covld not walk. Thzre I was in o fix! But,
by and by, I got it ont, mede tws losdsz of it, and got it %o tie camp
0.K. The next day, the Hoys wondered where we zot the eorr. we lived
pretty high, for awhile, on narched corn.

One day, while hare, the “olonsl ealled up out in Jine end made usm
a fapeach, It was at the +&me when Tallandinsuom and Brcueh were run-
ning for governor of our Htate; Praviagi-n bYad heen made By whick we
could vote., It had been repoerted Yy asore one the! Col. Evelw woulé not
allow anvone to vote for Vallsndlncshen., This he dernecunccs i glireng
ﬁiiﬁiéged all to vote the way they rhot.

A couple of weeks later, ther too¥ us to the north zide of the rlv-
er, across the firgt ranse of hills; then, cne nieht, s«e were marched

to the Tennessee River, opposite Lookout Mountain, to protect some of
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our Poata they hrd made up shove and were gending down the river. We here
cam €d & few fays in a perelmmon grove. After the ripe ones were gome, 1
got some vhilch were not fully vipe and beiled them. thin¥ing thet would
take the "pucker” cvui. Un the corirary, it nearly took the wueker out of
me.

Ahout thiz time Cen. liooker with the 214 Eieventh anéd Twe ftn Cor:oas
came to our relief. Gen. Lonsstreet nttocked them in the night nct very
far below vz, It wae a very severe engagewendt, resuiting Lo longsircest's
defest and the opening of osur "Crsceker Line." #alle wve werc lying ncrtia o
of the river, as stated, Hoo¥er sent unis wounded men up past us close to
Chettenoome.,

A 1ittle later some 2f dur “oyas wexre cutting tr:sez aul zakirz saanties.
Khile g2 doinz, they were ~izht *y the road whilch nasg zw7ul r1addy. All et
onee, campf elong Gen, Thomas and mome uiher men with éarvy gtubkhy whickers,
He stopped his horme arnd =eid: "Bova, -ou hnd helter zove wour ‘ehor e=f
guit. You will not he staving here long, " ¥e¥Y. we 21! loated, ané woen-
dered "#ho are you?" We ag¥ed some >f the ¥scort, and they told um Lt
wes Gen. Grant.

We mtorped right there, snd, in g dey or g0, wirc prrehed Jown io
Brown's Ferry; ther up snd over nesr the RBsilro~d. Ilne order was =oon to
move on. They marched us dowrn the Tenneszee niver tc Suslicound, Tean.
Here we went into camp.

I wmight here relate tiai, efter the Chleokpmauss Fleui, Gen. Hozecraas
wag relieved of Mis dommsnd and fem. Thomae wes placed 1n charge 2f tu2
Army. Alsn, Gen, ““rant was 2laced 1n command of ell tue Troaye In tha

tPter we got beek to our Compeny, ez before mlated, we vere moved down
the stone well guite a waye. About 4 P.M. we were relieved, snd went daok
e short dlmtance to meke mome coffer, ete, fe we nnd rno blankete, 1t was
but 1ittle use to wake a ;lece fo lie down.

Hight scon devned on us. About 2 L.M. the Rebels, szomehow, got up
next the Point, then eame down on nome regiment (I ihirk ibe ﬂth.KF;} and

gent s volley ot them., Well now, if we dAidn't jumy, iife enrisus. The

firing soon ceaged, and we had to ewait deylisht.

After daybreek, I went back a 1lttle wny sné found n dead Johnny. He
had a haversack full of biscuits, which I upproyristed. They tasted
mighty good. Also, took his wooden canteen. KXept 1t during the remainder
of the war and brought it home. It was put in the old Xitcheu loft, and,
I think, fell to piaces. It had his name and regiment om it. Ile belong-
6d to Buome Alabama reglment.

At about noon we started down after the Johrniea, who had fled down off
the mountain,

I must not forget to tell sbout an incidenti that took place in the
mnrning; A Captain ené about eight men from the Bth; ky; got out on the

Point end waved their old Hegimentel Fleg and The Stars ond Stripes. They
had resched the top of 0ld Lookout by memns of a ladder, and now The Flag

was waving from i1ts highect pinmnecle, e spot ne'er o be wrestcd from us
acnin. Well, I gueps we nll cheered end yelled! We were told, after-
ward, thet the troops down in Chattsnoogs maw it, and they, too, yelled
untll their threoats were hoarse. It told them, too, that we had been
vietorous; feor during the day before, because of the gmoke and fog, they
oould not tell how the battle was golngz. 1Tt lg often now designated as the
"Hattle Ahove The Clouds," which is literally corrsct.

Ag I said bofore, some timeo in the sfternoon we started after the

Johrnies, but because Hooker had to bridge a atresm, we were dotained until
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towards evening. I thought that Hooker was fu;g'llow in getting moroas
a little stream. We were finally over, and thcﬁ Tquiek time' marched to
the point of Mismlonary Ridge. A8 we approached we could mee way down
the Ridge. Saw the smoke of the Rebel guns; saw our men advancing out of
Chattanoogae and going up the Ridga; I think it was the grandest sight I
ever gaw, Cannons booming all along down the Ridge, men cheering, and the
flags waving as they strode an;

We, too, soon were marched up the end of the Ridge. Grosa's Difididd
Brigade of our Division was in the lead.

Juat at this time 014 Joe Hooker rode up amangit us on & white horse.
I thought, as I looked at him, that he made the best appearance of a
General I had ever seen.

About this time the balls were falling thiek and fast., Groses's
Brigade made a oharge, and drove the Rebelsm, helter skelter, down the
Ridge. This, indeed, was now happening all slong the lina;

I thought then and think so yet, that had Hooker pushed on back of the
Ridge, he might have bagged lots of the Juhnnieu; Ag it was, they ran
and most of them got away, to turm up sometime somewhere alus;

Well, it was a great vioctory; and one the Rebels never got nvnr:

That night we camped on the Ridge. I remembder there were four or five

wounded Johnnies right with us. We cared for them and made them Just as
comfortable as we ocould, One of them was an officer, and a very bhitter

Rebel, We left them in the morning. I think some one was left with them
to see that the ambulance ploked them up;

We started after the Rebels who now were on the run for sure. That
night we came to a large ridge in our front. We were filed to the right.
Our Company and, I think, Company G were detailed to skirmish up the ridge.
It was dark as dungeon, We had not gone but a little way when some one in

our front said in a low voice, "Halt! Who oomes there?" Cliok! went every

hammer of our guns. Some one yelled out, "The 99th. Ohio, be-Godl" "All

righti“ was the reply, "Thie is the 8th, Kentuoky. They had startedl before
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we 414 and, in the darkmess, got over in our front;

Well, we started lglin; As I saild befur&. it was dark. Dark as gwelve
dogen black natu; I, being a Corporal, had been put in ocharge of the
right wing of our Company. Oh, but the Boys d1d4 hate to go up that hill,
as they expeoted a volley from the Rebs any mnneni; However, we kept on
until we got to the top without anything unusual happening; and just as
we got to the top the moon began to peep up over the hille. George Snyder
and I went out in front, and we ocould see,by the reflectionas of the moon
on the water, men getting to the rear about as fast as their legs would
let them go. We fired a couple of shots at them, which helped them along.

