In reply to your letter dated March 9, 1951, You ask for
information concerning Daniel C. Miller and his next of kin.
The following information was taken from the Official Roster of
the Civil War, and the grave regisiration card wz have in our
Jile for this vzteran.:

Daniel C. Miller enrolled in the Civil War August 11, 1862. He
was mustered into service September 18, 1852, at Camp Massillon,
Onhio, by Captain Alexander E. Drake. He was twenty three years

o/ age at the time of his enrollment. He served in Company "B7,
with the 115th, Regiment, 0.VeI., Infantry. His enlistment was
jor a period of three years. He was appointed January 1, 1865,
and served as a Corporal. He mustered out with the Company June
22, 1835, at Murfreesboro, Tennessee. His grave reglstration card
states that he was born in Europe in 1339 (no month or day given).
He died November 2, 1902, at Cleveland, Ohio, and was buried in
the Woodland Cemetery, in Lot Number 151, Section Number 73, and
Grave number 1,Line., His next of kin was listed as "Dan C., Miller?®,
no address was listed for him, and it does not state what relation
he was to the veteran., That is the extent of our records for this
veterans service, and next of kin.

We hopt to have been of service to you, and if we may assist you
in the future, do not hesitate to call upon us.

surfreesbore, Tenn.
June 25, 1864

Dee? Parents, Brothers and Sister:

Recelved your last letter and was so happy to recelve 1t and was glad to hear
that you are all well and I am heppy to say that I am well, Evervthing seems to
be golng well at the front. Today 1t is 2% weeks since I left Mu?freesbovo wheve
we were to watch a railrcad and a railroad bridge at Stewart's Creek., We are in :
block house or stockade. It is a place where the cannon balls can't do any harm.
We are in the shade. I cnly have guard duty every three or four dsys, You will
be surprised to know that the strawberry season is already three wceks past=-also
the blackberries are all gone and some apples are ripe. We make apple sauce, ple
and biscults and we always have something green Also have fish. Our limtenant
borrowdd a net from a farmer for as long as we want. We cateh enough fish for al’
30 men almost every day. The weather i1s very beautiful here, The farmers are
already harvestihg. In another letter I will senﬁ you a drawing of our house; I
want you to save the drawings. I haven't recelved a letter yvet from my brother
Jacob. I would love to hear from him. William has elready written two or three
lettevrs to Chris-he says they are having a bad time in Camp Chase, that they haw
to be on guard duty every other night end have to drill so often. We live like
Lords here- are getting fat. Caspar Fox owes me & letter and I will not write

until he writes me first, With this I wish to close, Your loing son. D.C,iiller

Murfreesborp Tenn. Sept., 11, 1864

Dear Parents: Arrived safe and sound in Murfregsboro Today. We were all in the
block house on Aug. 31 when at 7:00 o'clock we saw about 50 men on horseback sbo
a % mile behind our house marching to the railroad. Then a fellow named iartin %
Stimmel and I went to see what they were doing and saw them start to tear up the
railroad ties-we each fired 5 or 6 shots each and they left after four or five

ties were torn up. As we turned to g0 back to our block house their pistol shot
rang out and we had to jump back, When we got back we saw 6,000 around our house

about 1loco yards, so that we couldn't do very much with them. 8 or 10 of us

went to the railroad bridge which they were trring to set aflre and we made the
jump. Several fell and we could see them as they raised thelr hands before they
fell, I am sure that I hit one of them because as soon as 1 shot &t him, he fel:
This was about noon-then five men came with a whlte flag and ther wanted us to
give up the block house or they would out cannon on it-which later d4id happen.
We sald we wouldn't give it up and they left. In flve minutes we saw that they -
had & 12 1b, "Messing"(?) cannon brought out of the woods &nd they put it be-
hind a 1little rise where we couldn't do anything to them and it was too far for
our rifles, Then came shell after shell over our block house-two of them hit

