Dear Board of Directors, 
 
The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) recently released the 
revised FEMA Form 81-93, Standard Flood Hazard Determination Form 
(SFHDF).  The effective date for mandatory use of the new form will be June 16, 
2009.   

 
In order to update their systems to the new version of the SFHDF, credit unions 
may continue to use the previous version, which expired October 31, 2008, until 
the mandatory effective date.  SFHDFs completed on or after June 16, 2009 
must be completed using the new SFHDF for compliance purposes.
