WSTS has a horse therapy program for their clients who are profoundly challenged both mentally and physically. Through the use of these horses, WSTS is able to provide greatly needed services. WSTS' staff traveled to Colorado Springs (1,000 miles round trip) to pick up the horses and were greeted by a very happy staff who gladly released "Charlie, Stormy, and Sky" to the school. GSA is pleased that the horses are providing many hours of happiness and pleasure to the residents and staff of WSTS.
