Federal Travel Regulation (FTR)

Per Diem Bulletin 06-2
Maximum Per Diem Rates for Florida and Ohio
Summary:  The General Services Administration (GSA) has reviewed the lodging rates of certain locations in the States of Florida and Ohio and determined that the current lodging rates are inadequate.  
Action:  The General Services Administration (GSA) is changing the FY 2006 lodging per diem rates in the State of Florida, city of Cocoa Beach, including Brevard County; and in the State of Ohio, city of Cleveland, including Cuyahoga County, should be adjusted to provide for the reimbursement of Federal employees’ lodging expenses covered by the per diem.  This bulletin amends the FY 2006 per diem rates (see the Federal Register notice at 70 FR 52100, September 1, 2005, and Per Diem Bulletin 06-1) by increasing the per diem rate in the prescribed areas.  

Effective:  This bulletin is effective October 1, 2005, and applies to travel performed on or after that date.

Background Information

(A)  After an analysis of the per diem rates established for FY 2006, GSA has determined that current lodging and meals and incidental expenses (M&IE) allowances for certain localities do not adequately reflect the cost of lodging in those areas.

(B)  GSA issues/publishes the Continental United States (CONUS) per diem rates, formerly published in Appendix A to 41 CFR chapter 301, solely on the internet at www.gsa.gov/perdiem.  This process, implemented in 2003, ensures more timely notification of any changes in per diem rates established by GSA for Federal employees on official travel within CONUS.  Notices published periodically in the Federal Register now constitute the only notification of revisions in CONUS per diem rates to agencies.  These are the changes constituted by this Bulletin:
