BARROW (D-GA) introduced H.R.1661 to establish a health registry to ensure that certain 

individuals who may have been exposed to formaldehyde in a travel trailer have an opportunity 

to register for such registry and receive medical treatment for such exposure.  (H3748) 

DOGGETT (D-TX) introduced H.R.1666 for himself and others to establish an auction and 

revenue collection mechanism for a carbon market that ensures price stability with 

environmental integrity.
