JOB DESCRIPTION:  The position is responsible for coordination of planning for projects that require assistance of other draftsmen 
due to their size and complexity; performing difficult drafting assignments that require substantial experience and originality; and 
engineering and topographic drafting, photographic and engineering reproductions in support of sanitary facilities construction 
projects and operations.  Prepares drawings from sketches, design notes, concepts discussed with engineering staff, and existing 
drawings.  Uses AutoCAD to perform a variety of drafting tasks and work in concert with engineering staff for design support.  
Performs various computations including elevations, dimensions, clearances, and quantities.  Performs other duties as assigned or 
required. 
WHO MAY APPLY:  Federal employment status is not required.  U.S. citizenship is required. 
• Excepted Service Examining Plan Candidates (ESEP) – Individuals entitled to Indian Preference who wish to be considered for 

excepted appointment in IHS, under authority of 5 CFR, Part 213, Schedule A 213.3116(B)(8). 
• Merit Promotion Plan Candidates (MPP) – Current permanent competitive Federal status employees, reinstatement eligible, and 

current IHS Indian Preference individuals and/or individuals who are eligible for excepted appointment in IHS under some other 
authority (e.g., handicapped authority, etc).  

• Veteran’s Preference - Preference eligible veterans who have been separated from the armed forces under honorable conditions after 
3 years or more of continuous active service may apply. 

• Non-status Candidates – Applications will also be accepted from non-status candidates (individuals who have never been employed 
by the federal government) and individuals eligible for non-competitive appointments (e.g., applicants eligible for appointment 
under the Veterans Readjustment Act, the severely handicapped, those with a 30 or more compensable service connected disability). 

 
Indian Preference applicants must indicate on their applications whether they are applying under the MPP, ESEP, or both.  If 
not indicated, they will be considered under the MPP. 
 
Qualified disabled applicants (Rehabilitation Act of 1973) and disabled veterans with 30% or more disability are encouraged to apply.  
Reasonable accommodations will be made for qualified applicants with disabilities, except when doing so would impose undue 
hardship on the Indian Health Service. 
CONDITIONS OF EMPLOYMENT: 
1. Selectee(s) are required to be immunized against Measles and Rubella and provide documentation prior to or at the time of their 

start date.  Special consideration may be allowed to individuals who are allergic to a component of the vaccine or are currently 
pregnant.  Selectee must have documented immunity to Rubella and Measles 

2. Selectee(s) are required to complete Security questionnaire and fingerprint chart for investigative purposes under PL 101-630 
Indian Child Protection and Family Violence Prevention Act.  Persons, who have been arrested for or charged with a crime 
involving a child, or violent crime against a person, are not eligible for employment with IHS under PL 101-630. 

3. Selectee(s) are required to complete a “Declaration of Federal Employment – Optional Form 306” to determine your suitability 
for Federal Employment, and to certify the accuracy of all the information in your application.  Persons making false statements 
in any part of the application may not be hired; or fired after employment starts; or may be fined. 

4. Males born after December 31, 1959 are required to be registered with the Selective Service System in order to be eligible for 
employment with the Federal Government. 

5. Selectee(s) are required to have a viable bank account at a financial institution for electronic direct deposit of salary payment. 
6. Some service units operate under extended service hours 7 days per week. 
7. The incumbent may be required to travel and must possess a valid driver’s license. 



QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Your description of work experience, level of responsibility, and accomplishments 
will be used to determine that you meet requirements.  Applicants must meet the experience and/or education as follows: 
 
GS-7: 1-year specialized experience equivalent to at least GS-6 OR 1 year of graduate education in one of the courses below*. 
GS-8: 1-year specialized experience equivalent to at least GS-7 OR 1 year of graduate education in one of the courses below. 
 
Specialized Experience:  Experience which is directly related to the position to be filled and which has equipped the candidate with 
the particular knowledge, skills and abilities to successfully perform the duties of the position.  Example of specialized experience 
includes well-developed drafting and mechanical drawing skills; knowledge of drafting standards, mathematics, science, and 
engineering technology; a solid background in CADD techniques; and good interpersonal skills. 
 
