Released August 30, 2005

The American Community Survey (ACS) is the 2010 Census ‘long form’, that is, a sample survey of
people and housing units that collects information on their characteristics, including income, commute
time to work, home value, and other important data. Earlier censuses collected this data only once in ten
years, whereas the ACS collects the data every year. Data users can access this detailed demographic and
housing data annually online instead of waiting 10 years for decennial census data, helping them make
more accurate, timely and informed decisions.

The ACS was in a development phase from 1996-2004. The full implementation began in January 2005,
and the 2004 ACS data is from the last year of the development phase. The geographic coverage for the
2004 ACS is very similar to 2003. However, the geographic coverage will increase significantly over
time: the 2005 data will provide estimates for over 8,000 geographic areas, including all counties, and
places with a population greater than 20,000.

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D3. ACS Data Release Timetable: 2003 to 2010

By 2010, information on demographic, socio-economic and housing characteristics once available every
10 years will be available annually for all areas through the American Community Survey (ACS).

The ACS has been publishing annual data for many areas with populations of 250,000 or more. In 2005,
the ACS began collecting data every month for all areas throughout the United States and Puerto Rico.

The Census Bureau will release annual data for all areas of 65,000 or more beginning in 2006. For
smaller areas, it will take three to five years to accumulate a large enough sample to produce data for
areas as small as census tracts (see chart below). Once that sample is collected, though, the Census
Bureau will release three- to five-year averages every year for those areas.

Annual estimates are scheduled for release in the summer following the calendar year in which the data
were collected.
