02% of the La Jolla Reservation burned

3,585 acres of the Rincon Reservation
burned

5,360 acres on the Pauma Reservation
burned

2,118 acres on the Pala Reservation
burned

Firestorm Team

Resources Director begin to implement disaster plan,
make contact for assistance, and keep tribal leaders
updated about the clinic.
