The Care Model
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The Chronic Care Model seeks to overcome the downfalls of the  Western Medical Model.  Its approach has been:�	Doctor-driven versus patient or community-driven

	Didn’t do much to empower the patient and their family

	Suffered from poor coordination of services

	Seemed to respect the doctor’s time as more important than the patient’s time
