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 The Preservation Program (WPL) provides technical support for the following construction phase activities: 

1. Review of Shop Drawings

Example: South Agriculture Building - Review of elevator cab shop drawings for replication original design 

2. Protection of Historic Materials During Construction

Example: Rockville Post Office - Review of method for protecting murals during sprinkler installation 

3. Review of Sample Submittals

New materials in historic spaces 

Example: Department of Interior Building - Review of new elevator's bronze hardware finishes to ensure they match original

Replacement materials for repair of historic surfaces 

Example: Benjamin Franklin Postal Station, Ariel Rios Building - Review of marble dutchmen to match color and veining of existing marble flooring

Example: Department of Commerce Roof - Review of new replicate tile for replacement missing roof tiles

Execution of Specialized Skills 

Example: Department of State Building - Review of application of oxidized bronze finish match original elevator hardware finish

Example: National Archives Building - Review of raking and repainting of mortar joint assure no damage to stone and matching of original mortar joint profile, color, texture

Example: Pension Building - Review of mural cleaning procedure to assure uniformity cleaning and no damage to original paint materials

4. Resolution of Unforeseen Conditions

Example: Potomac Annex - Rerouting of sprinkler piping to avoid hidden structural members while avoiding ornament

Example: Pension Building - Development of alternative (Less destructive) removal technique for patched encaustic tile flooring to be replaced in building restoration

5. Modification of Original Design

Example: National Archives Building - Substitute of alterative piping design for Reading Room due to insufficient ceiling clearance 

6. Evaluation of Substitute Contractor's Competency

Examples: None yet. This could occur as a result of specialist Contractor's insolvency or incompetence once contract awarded 

7. Protection and Salvage of Historic Materials During Emergencies

Example: Central Office Building - salvage of ornamental hardware from windows damaged/removed due to fire an Administrator's Suite
