2. Old Business: 

· Status of Regulations and Bulletins:     
a. 102-38; Sales:  We are using ESC Milestones for our timelines.  Milestones will be a living document posted on the Web and duly noted in a Bulletin.  Sales Regulations do not cover agencies with separate legislation.  The FAS PMO and MT plan to make decisions on waivers.  Final Rule being reviewed within GSA.
b. 102-40; Items Requiring Special Handling – Public comments are being incorporated.  Plan to have Final Rule package ready for approval in early August.
c. Stewardship Bulletin – Going through GSA management/Legal review.    

d. Consensus Standards Bulletin - Going through GSA management/Legal review.    

· PMEC Issue #1 - Collaboration with other Communities: Becky and Bob are scheduling a meeting with OMB, Adam Goldberg and others to lay the ground work for the need for greater collaboration.  Also, Bob, Jan, and Jim are meeting with Michele Hefner and the CIO, CFO council Wed July 18.

Goal is to have a final report in 1st Quarter FY08.  One main milestone will be briefing OPM.  The PMEC and individual agencies need to look into Internship programs.
