advance payments shall be credited to this account and remain available
until expended: Provided further, That the Executive Residence shall
require the national committee of the political party of the President to
maintain on deposit $25,000, to be separately accounted for and available
for expenses relating to reimbursable political events sponsored by such
committee during such fiscal year: Provided further, That the Executive
Residence shall ensure that a written notice of any amount owed for a
reimbursable operating expense under this paragraph is submitted to
the person owing such amount within 60 days after such expense is in-
curred, and that such amount is collected within 30 days after the sub-
mission of such notice: Provided further, That the Executive Residence
shall charge interest and assess penalties and other charges on any such
amount that is not reimbursed within such 30 days, in accordance with
the interest and penalty provisions applicable to an outstanding debt on
a United States Government claim under section 3717 of title 31, United
States Code: Provided further, That each such amount that is reimbursed,
and any accompanying interest and charges, shall be deposited in the
Treasury as miscellaneous receipts: Provided further, That the Executive
Residence shall prepare and submit to the Committees on Appropriations,
by not later than 90 days after the end of the fiscal year covered by this
Act, a report setting forth the reimbursable operating expenses of the
Executive Residence during the preceding fiscal year, including the total
amount of such expenses, the amount of such total that consists of reim-
bursable official and ceremonial events, the amount of such total that

consists of reimbursable political events, and the portion of each such
amount that has been reimbursed as of the date of the report: Provided
further, That the Executive Residence shall maintain a system for the
tracking of expenses related to reimbursable events within the Executive
Residence that includes a standard for the classification of any such ex-
pense as political or nonpolitical: Provided further, That no provision of
this paragraph may be construed to exempt the Executive Residence
from any other applicable requirement of subchapter I or II of chapter
37 of title 31, United States Code. (Executive Office of the President Ap-
propriations Act, 2009.)

The Spectrum Relocation Fund, created by the Commercial
Spectrum Enhancement Act of 2004, streamlines the process for
reimbursing Federal agencies that must relocate wireless com-
munications systems from Federal spectrum that has been real-
located to commercial use. Auction receipts associated with the
reallocated spectrum from the Advanced Wireless Services spec-
trum license auction were deposited into the Fund in December
2006. To expedite clearing of the auctioned spectrum, the statute
provides mandatory spending authority for approved relocation
payments. The Office of Management and Budget (OMB) admin-
isters the Fund in consultation with the National Telecommunic-
ations and Information Administration (NTIA) of the Department
of Commerce. By law, unused funds will revert to the general
fund of the Treasury no later than December 2014. Actual relo-
cation timelines vary by agency and are approved by OMB, in
consultation with NTIA. The estimated mandatory spending is
approximately $1176 million from 2007 to 2012, of which all but
$58 million was transferred on a non-expenditure basis, and was
made available to agencies beginning in March 2007. The Budget
includes a receipt account for the deposit of auction proceeds, as
well as a program account to provide reimbursement for the relo-
cation of Federal systems.

ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS—EXECUTIVE OFFICE OF THE PRESIDENT AND
FUNDS APPROPRIATED TO THE PRESIDENT

SEc. 201. From funds made available in this Act under the headings
["White House Office"] "The White House", "Executive Residence at the
White House", "White House Repair and Restoration", "Council of Eco-
nomic [Advisors"] Advisers”, "National Security Council", "Office of
Administration", ["Office of Policy Development", ] "Special Assistance
to the President", and "Official Residence of the Vice President", the

Director of the Office of Management and Budget (or such other officer

as the President may designate in writing), may, 15 days after giving
notice to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representat-
ives and the Senate, transfer not to exceed 10 percent of any such appro-
priation to any other such appropriation, to be merged with and available
for the same time and for the same purposes as the appropriation to
which transferred: Provided, That the amount of an appropriation shall
not be increased by more than 50 percent by such transfers: Provided
further, That no amount shall be transferred from "Special Assistance
to the President" or "Official Residence of the Vice President" without
the approval of the Vice President.

[SEc. 202. The President shall submit to the Committees on Appropri-
ations of the House of Representatives and the Senate not later than 60
days after the date of the enactment of this Act, and prior to the initial
obligation of funds appropriated under the heading "Office of National
Drug Control Policy", a detailed narrative and financial plan on the pro-
posed uses of all funds under the heading by program, project, and
activity, for which the obligation of funds is anticipated: Provided, That
up to 20 percent of funds appropriated under this heading may be oblig-
ated before the submission of the report subject to prior approval of the
Committees on Appropriations: Provided further, That the report shall
be updated and submitted to the Committees on Appropriations every 6
months and shall include information detailing how the estimates and
assumptions contained in previous reports have changed: Provided fur-
ther, That any new projects and changes in funding of ongoing projects
shall be subject to the prior approval of the Committees on Appropri-
ations.]

[SEc. 203. Not to exceed 2 percent of any appropriations in this Act
made available to the Office of National Drug Control Policy may be
transferred between appropriated programs upon the advance approval
of the Committees on Appropriations: Provided, That no transfer may
increase or decrease any such appropriation by more than 3 percent. ]

[SEc. 204. Not to exceed $1,000,000 of any appropriations in this Act
made available to the Office of National Drug Control Policy may be re-
programmed within a program, project, or activity upon the advance
approval of the Committees on Appropriations.]1 (Executive Office of the
President Appropriations Act, 2009.)
