SUBJECT: Reporting Paynents Accepted Under 31 U S.C. 8§ 1353

Section 1353 of title 31, United States Code, authorizes the
acceptance by executive branch agencies of paynments for travel,
subsi stence, and related expenses from non-Federal sources in
connection with the attendance of enpl oyees at certain neetings or
simlar functions. The statute provides that the head of each
agency shall submt to the Director of the Ofice of Governnent
Ethics (OCGE) seniannual reports of paynments of nore than $250
accepted under this authority. The next sem annual report should
be submtted to OGE not l|ater than Novenber 30, 2000, concerning
paynents recei ved during the period begi nning on April 1, 2000, and
endi ng on Septenber 30, 2000. Agencies are required to submt
negative reports.

The Ceneral Services Administration’s (GSA) regulation
inplenmenting 31 U S.C. § 1353 and its reporting requirenment are
codified at 41 CF.R part 304-1. Additionally, the standard forns
for reporting this information, SF 326, “Sem annual Report of
Payments Accepted from a Non-Federal Source” and SF 326A,