Next day, as we took after them, we found a calsson and two ambulances
with wounded men in them. I believed then, and do now, had some of our
troopes followed up real close, we could have captured quite a few of them.

We followed to Ringgold, Ga, and there had quite a brush with thtn;

I remember that, to the front and left of Ringgold, there was a large
regiment went up the hill., We were in the third 1ine of battle running
right aoross the street in the town, and eould plainly aeu; When this
regiment got to the top of the hill, the Rebs let loose on them and of all
the running I ever saw, they did it; There were lots of them killed and
wounded. It turned out to be the 7th. 0.V.I. that passed us back at:the
mill-racel on the other side of Lookout Mountain.

Here we gave up the chase, if I remember right. Grant sent Sherman
with some two or three Corps to relieve Burnside, which he did in good
Btyle. fWe were then taken back tc our 0ld camp at Shellmnund;

About this time the President promoted Grant to General-in-Chief, he
going East and Sherman taking command of all the troops in the West,

#e, at Shellmound, were told to bulld ourselves huts, which we d41d, and
went into winter quarters.

A great many of the Troops, the time of thelr enlistment having !*pired;

wWere now given a 30 day furlough on condition that they re-enlist. Nearly
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all of the men re-enlisted and went home. C.S. was at Chattancoge and
was one to get a furlough., As the train utuppﬁa at Shellmound he yelled
at us, We ran out and had i ochat with him until the train went on. I
think there were a couple from our Gompany that received furloughs at
this t;le. Anyway, I remember that Henry Derodes went. He, no doubt,
wag a8 worthy of 1t ma anyone in our Company.

Well, we laid here for quite a while doing guard duty, ete. It was
a very severe, cold winter, There was eé cave close by called Hinkojnuk;
fie went in quite frequently.

#While here, I got an order from the War Department to go to Chattanoogsa
for examination for the Signal Corpe. I wae called up to Captein Bope's
tent. He apologised for his action towards me on Lookout Mountain, and
said he 414 not want me to leave. 3Sald, if I staid, he would promote me
First Sergeant of the Company. I told him that that wouldn't do, as I
was young and those who were already Sergeants would have it in for me all
the time. Seeing it wa=s of no maveil, he got hot about 1t and tried to
sgare me, After he got through with this line of talk, I told him, "I
guess I would gu;“ Went back to my tent and started for Chnttanaag;; Hafl
gquite a walk but got there 0.K.

I here met a number of boys from different regiments that were there
for the same purpose. We soon got somewhat acQuainted. We were here a
few deye, took the examination, and then started back to our Gommands.

My Csptain was quite groughy towards me but it did not last long.

After several months our Division was ordered to get ready for a move,.
Soon had to leave our good shanties. Went up as far as Chattanooga on
our way to Cleveland, Tenn., then went into camp for over night near

Orchard Knob, Thet morning I got my orders to appear at Thomas' Head-
quarters for Signal Corps duty, sizned by the 3Secteéary of War.

#Well, this meant I had to leave the Boys. I really 41id hate to leave

the Boys with whom I had been so long; dbut others had done the same thing,
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g0 I bade thexr good-bye and went over to Chattenooga to the Signal Corps
Headquarters. :

Here we were on drill for quite a little while. We had a station on
Missionary Ridge, one on Lookout Mountain, and one on Walden's Ridge which
is north of the River. S0 we had plenty to do. They brought our horses
finally. Then came the drawing. The Sergeants had first ochoice, then
came the privates, When the drawing occurred I was on duty, so when I
g0t to camp I had to take'Hopkin's Chaiue;' between an old raw-honed fellaw
and a pony horse, I took the puny; Called him Billr; He was stiff in the
front feet, 80 nobody wanted him. I took good care of him, and it wasn't
long until mos% of the Boys would have liked to own him. Indeed, I was
afraid to slick him up toc muech for fear that the Officers might take him
away from me.

While here, I went up to Cleveland, Tenn. to mee the Regimental Boys.
Algo saw brother C.3. who was up there on duty. I remember, when I came
back, the train ren off of the track.

Here they used to send us out with teams to Missionary Ridge for wood,.
It usunlly took us all day, as our axes were as dull as they could be.

I remember, while in camp here, Abe Early and I bunked together; also,
that when the 43th. Ohio boys got back from their furloughe and went into

oamp here, my brother John, Heney Stover, and John Cartwright oame over to

gee me, It was here that my brothers C.8. and J.H. and I had our group
pleture taken,

Since that time I have vigited Chattanocoga twice, and from a little
hamlet 1t has grown to be quite a eity with its many monuments looming up
in every direction. Certainly, it is an historic place.

About this time Sherman was getting thinge together -- ammunition,
elothing, rations, ete. -- in preparation for e move on the Hebel army now
aamped in and sbout Dalton, Ga. and ecommanded by Gen. Joe Johnston, a very
avle uummander:

Sherman's Army was divided in three different Commands: the Left Wimg
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onlled the Army of the Ohio, commanded by General Schofield; the Center,

scalled the Army of the Cumberland, commanded by Gen.-MrPEEE&fv{ Thomas;
and the Right Wing, called the Army of the Tennessee, commanded by Gen-
eral McFherson. All were commanded in the field by General Sherman. Iie,
also haed some Cavalry. All told, inecluding teamsters and other noncom-
batants, he had an Army of about 90,000 men.

Gen. Grant, who was now with the Eastern Army, pleanncd to have all %k
the different Armies to move on the enemy at about the ssme time. Thim
most of them did. A few failed to do so, which showed poor generalship.
We got off on skedule time.

Sherman first engesged Johnston near Dalton, Ga. He soon found that
the Reba' fortifications were so extensive and etrong that to try to tnke
them by direct assault would mean s terrible sacrifice of men. A range
of hillas, extending back posaibly 20 miles, gave the Rebs m bigz advantage.
Some 20 miles down the Ridge was what was known as Snake Creek Gap. Gen.

Sherman ordered MoPherson by forecefl mareh to proceed to the Gap. This he
did, foroed his way through, an 4 pressed on close to Re:nnku; whioch was
direotly in the rear of Johnston's Army. After MoPherson had seized the
Pass, Gen. Schofield and alsoc some of Thomas' men were rushed down to his
support.

It is said that had McPherson pushed aheand when he first got over
with his whole foree and reached the Railroad, we would have, no doubt,
aaptured a good many prisoners. However, he possibly d4id not know how

many of the reat of var Troops were in touch with him., He Xmew 1t would

be nlmost certain that the whole Rebel Army would socon be upon him, soc he
414 not take the chance. It 18 reported that Gen. Sherman told him that

that had been the opportunity of his 1lifs, Well, he 414 not go to the

Railroed. B0 he -~
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one of the regimenta that suffered“haavily. John Shearer was here in-
gtantly killed. T had been intimately acquainﬁﬁd with him when a boy,.