a beam and shattered 1t. They shot at us six times and only hit twice-then our
Sergeant put up a white flag and they quit. You should have seen the Rebels
coming out of the woods-from every angle, but didn't five anymore. They plun-
dered our hcuse and we had to stand in ranks. We burned our rifle "?" (or twist-
ed) so that they couldn't use them, They made us go with them for two days and
two nights about 40-50 miles, Then they let us go-we had to leave everything
behind --my pretty cane,and the picture frame I broke in two-I cut some of the
design off of the cane so they couldn't use it. When we were 13 miles away fron
the block house we could see the smoke as they burned it down and they had
hacked down the rallroad bridge. ----—-———————---—

Stockade # 10 Tenn. on N.& C, R.R.

Dear Parents: Hecelved your last letter and am glad to hear that you agre all
well, I too am well., Nothing new except that the Rebel General Forrest was a-
round here and where he 1s now we can't say-for ten days the railroad has not
been running. Our fifty men went on the first train to Tullahoma, The night
before vhen we were already in Muvfreesboro by the 4depot, we received nctifica-
tlon that the raillroad had been torn up and the telegraph had besn cut 27 mi.
from kurfreesboro. The next morning at half past five we went on the train as
guards and the R:bels had gotten to the place an hour before where it had been
torn up { The negroes were just at it and trying to fix it up so we could

pass.Now 15 of our company are 23 miles from M'boro at Stoskage ¥ 10. How



long we will be here I can't tell }'OZ. We have 1t resl good rere. Tuesiay we
gtehered a one year o0ld calf which came %00 near us-1i%
e eat the last of 1t.

Yesterday I recelved a letter from
Rudolph and he sald my mother wvas sick and that Verona had writfen to Jacob
snd Elisabeth to ome home. I am so sorry to hear this and hope %hat she soon
will be well. I wouldn't have written yet but yesterday I sent g 1little box
to Cleveland on the Adams (?) Express, If Jacob 1s still with ycu,he can ge

it. I addressed it to H. Miller, Cleveland,Chio.Lymen St. # 92. 1t welghts

34 1bs. only & little box. The tobacco box however, isn't in 1% because 1
want to bring it mysklf and it len't quite finished. I paid 33.80 to send te
box home -it will not cost you anything. Today we learned what regiment 1sg

to replace us. It is the 183th Ohio, one year regiment. There are abcout 55

men here who belong to new regiments. They have always thought to get home
before us but now they have cooled off and don't say so much. Now I will
close and hope these few words will find all of you in good health and hope
we can talk to each other soon.

De.r Parents:; Ifeceived your letter and was pleased o note that you are al
well., I also received a ldtter yesterday from Ellsabeth and Jacob. There ar:

Cur Rebel General Hood is far
into the State of fleorgla., Our Cavalry 1is always on his back, he can't be
still for a day's rest. It will not be long btefore the States of Georgla =
Alabama are back in the Union because they are tired of fighting and are
hungry. Today we heard that a large lmportant Fort was taken by us-this is
something big because this fort and the city of Wilmington which &lso will
taken in a few days, is the key to Richmond. I think I have written you th
we aretin a new place agsin-10% miles south of lurfreesboro. A rezl nice
place. Every five days I get 4-hour watch. For that I need only a little wc
To cook with, Yesterday someone named Sexauer and I made axhandles-we get <
to 50¢ a plece-we have zlready made 8. We could make 8-12 a day. We still
have enough to eat. Yesterday we butchered an ox-he had strayed from a hegdr
he BelOnged to Uncle Sam. Yesterday we had two barrels of corn ground. Toc
five of our men were out and got four sacks of corn from a good rebel lady.
We want to have enough to eat as long as we have the chance to vislit the
Rebels on their large farms. They don't have negroes anymore-they are all
working for Uncle Sam in the woods, cutting wood for the Railroad. VWith thi
I will close and hope the letter reaches you in good health., Your loving sc