Education: Education must have been obtained in an accredited technical school, junior college, college or university for which 
school graduation or the equivalent is the prerequisite.  *Examples of related course include: engineering, engineering or industrial 
technology, construction, physics, drafting, surveying, physical science, or mathematics.   
TIME IN GRADE:  Candidates must have completed at least one year of service in a position no more than one grade lower than the 
position to be filled.  (If selected under the Excepted Service Examining Plan, such individuals may be appointed under Schedule A 
authority without regard to Time-In-Grade requirements.) 
LEGAL AND REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS:  Candidates must meet time-after competitive appointment, time-in-grade, and 
qualification requirements within 30 calendar days after the closing date of the vacancy announcement. 
METHODS OF EVALUATION:  Evaluation is made on the basis of appropriate education, experience, performance appraisals, 
training, self-development, outside activities and special awards.  Experience related to tribal involvement and to Indian community 
projects will also be evaluated.  Applicants will also be evaluated on the following ranking factors, i.e., Knowledge, Skills, and 
Abilities (KSA’s).

2. Ability to communicate effectively with technicians, mechanics, engineers, contractors, etc. 
3. Ability to review specifications, drawings, technical reports and other documentation for accuracy, consistence and deficiencies. 
 
KSA’s Engineering Technician-GS-0802-8: 
1. Ability to take design concepts and notes for sanitation facilities and general complete complex drawing sets, including data 

download and manipulation of surfaces. 
2. Ability to compile data relating to surveying, material quantities, and equipment details (dimensions) for preparation of design 

plans. 
3. Ability to read and interpret engineering plans and specifications.

1. You may be eligible for special selection priority consideration under the Career Transition Assistant Program 
(CTAP) if you are a current career or career-conditional (tenure group I or II) employee of the DHHS Agency at 
the GS-15 grade level or below or equivalent, and who has received a specific RIF separation notice or a 
Certificate of Expected Separation indication your job is surplus, or notice of removal for declining a directed 
reassignment or transfer of function outside the local commuting area.  To qualify for special selection priority 
consideration under CTAP you MUST also meet the criteria shown in paragraph 3 below. 

 
2. You may be eligible for special selection priority consideration under the Interagency Career Transition 

Assistance Program (ICTAP) if you are a current or former career-conditional (tenure group I or II) employee of 
any agency in the competitive service at the GS-15 grade level or below or equivalent, who has received a specific 
RIF separation notice or a notice of proposed removal for declining a directed reassignment or transfer of function 
outside the local commuting area.  You may also be eligible if you were separated because of a compensable 
injury and your compensation has been terminated; or you retired with a disability and your disability annuity has 
been or is being terminated; or you were in receipt of a RIF separation notice and retired on the effective date of 
the RIF or under discontinued service; or you are a former Military Reserve Technician or National Guard 
Technician who is receiving a special disability retirement annuity from OPM.  To qualify for special selection 
priority consideration under ICTAP you MUST also meet the criteria shown in paragraph 3 below. 

 
3. To qualify for special selection priority consideration under CTAP or ICTAP for this vacancy, you MUST also 

meet ALL of the following: 
 

(a) Have a current or last performance rating of record of at least fully successful or equivalent.  A copy MUST 
be submitted with your application package.  (Note: this requirement does not apply to candidates who are 
eligible due to compensable injury or disability retirement). 

 
(b) Be applying for a position at or below the grade level from which you will be, or have been separated, and 

which does not have a greater promotion potential that the position from which you will be, or have been 
separated. 

 
(c) Occupy or be displaced from a position in the same local commuting area of the position for which you are 

requesting priority consideration. 
 
(d) File your application by the vacancy announcement closing date and meet all the applicable criteria.  Your 

application MUST  include ALL documents that support your claim of eligibility for priority consideration 
– RIF separation notice, or notice of proposed removal for declining a directed reassignment or transfer of 
function to another commuting are; SF-50 Notification of Personnel Action, showing that they were 
separated as a result of RIF, or declining a transfer of function or directed reassignment to another area; 
official certification from an agency stating that it cannot place an individual whose injury compensation 
has been or is being terminated; or official notification from the Military Department or National Guard 
Bureau that the employee has retired under 5 USC 8337(h) Or 8456. 

 
(e) Be rated “well qualified” for this position.  A numerical rating of 85 is considered to be well qualified for