This flank movement, however, did the trick, and Johnston's Arny re-
treated; Sherman right after 'em. We pushed them on to Kingseton, I be-
lieve, and beyond. Here, again, Sherman left the R.R., turned to the lef+
and found Johnston's Army at and in ebout Burnt Hieckory or Ebenezer Church,
Here they had intrenched, and we had some hard fighting, momtly on the
right wing of the Army.

Later, we marched to the left end found them heavily entrenched agsain
at and about Kennegaw Mountain. Here onccurred some hard fighting. Sherman
again moved to the right on and around the mountain opposite Marietta.

The General here coneluded to try and break the line, and do some effective
work in short meter; but the charge falled owing, mostly, to many of the

Leeders being shot down before the Boys could get to the ememy lines. Among
them were Gen. Harker, who had been Colonel of the £5th., 0.V.I., and Col.

Dan MoCook. Here guite a few of the 65th. Ohio Boys fell, with whom I was
well ecquainted; viz.- Hemry Hollenback, Si Whaley, and otherni

We in the Signal Corps 414 not have mueh to Ao evcept orderly dntr: I
remember, during this engagement, a dispatch was to bhe oarried to CGan. Joe
Hooker. The rest of the Boys put in onto me to go. They draaded to go be-
cause 0ld Joe, as we oalled him, had the reputation of being a starehy old
fellow. I went away over to our left, got off my horse, want up to the
guard (who was always pacing back and forth at all headguarters) and asked
him if the General was in. He said, "Yes." I sterted for the tent when
out he came. I saluted him and handed him the mesasge. I tarried for a
receipt for my maaaage; He saw me standing ané sald, "Orderly, take & seat

and rest yourself." This was the firet, up to thsat time, of eny officer

e I B
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I was one of the lucky ones, and was allowed to go on.

After the battle referred to asbove and our Tepulse, there was an arm-
istice of two hours grsnted, so that both sides oould care for their
wounded and bury their dead. Union and Confeiterate soldiers mixed to-
gether, but at the end of two hours, hunted their holes again and got
ready for the fray.

On obout the 2nd, or 3rd, of Mey, Johnston evaousted hie position a-

gelin, on account, no doubt, of another ghrewd flenking movement of Sherman

and ocoupled Uariettia. We were right after him and drove him south about
four miles where he made another stand.

And so 1% went until we got to the Chattahocoche River. [lere, again,
there wos gome hard fighting. Sherman sent some of the Corpe up the river
They effeeted a croseing, resulting in compelling the Rebs to withdraw
back acrosa the river, our men pressing them all the time.
at‘r;&; 8ignal Corps here had a station on a large hill called Vining
Station, where Gen. Sherman had his Headquarters during the day, We were
watehing all the time to see what we ocould s&a: We could plainly see the

Johnnies working on their breasstworks, One dey I took m ®troll doen the
hill and there among the rooks hung a man by the neeck, a Southerner. Some-
where here John Morrel wae killed. I used to know him guite well when I
was a boy. He belonged to the 21gt. 0.V.I. About thieg time Bro. G.E; got

his discharge and went home,

After we got meross the river, we had a terrible battle at what is Jmov
g8 Peach Tree Creek. Our men held their ground, however, and gradually
cloged in on Atlante.

Quite a few of us in the Signal Corps were here gent back to Chettanoog

to draw our pey. HKhile there the battle known as the Battle of Atlenta
wng fought., Gen. McPherson was killed and Gen, Howard took his place.

Gen. Hood of the Confederate Army had superceded Gen. Johnston and he was

¥nown as a fighter from way back, In hls attack our men were handled prét-

ty rough. Part of his forces had marched all night and had gotten on our
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left flank, Had it not been for the fmct that the 16th, Corps was march-
ing to the left to help MecPherson, who wag gorely -pressed, they would
have made much more trouble, As it war, they ﬁ%ruok the 1fth. whe drove
them back and restored the line. This was the 22nd., of July. Anyway, the

Rebels falled end lost a lot of men ¥1l1led and wounded. We, too, lost
heavily. Eppecially sc, when we lost McPhermon.

‘Two days later they attempted the mame thing in a furiouvs attseck on
our extreme right, but feiled again, and egain lost very heavily. We
8ignal Corps boys hed gottern our pay and returned just ae this fighting
was nvuri

Hood, as mentioned before, war of the fighting ¥ind of generaleg, and

since there had been & good bit of ocomplaint of Joe Johnston'e tectice of
all the time falling back, he felt as though something must be done. Hence,

was somewhat excuseble for his rather ill-advimed but gallent attaocks.

We Signal men had g station wey up in the top of & tall pine tree from
which we could mee, quite plainly, the Rebs in their works,

Sherman had been sending the Cavalry on different ralds around Ltlantn;
Gen., Stoneman, who asked as a speciml request to give him the Ca¥miry and
he would liberste our prisoners at Andersonville, Ga., was given permission

t0 make the attempt, but it ended in = wmimerable failure. O(en. Stoneman
giving up and he and a part of his command surrendsred, However, most of
his forece made a charge at the right moment when surrounded and out their

way out.,  They returned to us after lota of privations, ete., Thime angered
Gen, Sherman very much.

After eareful study of the strong works in and about Atlanta, Sherman
conoluded it would be aimply marder to try to oarry them by assault, and
the thing to do was to draw them out of their position. This he 414 by
taking the Army rizht out of their amfmennphmesits, moving hack and down to

the right, while the Eﬂth: A.C, fell baeck to the Chmttahoochee River; The
Rebels thought that we had retreated, and there was great rejoicing in
the city;

I remember we marched to the right like as though we were on a race.
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Gun; Soofield with the 23rd. A.C. in the lead getting maround on the rail-
road, comménced tearing up the track. The rest of the army contimued
down further and, finally, sll ewung in at Coldéborough where we had gwz
quite a herd fight with Gen. Hnrdan; who commanded a Confederate Corps;

We here should have captured the moet of that Corps, and, I helleve,
would have captured them, had it not been for the slownesn of Gnn; Thomas,
T had to take a dispatch from Sherman to Gen. Howard on the right snd by
the time I 2ot back the fighting had got on in zreat utyli;

On the way beck, I watohed two Batteries letting loose on the Rebel
Works, It was a sight not often meen, even by soldiers, OUne of the bat-
taries was alone for a little while, then from the rignt another came as
fast az the horses could run. How they did pop it at the Rebal

It wag adbout 5 P.M. when our men made the final charge and took their
wﬂrks; tot not without considerable lusa; Ope regiment that lost heavily,
I remember, wasg the TTth: R.Y. Zauavaa; Hight coming on and the darknesas
being intense brought the battle to s elose. The nexrt morning I rode with
the Captein aesigned to Gen. Shermemn for the dey. Ag we rode into town,
he stopped where Gen Thomas wes, he having preceded ue; I remember quite
well yet, of Gen Sherman going into the yard to where Gan; Thomaes wan pit-
ting and saying to him: "Well, Pap, they got awny am usual.” This remark
geemad to ¥ind of ruffle the 014 General., Indeed, I think it always stuck
to him, Ths Rebels had the town full of their wounded,

Our men, that day, presased the Rehels on down the railroad oclosge to
Tove)oy Station where thezy had strong works. That night we heard some
tremendous explosions in the direotion of Atlantm, whioh wss significant
to ua of what was going on. In the morning we got news that the EDth;A.G.
were in the City of LAtlanta, whieh caused lcts of rejnining;

In s 4Aay or s0, the Army wns marched bhack to and around Atlanta; We
here had a good long rest. The Simnal Corvs Bovs were camped on Peach Tree
St; I remember, elght of us in a mess got a woman to do our Gunkiﬁg: She

was a good cook, Soon I got a chanmes to go out to =ee Bro. John Henry end
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Jerry Bolton (a ocousin) of the 21st. 0.V.I. Here we did considerable
drilling and sisnalling practise. | : &

One day we got marching ordere and, upon aﬁ&ulry. found out that Gen,
Hood had orossed the Chattahoochee river with his army and were now in our
rear. I got permigeion to go ont to see the 49th; Okio Bﬂys; I got om
Pillie and out I went. Wher I got there, the Bovs were ontting loge and
bulidirg hute. I seid, "What in the world are you fellows Qoing?" .I then

erplaired that we hsd marching orders and that Hood wae in our rear, They
osuld hardly believe me, as none of them hafl heard of 1t. "¥%ell,” 1 said,

"It's true. And you fellows had better get at cleaning your guns rather

than what you sre doing." 1 remember,some of the Boys told the Captuin amd
he told the Colonel. ‘I hegan to soared a little over the interest I had

aroused, thinking, may be, I hud exceeded my authority, and might be gzet-
ting myself into trouhle. However, I told the Zoys again: " You'll smee.
You will ba getting orders mighty soon.”

And so they A1d. The next deay everything wes alive with troopm. We,
too, were or the move. The Eﬂth; A.C., if E remember right, staid in At-
lanta, but the rest of the Army wae going north. Enam?& all so peculiar
that now we were merching north after the Jnhnniﬁl; Itseema, while we were

lying at Atlanta, Hood'a Arzy was in and ahout Rough and Ready,
I must here relate an incident worth mentionirng., While at Atlante

there were 500 of our Union officers exohanged for 500 of taelr cofficers.
Their men all looked well, hut ours were a gight to bahold. So emaociated
and thin. Many hardly able to welk, with hardly encugh clothing teo hide
their nakedneas. Whils T was there, Cen. Shermsn came Jdown tuv see them,
They gatherad around him and called him by name. He, meemlngly, did not
recognize any of them, with their long halr anc beards and tattered clothes,
Khen they told him thete names he could hardly bvelleve his eyes.,. lle could
not force back the tearas ne they zathered around hlm; He could not stand

it any longer snd left.

They looked like so manr walk¥ing skeletons, msnd, knowing that the offlies

cers (ss a rule) were treat=d hetter than the privates, I sald, then and
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there, "If they ever got me 1t wuu;ﬁ only be beeauss I wee too badly

wounded to be able to do anything sbout 1t." After seeing them I cer-
tainly would have kept my vow, :

Now to resume. While Hood'd Army was at Rough and Ready, the pres-
ident of the Confederncy, Jeff Davie, came from Richmond to mee him. They
planned and outlined the ocampaign for the Confederate Army. As we ;aurn—
ed afterward, he made the soldiers a speech, telling thom of what was a-
bout to happen.

Well, Gen Iood did get in our rear, got onto our line of communicutlons

tore up the reilrced, burned the bridges wheraever he could, destroyed
treing, ste. But Shermen's Army wss on his trecke, and whet he did had
to he done quickly.

At pllietoone FPeee we hed nlot of provieione stored. The Hebels tried
very nard to take the plece, but we had a lot of men there that stood
right hy 1t: Some of our regimente hed whet they called the Henry rifle
( efterwnrds, the Winchester), a repeating rifle, ané they used them on
the Johnnies with deadly effeat; Ky oh myi how they dld slaughter them,

Sherman with his army had gotiten in and about Marietta and EKennesaw
Lt. 1 remember I was assigned, one day, aa@ orderly to our Signal Corps

Captain, and ne to Gen. Sherman. We went uy von the mountain where we hed

a 3ignal station. The Boys were itrying to get communiocstion with Alatoona
and had been waving the large flag ocontinously, so I helped them. About

» P.M. we got a message from UGn; Course that he was holding the fort.
Gen. Sherman sent s menunga right back telling him, "Hold the fort for I
am coming." This message was, afterwards, sei to sacred rueic and sang
in all the Land.

As soon as Sherman got his message through, he lefi the mountain. e
nccompanied him down to whatl they called Sand or Logt Liountain. There we
were ordered to call up Gen. Cox of the 23rd. A.G. I remember gquite well
thet some of the Infantry Boys erowded around us so close that it was dif-

ficult to get in communics‘ion with the other fellow. Gen. Sherman, walk
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ing among the Boys, asked them to stand baek, nay;ns:.“ Thies may smave
you a long march." The Boye, of course, gﬁt back, and we soon got in
comminication with Gen. Cox, who was ordered to push on to Allatoona
with all his might. e made a foreed march, but the Rebels had given up
the job and retresnted Lefore he reached thara;

The next day we arrived there, I remomber going with Phillfp Holand
to the Hosplitel on the hunt of a relative of his, belonging to some Illi-
nois regiment. We found him and he wes pretty badly wounded, too,

Our troops keyt right on after the Rehs. Gen, Sherman sent Gen, Thom-
a8 back to Chattanooga to take charme of all the troops in and about that

rlaoe, while he, Shermsn, would takz aare of Hood. Al the remnentg of

goldlers, here and there, were centored at Chattanoogn, so that Gen. Thomas
had quite an army.

Gen. Sherman's Army followed Hood's Army to a town called Oraysville
on the Coosa river, where we stojpped to determine which wnv they had drif+
ed. 1t became evident that it was Hood's 1des to draw Shermnn and his
Army northwerd by the bold stroke of moving nerth hinself,

#ell, this stiretegy didn'¢ wurk; Sherman now felt that the time for
mtting a long coveted idea into effeot had come, and made arrangements
aceordingly. Every day made it more ocertain that Hood was breaking noxmth
trusting to luck to get out 0.K., m0 Sherman put Thomas in command of all
the forces in the Middle West, and gave him the 4th. and 23rd. Army Corps
to help take ocere of Hood. Also, Gen. J.A. Smith from Memphis, Tenn. was
ordered to reenforce him,

while at Graysville, I was detalled to carry a dispateh over to Rome,
G&: Capt. Martin, who was from Findlay, 0,, came to me and esked me a-
bout the condition of my horse, my weapone, ete. He saild it wae = danger-
ous trip, and that I had better take his horse., So I got his horse ready,
elso my revolvers, and waited; but finmlly zot word 1 414 not need to go.
The trip would have been all of thirty miles anrﬁsn g region infesnted with

hebs. In later years I found out that Samuel Moore ot Findlay wae de-
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tailed, and made the ride accompanied by a squad of Cavalry. I do net
think the trip would have heen near as dangerous as represented to me, asg
we marched over the same route a few days later.

It wae nuﬁ evident that something more than usual! was turningz up. The
4th, and 23rd. A.C.'s were pulliﬁg out and going north, while the 1¢th;,
15th., 17th. and 20th. Army Corpa were kapt together. S50 now the Arny
whogse troops Lad been together so long, were being separated. Ay old
regiment, the 92th. 6.¥.8., was in the 23rd. Corps. Bro. Jonn's regiment,
the 49th. 0.V.I., was part of the 4th. A.C. S0 that separated us for
quite awhile.

We ptaid at this town Tor ahout a weekx longer, amd then with General
Sherman and his Staff staried for Rome, Ga. where Cen., Course was in charge
of the Post. I well remembar this riﬂe; About midway, Gen. Therman's
114418 Mare got a 1ittle unruly, for some omuse or other, and, there heling
a Cavalry Headquarters a short distance off of the road, he made o eircuit
vy near thelr tent. After this 1ittlrc eanter by hermelf, the "‘t4'e mare
quieted down and seemed glrignt again.

He got over tv Rome in the evenlng, and we were all glad to ‘e in this
beautlifol country again., Stald here nboubt a week, IHere Gen. Therman gave
plmogt hig last ordera for the general digposition of things.

The Troops began to move south again, and it certainly was plain to all
that something was going $o he 'dld'. Ve got baock to Atlanta only to atay
there temporary.

Let me gay here, that here was the first place I ever saw used for the

buying and selling of colored pecple {slaves). A nilce slevated platform,
esepeclally bwuilt{ to avetion off these men snd women and boyam end cirle,

oceupied one of the Buev corners,. Mo dcuht, thoungandis of slaveg were here
s0ld to the highesat bidder. It wesg goi® that a voung, large, we'l-davel-
oped, sound Negro brovght as high as $1500 to 32000, Young gir's who were

nearly white brought a big priece. The women who wers dorker hrought from

$800 to $1000.
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Here, also, I saw where the Mitehell Ralders (8 of them) were buried,

after baing hung for their part in that raudua_ggid. and, also, the lone-
ly grave of Andrews, their leader.

It was now determined to destroy all the depotz of supplies and all
other government bhuildings of the Confederacy looated hers. Thig wes a

Bevere waer measure to erpedite the termination of the war, Orfara were

glven for thelr destruction, amd all non-combatants who wanted to go
South were given tranaportation, end those whodealred to go NHorth were
provided likewise.

The reilroads, beaok of Atlanta to Chattanooga, together with all the
works ané bulldinge before mentioned, were deatroyed; the last crders
given; the last letters written and sent home; and then again we were i=s-
olnted from the North.

In the destruction of the Worke and CGovernmentel buildinze, gulite s
good part of the clty caught fire end burned. Indeed, it looked bad for
Atlanta., Degolation seemed to raign;

But now was another prnhlemi We, 60,990 men, were to go through a
country that as yet had not seen end felt war in ites real reallty;

The Sroops hugg:narlr all left and Sherman and his Staff were among
the last to leave. dne of the Signal Corps Boys ( I &o not remembher
Just who) and 1 were with the Captmin. That evening when we went into
camp it wee raining end bad. I was taking oharge of the horses when [
was celled over to help put up the Captain's tent. ITuring my few minutes
rbsence, someone had stolen Capt. Baohtell's rubber overcoat which had
Lbeen strapped behind the saddle. My, how I 4id hate that! DBut it wae
sone and never wag found.

fie Signel boys were now with the 20th. A.C. The gecond day of the
mereh I was free and went ahead to forasze; zot to a smell town by the
name of Madison. I went into a drug store and, I rememher, tonk charge of
a canteen full of peach brardy (of which I had ﬁd more use than I hed of

Ldam's off ox). 1 rode farther out in the country and met two Infantry

Boys who said that the fol.s at the plantation had moved out on a by-road
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aoross an o0ld ricketty bridge and off to the left in the woods. They
sald that these people had some mules and harngg:nnd forage stuff, and
they wanted me to go along and get them., I msaid,"Alright, 1f you will
oconsent to stay right by it if we should get into troudle.” They prom-
iged to so, so out we went, erossed the old dridge, and then over in the
woods, Sure enough, here was the wegon with seome women dbut no men in 1t;
I saiﬁ, "Where are the mules and horses?" Well, they would not tell; but
Isaw their traocks, so saldto the Boys, " One of you come along with me and
the other gtay here." We started across a swale, I told the one with me
to go over towards a treetop. He had not gone far when out jumped an old
man who gave himself up. As he came out of the treetop, I noticed he
threw something under a log. It turned out to be a revolver. We then
went farther out and got a couple of mules and a horse, which I appropri-
ntud; This horse was in color a gray and a pacer, After getting some
hams and some butter we left,

e had to go by the way we came, so0 when we got back to the house,
some of the buek negroes and, also, some of the women were determined to
g0 along. I told the women that they cecould not go, but that two darkies,
I inddéated, ocould go, as we needed teamsters.

Before we left, one of the darkies wanted to know if I hadn't some-
thing to 4rink. "Why, yes," I said, "I guess I have." MKy ocanteen being
buckled to my saddle probably suggested the question, Well, he took a
big swig, and then he wanted me to let his wife have some. She took a
coplous swig in good style,

We then started back to the road where the troops were marching by.
The negroes both had a uula; By the time we got to the road, the brandy
was getting in its effect upon the one who had so copiously partaken of
1t, and together with the excitement caused by the sight of marching
troops and his elation over becoming a free man, he began to ride up and

down on his mule like a Comanche Indian, with the Boys all along the line

yelling at him. When he came down along the line again I grdered him to
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halt and go along pesceably or I would take the mule away from him. He
calmed down and we were soon in camp. Els

Well, my negre got siock, orawled in one of ;bu wagons, and vomited
all over it. That made the Boye mad. They hustled him out and told him
to go, whieh he d41d. He soon got & job and made a good teamster. I smaw
him frequently afterward. So muoh for the Peach Brandyé

Our objeotive point was Milledgeville, the then Cspital of Ceorgia.
I believe I sald that we were with the 20th. A.C., bdbut 1t was the 14th.
The 14th. and 20th. Army Corps composed the left Wing of the Army, com-

manded by Gen. Slocum; the 15th. and 17th, Army Corps, oommanded by Gen.
Howard, the right Wing; and the Cavalry,used prineipally to feel out the

route and to protect the flanks of the Army, was commanded by Gen, Kill-
patrie . Sherman's orders, of course, were supreme; and if there ever
was and army who knew the weight and importance of orders, Sherman's
Army did.

We saw the Confederate papers every Gay; Their Congressmen, their
Senators, thelr Cabinet Members, their President, all appealed to the
paople, in frantiec terms, to now do their duty and exert themselves to
the utmost. "9ince Sherman had ocut loose from his base of supplies, they
now had him at thair meroy if they would only hnlpi" "Burn bridges, out
down trees, remove all stook and provisions, do anything to impede his

march!" "Do not lose heart.""Keep ccol." "Keep up ocourage." "Do not fal-
ter," Ete., etoe. These were some of the daily hesdings. Indeed, 1t

was amusing. :

In point of fact, we had it all our way. Took our time to it.
Foraged. Well, it was a great day for the Union Army.

Our trains (Covered wagons) stretching out for miles; the troops
loafing along the line of march; and having a detall out of every Com-
pany of each regiment to do fnraging; And the way they 41id forage was
a caution. It wasn't long before nearly all these detalls were mounted,

and in the early morning you could see them getting out to the front on
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by-ways and roads running parallel.to the road on whieh the Army was
marching, m."

In order to mske 1t plain how this famous march was made, I will
localize, Each Corps had a roed or route that lead in the peneral direéd
rection of our objective point. For ingtance:- The objeective point be-
| ing Fort Wayne or Chioego, the 14th,A.C. would be marching westward, say,
on Pleasant Ridge road through MoComb,P.; the 20th., on Benton Ridge road
that leads past our 0ld Home ambout four or five miles south of McComb;
the 15th., on the road that leads west through Bluffton five miles farther
gouth; and the 17th., on the romd leading through Ada and Lima, Ohlo,

Our €lanking Cavalry was divided one-half on the outside of the 17th. A.C.
on tne right Wing, and the other half on the outside of the 14th; A.C. on
the left Wing. You ean see, by this order of mareh, that each Corps
wonld have a strip at least two miles wide on each side of its romd or
route over which to forage. And didn't we fnrngﬂi In the Signal Corps

LX1/%6/Cory® alone, we had three or four wagons to bring the provis-
ions in.

All the Corps each had their emblem or ensign, The 14th, had the a-
corn. The 1pt, Division of this Corpm, the red acorn; the 2nd Division,
the white; end the 3rd. Divislon, the blue mcorm. The 20th. had the
Btar; the 15th., &= cabiridge box; and the 17th., an arrow. All Divisions
being designated by the different colors as noted in the 14th,

Thess ensigus were painted or printed onm all wagon covers, and each
peg wagon vwas marked to show whether it was an amunition or supply wagon
Gur‘wugnns were marked with the Signal Corps ensign and always kept with
the Headquarters' wagons whiech, usuaslly, had the right of way on the
maroh.

And this is ths way "We Marched Through Gaorgla;"

Some of the Boys had to stay with the trains to help them out 1f they
got stueck in the wud or get into trouble. I 4id not like thls duty. It

was too slow. Some d1d not like to forage, but it just sulted me to get
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away from the wagons and get out in the open. I Puunlly came in loaded,
tun: Chickens, hams & shoulders, corn, anr{hing good to eat;

Well, the officers smoon found out that I was pretty succesaful in the

business, so they got to asking me to take theilr cooks along, whiech I
usually did. In one way and another, I aceumulated ¥Yeyse, 5o that there

was scarcely s smoke-hiouse but thet scon would ogen ils doors. £And lots
of them full to the brim.

I remember, one day, being off quite a way by myself, I rode up to a

large frame house. OSeveral women came out and I told them I wented some
meat. Refusing to unlogk the smoke-house, I effected a very serious air
and told them:- " See here! you women do not know whet you are duving. ie
are Yankeee and are compelled to live off of the country we are marching
thrnugh; You had better Just submit tamely, and not make any of our men
cross or they juest might strip them of averything;" I got off of my horse,
unlocked the smoke-house, and there it was hanging full of hames and should-

ers srd becon. I tock what I wanted and then egald, " You women had bhetter
go at 1t right away and hide a lot of your meat up in the loft or somewhere

because these foragers would, no doubt, soon strike your place end they
might take every wmouthful you've got." Az I rode away T looked back end
gaw they were gplready getting huay; I often wondered how they come out.
This was the first time I ever paw women dip enuff, It seems to have been
8 custom emong meny of the fairer mex at that time.

Sueh was the almost every few (ays ocourrence, So therough was this
unfortunate eirip of country cleaned up, that the forager in the rear might
as well stay with the train., Many snd many s time did I ride mix, eight,
or ten miles bvefore there seemed to be a chence to get enythingr; then, if
we were lucky, we would gtrike for the road where the troops were marching

and awalt the teams, Often the other fellow got in ahead of you or, some-
times, soattering squeds or troope of the Hebs would bleck your way.

Now toreturn to the March. In o fow days we were nearing Milledge-

ville. Governer Brown and ths Legislature left hurriedly by train, leav-
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ing us in possession of the ecity. -1 went with uu?e of the Doys to the
Capitol Building and there were a lot of our men; mostly officerms, hav-
ing a mook legiglature in seesion. They were having plenty of fun intro-
dueing bille, ete.

We here destroyed their areenal, mint, ete., and cnptured lots of
Confederate money. We appropiated much of it and used it in buying stuff,

Just before we arrived here, the officers had procured a negress to do
their cooking. On the road an 0ld colored man and his daughter fell in
with our wagons. At Milledgeville, Sherman issued orders not to allow any
uli men Oor any women to oross over on a pontoon bridge that spanned the
Qoona river. This cook of the officers and the gzirl were dressed 1in men's

elothing, and botih got over all 0.K. The officer's cook, however, had
such feminine features that they soon had her to put on woman's attire a-
galn; but tne other girl, who we called Gabe, looked just like & young boy.
As we had no need of her, she got m posltion of taking care of some of the
Artlllery officers' norses., Bothof them got through to Savannah. The one

we called Gabe was, I think, a nice girlN; but the other one I never thought
mach of only, I guess, she was a good cook, I am speaking of these in-
cidents simply to show how anxious theas colored peoplo were to get frea.

Our nevi objective was Millen, Ga, Here the Rebels had had a prison
pen for eaptured Union soldiers, but all hall been removed ere we gob tharﬁ;
This prison was out ahout five miles up the railroad. I did not go up to
see 1t, a thing I have alwava regretted.

Ahout thim time, Sherman gent Gan; Killpatrlekx to make a qulok move to-
ward Andersonville. When he got within ten miles of the plave, he learnod
that the prisonere had all bheon ghipnped away, so he started to return, and
had a pretty tough time getting back. But Cen. Killpatrick was made of
the right kind of ntnff, and he drove Cen. Yhecler baok at different times,
until he sot in touch with our Infantry when he was safe again. He brought
in a goed many prisoners with him,

From Millen Sherman had his men threaten Augzusta, Mavon, and other
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places, and had the Rebs guessing all the time, but kept ghing right a-
long. As we neared Savannah the country hhuang-ﬁuita barren -- nothing
but Georglas pine,

e had started from Atlanta about the middle of licvember, and now,
finally, about Dec., 10th., we were approaching Savannan, Ga. I remember,
when going along the R.R. leading into the city, that some of the Infant-
ry Boys ahead of me exploded mome torpedoes the Rebs haé plented., I then
rode over to the road and, as one of our regiments were marching slong,

the Eebs let loose with one of their big guns. The solid shot mowed
lengthways right through their ranks killing quite a few and wounding

guite a lot of them. This plainly told us to lock out.

Ine Army now grudunlly eolosed in on the city. The 20th. A.C. held the
position along the river; next,to toeir right,the 14th, A.C.; then the 15th
A.C.; and on the extreme right, the 17th. A.C. To jhe rear and down to-
wards the coast Klllpatriok's Cavalry took position.

Along the Savannah river there were a coupyle rice fields. They were
taken possession of, end the rice was rationed oui among toe troops sys-
teomatically. OUn the extreme right two or three large fields were appro-
priated. The rice helped out amassingly. #We used to go down im the rice
fields and gather 1t in little boats, (It was standing in schocks like our

wheat.) bring 1t out to the road, load it on the wagons, take it to camp,
snd fesd 1t to the mules. We,also, hulled it for cur own esating.

Sherman was now eager to get in commuricetion with the outside world,
go that we gould get rationsa, ete. Fort MedAllister, below on the Sound,
was in the Rebel's hends, and it must be taken firsit betiore the shipe
could come in conmtact with us.

The Ceneral conceived ithe 1dea that the Unlon Vessels beyend the Fort
wight be attracted to our presence by placing a lerge Signal Corps flag on
top of one of those tall pine trees, so he ourdered Caytain Bachtell to put
up the fleg. They called for volunteers to climb the tree selected, but

no one relished such = job, and therefore, they got no volunteers io climb
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said tree. The Sergeant (Hays) oame to me and =aid, "Sam, you've got
to0 go up.” I gaid, "No, li?i“ He 1nnistad‘that*;ha orders ware imper-
ative, and that I would have to do the juh; I want to the Captain and
asked him to 18t me off, that I d4id not think I oould do 1t, but all to

no avall, I gave him some letters, ete., in casme gsomething happened. We

g0t a long pole, put it up ageinst s dead limb, and I tled a rope arcund
my waist. Then I begen the hardest jJob 1 ever undertoock to do. Why we
had no elimbers, I do not know; but, anyway, I started up, finally reach-
ed this dead limb, and not Jnowing the estirength of it, I kept aloof of it,.
From there came the tussle of my life, The tree was a large ané anfl ag

smooth as an esl. At first I thought I could not make it, but soon dais-
covered that I was making some headway. I kept on until I reache& the

first limb far above the dead oneé, then rested awhile. Then at it sgain
until I reached where the limbs were closer together,

Well, there I was, There was a litkle wind and the old tree would
sway back and forth. It about made me gen-miok. I remember I did not
look down much. I looked over on the other side of a Bayou., I ocould
plainly see the Johnnies in camp, some doing this others doing that. They
had a battery on each side of the road that lesd through the camp.

I pulled up the fleg by the rope, fastened it, and then started down,
which wee no trick at all.

This was in the forenoon mometime. After I was down I knew that, later
in the day, =omeone would have to take down the {lax, #0 I saddled my horse
and took a "gkedaddle", I went way over to the left to where the 20th. A.GC
ley and, by the bye, when I thought the flag should be down, I went back a-
gain, Lo and behold! Everthing was in unmmotiun; After I had left, the
Johnnies discovered the flag, and they everlastingly sment the shells over
there, A field back of us was full of our supply trains, and they all had
te get out. The shells had Gen. Sherman and his staff and all the other
fellows hugsing the pine trees. The Rebe finally let up, end Sherman got

out. He had important business elsewhere.
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But now I was back again, and nething would d? but I must go up ipd

zet the flag. At firmt 1 refused, bnut tha‘CEptain was good to me nnﬂk
asked me to go up again. Thias I finally 418 sucoemafully. Y

I do not think it di1d e partiols of good; and I think it wes the
hardest thing I ever did., I, yet todmy, feel the cold chills run over

me when I think about it, or talk about it.

One morning while eating breakfast at th§e camp near the river, a
gunboat followed by a atemmboat tried to run our batteries. The gunhnuf
had some blg guns on her, and when they were fired they msade a terrific
nuiau: Our batteries were rushed up to the river bank and if they did
not pour the shot into her, it's nuriuuu; Jur men uﬁnn brought the
steamboat to {time, and brought her over to the shore. The gunboat was
only too glad to get back and out of reach.

One day at the 'flag-tree' csmp, I took my horse and went down to
vhere the tide came up, Somehow I got or had e fishhook end managed to
get some worms. I camt in my balt and, to my surprise, in a minute or so,
the cork started bodbing up and down and,finally,down she went., I pulled
1t up and behold! I had something like a blackanake, about 2% or » feot
long, at my meroy. Well, how to get the hook out of itz mouth wes a pusz-

zler to me, I began to examine my prey pretty oclosely. I had oft heard
my father and mother talk about eels they had caught in the Susquehanna

river in Pennaylvania, and had oft heard the expression "As slippery as an
acl;“ 80 I got hold of the line with one hand and with the other, the ani-
mal, OSure enough, out it went out of my hand. I then was satisfied that
my cateh was an esel, go took more courage, and, finally, got the hook loosme.
I again tried my luck and caught another, 20 I had two eels to take back to
camp. When I got there I showed the Boys my aanteh and, %5 my surprisa, none
of them would help me eat these elongated fizh, We had, in the Signal
Corpa, men frox neerly every steate., 4ind to think that none of them Xnew
anytining about what I had! Well, I took the hides off and fried oy eels,
and, believe me, I had a mess all to myself. Jome saild if I lived through
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1%, ,they would help me later. Well, I lived through 1t, and they were
mighty good. : et

It was now Sherman's effort to get in touoch with the outmide world.

He sent Hazen's Division of the 15th. A.C. to take Fort MeAllister, mn
thing they d4id in good shape, however, not without mome loss.

This Fort being out of the way, he soon got in toueh with our gun-
boats; and supplies, alsc the mail, soon began to arrive., The latter was
quite a treat to all of the Boys, and now everyone goi busy writing to
friends in the North, How good it seemed %o be in touoh with the world a-
gain'! How niee 1t was to again have plenty of z00d rations without having
to forage for them!

Savannah was yet in the hands of the Johnnies. I remember ahout this
time Gen. Sherman and hia sgtaff went over to our Right near the Rallroad
and near the River, Some of us Signal Corps boys went along with the Cap-

tain. Gen Sherman sent a flag of truce over to the Confederate Gen Hardee

an? Ademanded the surrender of his army, stating that he had his army sur-
rounded, ete. I thought how curious it all was, ss the Rebels had simply
to croes the river into South Carolina snd get away (which they d1d later).

It was Bald st the time, and History substantiatems 1t, that Gen. John A;
Logen, commanding the 15in. L.0., offered {o erogs and wanted Eherm;n to
let hir oross tlhe river, march down on the South Carolins side, and prevent
Herdee from meking hils esczpe;

I believed then and do now, had Sherman permitted Logan to have done =0,

we would have captured all of their forces, In faet, we ought %o have bag-
geld them then and there,

It was reported that Shermen was preparing for & grand rush to capture
the City, but he delayed to long, and Herdee wag gone. Had Grant been in
gommand on the field, Hardee never would have gotten away. A 1t wonm, we
come in posaesaion of many big suna, a lot of cotton, and the olty of Snvan-
nnh:;ﬁﬂﬂ whien ogened uy the river to the consgt; and 1t was not long until

our larges boate came in along the wharf.
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There was a speoisl detmll made up here $rom the 3ignal Corps to run
a station on top of an old cotton wmill or uturqﬁgﬁue. for the purpose of
watching the Hebels and doing signel work.
When we firat went on duty there, the Rebs had a gunbomt on the river
behind an island. Adout midnight they blew it up. We continued to do

duty here for quite a while, TLieutenante ¥oracre and Howgate were the of-
fioers in charge. (““"- £ Ll sl Aol Rbend i .8 Seaater /u'w' { ',f:.;.- D t.pe.i .

Here I quite frequently went over to see Byron Moffitt, who belonged
to the 29th. 0.V.I. This regiment wans one of n dlvimion in the 20th. L.ﬂ;
an& was deing guard duty in the City.

Every Sundey, winlle hers, our bunch went to Church (I think 1t was Pres
bgteriani. Generalg Sherman, Howard, end most of the prominent cfficers
attended this Church. The thing that drew us to this partieular church
was the faot thei they had s very large pipe orgam, and they always had
wonderful amsic.

Before we left the city, our Secretary of War, Edwin Stanton, ocame down
to see Sherman and his Army. He reviewed most of the army while here.

It, however, goon became evident that we were not to rest and loiter
here much longer. General Grant first wanted Sherman to take his Army by
vessels around to City Poini, end they together would finish up Lee's Army,
but Sherman thought thet he could mareh overlend better, do m lot of flemage
to the enemy, and, perchance, capture Johnston's army. (Gen. Joe Johnston
having been placed in commsnd of his old army again, superceding Gen Houd}:
At lesst he could prevent Johnston from joinineg Tee's nrur; and get in
touch with Grant from the mouth.

Hith that objeet ir view, he tecok the 15th. & 17th, A.C!s saround by boat
to Pocotalego, which is up the coast towards Charleston, 5.C.; while the
Left Wing, under Gen. Slocum, composed of the 14th. & 20th. A.C'm and Kill-
patrick'g Cevalry, went np the river asbout 50 miles to Sisters Ferry. There
they orogred the river and threatered Aususta.

A zunhost wae to go up the river, Lieutenant Foraocre with two men
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from the Signal Corpa ware dAestailesd 40 accompany the hoat. This ns-

gignment fell to Pete Greiner and ﬁ}aalf, a0 we got our traps reudy and
to the gunboat we went. This wes a new thing ﬁsyua. We had our bunks
down with the Herine Toys. I remember going up the river sbout five
milea, stopping, and enchoring fer the night. The river was now getting
varTy hligh, Aaa we hed been having lotes of rain. The next dmy we started
agein., I saw more wild ducks that day than I ever saw before or since.

Well, we finnlly got within a eouple of miles of the Ferry and en-
chored, awaiting the Army. We got permims=ion to go ashors. After lamnd-
Ing, we were t0ld Wy the oolored people of a certain Judge who lived about
two milga away; nlao, that the Rebelm hmd n pleket ﬁaat up on the road
near the Ferry, conzletisnz of around sirtean men; Returaing to the Yeat
we telked 1t over and gix of us agreed to go thet nicht and try Lo cepture
them. When we got to shore we thought we would go ard get the Judge flraet
then in the latter part of the night go after the pleket post. So we went
efter the Judge, but, surely, he must have got wind of us, for we could not
find hide nor hair of bim at his home. Some of ibhe colored gentry there
told us where we could find some Confederate soldiere Lowme on furlougb, 8o
we declded to go after toem and then for the plokets.

Hell, 1t was muech farther than we thought, and we 414 not get over to
where they were uniil after break of day; At the first house, one of the
boye went in at the front door wnlile the remt went to the rear to wetch.

We got one fellow without much trouble end then hurried to the other hauua;
The boye designeted me to go in in frent, I waited a 1ittle for them to

#zet around the housme, then stepped up to the door and rapped. [ had my re-
volver ready for sotion should oococesion regquire it. A young ledy opened

the door. My belligerent mppenrmance nearly toock her bresth, and she nearly
fainted. I gaid, "lLedy, we are not going to hurt you. 7You just sit down
on thet sofs and keep quiet.” By this time the cther beys were coming in

from the rear, One of our fellows, a very itall man, got lnto the old

lady'e bedroom. BShe soon was up eni came into the room where we all were,
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and the way she did lecture us was a ﬁEutiﬂﬂ; I am persunded she dig
that in order to mislead us, which, in = measuffjgahe did. While she
was delivering this maral lecture to the fellows, I eaid to one of the
Doyms: "See here, there has been no one watching the stairway. Come on,
let's go up." As we were going up, we heard guite a commotion ebove,
I expected every moment that they would let loose on ue, but we arrived
0.K. in the upper hallway. UOne door was to the right, the other to the
laft; I motioned him to go to the left and I went to the right, As he
went into the room he yelled, "Surrenderti"” I could see no one in my room
tn_uurrenéer to me, but I noticed that the bed had been occupied. I turn-
e¢d and went aeross the hall to help the other fellow, if need be; but he
was lining a couple of men up, so I went baeck to my room again., I now no-
ticed a plile of corn with the husks on. Then I remembered that one of the
nolges I heard coming up the stairs was like what the corn would make push-
ed about on the floor,. 1, therefore, knew that my man was there somewhere,
and that he must be behind the head of the bed. Se, with my revolver read-
¥, I walked up towards the head of the bed and, finelly, I could see him,
I demanded him to come out, which he d4id. But in doing so, I thought I
noticed a false move and I came very near shooting the men.

T t0l1d him I d4de near shooting, and asked him, "Why Aidn't you hold
up your hands handg when you eame out, then I would have mown." I had
nim Mt on his Ande. When he was finished he had a good pair of spurs on.
I $914 him T enamgsad he wounld not have any uge €or those and that he had
hatter oive them to me, whieh he ﬂid:

Final oomment: Your self-appointed commentor has, purposedly, re-
frained from commenting on the events and antivities of Corporal
Bam in his entries relating *o the maron of Genéral Sherman’a
armny up through the Carolinas beocaues, first, of the fear of in-
terrupting the interest of thoee who may read and, sesondly, b=
oaus8 of the kaleidosocoplo nature of the évente dally taking
place along with the varied experiencea of the soldier.

But, ranﬁing in and between.tha lines, thers 1s many a good
trus story hiestorioal and otherwise. For instanoce: In his March
13the entry the Diaryman writes, "A boat ocame up the river fror
Wilmington"™. Therein liee a story of the famous "Corporal Piks",
a 8cout aent by Gen Bherman to Gen. Terry advieing him of his
whersabouts, and the boat wes Gens Terry's prompt réply,

Soon & part of the old 4th., A.C. , inoluding many of the Cor-—
poral's old oronies, under onmmand of Gen, Schofisld and CGén., %
Terry's army joined Gen. Bherman's troopers, and again the army
numbered 100000 men; and agalin, the listefiing North breathed a
aigﬁ of relief that the "BumwArs"™ had ocome out of oblivion OX.

April 13th. this army oelebra%ed the news of the surrender
of Gen Lee's army to Gen. Grant, and on April 18, 1E66 an agroe-
mént for the surrendsr of Gen Jossph E, Johnson's army was anier-
ed into by Gens. Bherman end Johnsor. The war was over,

The miseing entries of the Diary would have given the soldler'B
