§250.1 Definitions.

Airport means the airport at which
the direct or connecting flight, on
which the passenger holds confirmed
reserved space, is planned to arrive or
some other airport serving the same
metropolitan area, provided that trans-
portation to the other airport is ac-
cepted (i.e., used) by the passenger.

Carrier means: (1) A direct air carrier,
except a helicopter operator, holding a
certificate issued by the Department of
Transportation pursuant to 49 U.S.C.
41102 (formerly sections 401(d)(1),
401(d)(2), 401(d)(b) and 401(d)(8) of the
Federal Aviation Act of 1958), or an ex-
emption from 49 U.S.C. 41101 (formerly
section 401(a) of the Act), authorizing
the transportation of persons, or

(2) A foreign route air carrier holding
a permit issued by the Department pur-
suant to 49 U.S.C. 41301 through 41306
(formerly section 402 of the Act), or an
exemption from the appropriate provi-
sion of 49 U.S.C. 41301 through 41306,
authorizing the scheduled foreign air
transportation of persons.

Comparable air transportation means
transportation provided to passengers
at no extra cost by a carrier as defined
above.

Confirmed reserved space, means space
on a specific date and on a specific
flight and class of service of a carrier
which has been requested by a pas-
senger and which the carrier or its
agent has verified, by appropriate nota-
tion on the ticket or in any other man-
ner provided therefor by the carrier, as
being reserved for the accommodation
of the passenger.

Large aircraft means any aircraft that
has a passenger capacity of more than
60 seats.

Stopover means a deliberate interrup-
tion of a journey by the passenger,
scheduled to exceed 4 hours, at a point

between the place of departure and the
final destination.

Sum of the values of the remaining
flight coupons means the sum of the ap-
plicable one-way fares, including any
surcharges and air transportation
taxes, less any applicable discounts.

§250.2 Applicability.

(a) In the event of an oversold flight,
every carrier shall request volunteers
for denied boarding before using any
other boarding priority. A ‘‘volunteer”
is a person who responds to the car-
rier’s request for volunteers and who
willingly accepts the carriers’ offer of
compensation, in any amount, in ex-
change for relinquishing the confirmed
reserved space. Any other passenger de-
nied boarding is considered for pur-
poses of this part to have been denied
boarding involuntarily, even if that
passenger accepts the denied boarding
compensation.

(b) If an insufficient number of volun-
teers come forward, the carrier may
deny boarding to other passengers in
accordance with its boarding priority
rules. However, the carrier may not
deny boarding to any passenger invol-
untarily who was earlier asked to vol-
unteer without having been informed

§250.3 Boarding priority rules.

(a) Every carrier shall establish pri-
ority rules and criteria for determining
which passengers holding confirmed re-
served space shall be denied boarding
on an oversold flight in the event that
an insufficient number of volunteers
come forward. Such rules and criteria
shall reflect the obligations of the car-
rier set forth in §§250.2a and 250.2b to
minimize involuntary denied boarding
and to request volunteers, and shall be
written in such manner as to be under-
standable and meaningful to the aver-
age passenger. Such rules and criteria
shall not make, give, or cause any
undue or unreasonable preference or
advantage to any particular person or
subject any particular person to any
unjust or unreasonable prejudice or
disadvantage in any respect whatso-
ever.

§250.5 Amount of denied boarding
compensation for passengers de-
nied boarding involuntarily.

(a) Subject to the exceptions pro-
vided in §250.6, a carrier as defined in
§250.1, shall pay compensation to pas-
sengers denied boarding involuntarily
from an oversold flight at the rate of
200 percent of the sum of the values of
the passenger’s remaining flight cou-
pons up to the passenger’s next stop-
over, or if none, to the passenger’s final
destination, with a maximum of $400.
However, the compensation shall be
one-half the amount described above,
with a $200 maximum, if the carrier ar-
ranges for comparable air
transporation, or other transportation
used by the passenger that, at the time
either such arrangement is made, is
planned to arrive at the airport of the
passenger’s next stopover or if none, at
the airport of the passenger’s destina-
tion, not later than 2 hours after the
time the direct or connecting flight on
which confirmed space is held is
planned to arrive in the case of inter-
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state air transportation, or 4 hours
after such time in the case of foreign
air transportation.

(b) Carriers may offer free or reduced
rate air transportation in lieu of the
cash due under paragraph (a) of this
section, if (1) the value of the transpor-
tation benefit offered is equal to or
greater than the cash payment other-
wise required, and (2) the carrier in-
forms the passenger of the amount of
cash compensation that would other-
wise be due and that the passenger may
decline the transportation benefit and
receive the cash payment.

§250.6 Exceptions to eligibility for de-
nied boarding compensation.

A passenger denied boarding involun-
tarily from an oversold flight shall not
be eligible for denied boarding com-
pensation if:

(a) The passenger does not comply
fully with the carrier’s contract of car-
riage or tariff provisions regarding
ticketing, reconfirmation, check-in,
and acceptability for transportation;

(b) The flight for which the passenger
holds confirmed reserved space is un-
able to accommodate that passenger
because of substitution of equipment of
lesser capacity when required by oper-
ational or safety reasons;

(c) The passenger is offered accom-
modations or is seated in a section of
the aircraft other than that specified
on the ticket at no extra charge, ex-

(d) The carrier arranges comparable
air transportation, or other transpor-
tation used by the passenger at no
extra cost to the passenger, that at the
time such arrangements are made is
planned to arrive at the airport of the
passenger’s next stopover or, if none,
at the airport of the final destination
not later than 1 hour after the planned
arrival time of the passenger’s original
flight or flights.

§250.8 Denied boarding compensation.

(a) Every carrier shall tender to a
passenger eligible for denied boarding
compensation, on the day and place the
denied boarding occurs, except as pro-
vided in paragraph (b), cash or an im-
mediately negotiable check for the ap-
propriate amount of compensation pro-
vided in §250.5.

(b) Where a carrier arranges, for the
passenger’s convenience, alternate
means of transportation that departs
before the payment can be prepared
and given to the passenger, tender
shall be made by mail or other means
within 24 hours after the time the de-
nied boarding occurs.

§250.9 Written explanation of denied
boarding compensation and board-
ing priorities.

(a) Every carrier shall furnish pas-
sengers who are denied boarding invol-
untarily from flights on which they
hold confirmed reserved space imme-
diately after the denied boarding oc-
curs, a written statement explaining
the terms, conditions, and limitations
of denied boarding compensation, and
describing the carriers’ boarding pri-
ority rules and criteria. The carrier
shall also furnish the statement to any
person upon request at all airport tick-
et selling positions which are in the
charge of a person employed exclu-
sively by the carrier, or by it jointly
with another person or persons, and at
all boarding locations being used by
the carrier.

(b) The statement shall read as fol-
lows:

COMPENSATION FOR DENIED BOARDING

If you have been denied a reserved seat on
(name of air carrier), you are probably enti-
tled to monetary compensation. This notice
explains the airline’s obligation and the pas-
senger’s rights in the case of an oversold
flight, in accordance with regulations of the
U.S. Department of Transportation.

VOLUNTEERS AND BOARDING PRIORITIES

If a flight is oversold (more passengers
hold confirmed reservations than there are
seats available), no one may be denied board-
ing against his or her will until airline per-
sonnel first ask for volunteers who will give

up their reservation willingly, in exchange
for a payment of the airline’s choosing. If
there are not enough volunteers, other pas-
sengers may be denied boarding involun-
tarily in accordance with the following
boarding priority of (name of air carrier): (In
this space carrier inserts its boarding pri-
ority rules or a summary thereof, in a man-
ner to be understandable to the average pas-
senger.)

COMPENSATION OF INVOLUNTARY DENIED
BOARDING

If you are denied boarding involuntarily,
you are entitled to a payment of ‘‘denied
boarding compensation’ from the airline un-
less:

(1) You have not fully complied with the
airline’s ticketing, check-in, and reconfirma-
tion requirements, or you are not acceptable
for transportation under the airline’s usual
rules and practices, or (2) you are denied
boarding because the flight is canceled; or (3)
you are denied boarding because a smaller
capacity aircraft was substituted for safety
or operational reasons; or (4) you are offered
accommodations in a section of the aircraft
other than specified in your ticket, at no
extra charge, (a passenger seated in a section
for which a lower fare is charged must be
given an appropriate refund); or (5) the air-
line is able to place you on another flight or
flights that are planned to reach your final
destination within one hour of the scheduled
arrival of your original flight.

AMOUNT OF DENIED BOARDING COMPENSATION

Passengers who are eligible for denied
boarding compensation must be offered a
payment equal to the sum of the face values
of their ticket coupons, with a $200 max-
imum. However, if the airline cannot arrange
‘‘alternate transportation’ (see below) for
the passenger, the compensation is doubled
($400 maximum). The ‘value’” of a ticket
coupon is the one-way fare for the flight
shown on the coupon including any sur-
charge and air transportation tax, minus any
applicable discount. All flight coupons, in-
cluding connecting flights, to the passenger’s
final destination or first 4-hour stopover are
used to compute the compensation.

‘‘Alternate transportation’ is air transpor-
tation (by an airline licensed by DOT) or
other transportation used by the passenger
which, at the time the arrangement is made,
is planned to arrive at the passenger’s next
scheduled stopover (of 4 hours or longer) or
final destination no later than 2 hours (for
flights within U.S. points, including terri-
tories and possessions) or 4 hours (for inter-
national flights) after the passenger’s origi-
nally scheduled arrival time.

METHOD OF PAYMENT

The airline must give each passenger who
qualifies for denied boarding compensation a
payment by cash or check for the amount
specified above, on the day and place the in-
voluntary denied boarding occurs. However,
if the airline arranges alternate transpor-
tation for the passenger’s convenience that
departs before the payment can be made, the
payment will be sent to the passenger within
24 hours. The air carrier may offer free tick-
ets in place of the cash payment. The pas-
senger may, however, insist on the cash pay-
ment, or refuse all compensation and bring
private legal action.

PASSENGER’S OPTIONS

Acceptance of the compensation may re-
lieve (name of air carrier) from any further
liability to the passenger caused by its fail-
ure to honor the confirmed reservation. How-
ever, the passenger may decline the payment
and seek to recover damages in a court of
law or in some other manner.

§250.10 Report of passengers denied
confirmed space.

Every carrier shall file, on a quar-
terly basis, the information specified
in BTS Form 251. The reporting basis
shall be flights originating or termi-
nating at, or servicing, a point within
the United States. The reports are to
be submitted within 30 days after the
quarter covered by the report. The cal-
endar quarters end March 31, June 30,
September 30 and December 31. ‘‘“Total
Boardings’ on line 7 of Form 251 shall
include only passengers on flights for
which confirmed reservations are of-
fered. No reports need be filed for in-
bound international flights on which
the protections of this part do not
apply.

§250.11 Public disclosure of deliberate
overbooking and boarding proce-

dures.
(a) Every carrier shall cause to be
displayed continuously in a con-

spicuous public place at each desk, sta-

tion, and position in the United States
which is in the charge of a person em-
ployed exclusively by it, or by it joint-
ly with another person, or by any agent
employed by such air carrier or foreign
air carrier to sell tickets to passengers,
a sign located so as to be clearly visible
and clearly readable to the traveling
public, which shall have printed there-
on the following statement in boldface
type at least one-fourth of an inch
high:

NOTICE—OVERBOOKING OF FLIGHTS

Airline flights may be overbooked, and
there is a slight chance that a seat will not
be available on a flight for which a person
has a confirmed reservation. If the flight is
overbooked, no one will be denied a seat
until airline personnel first ask for volun-
teers willing to give up their reservation in
exchange for a payment of the airline’s
choosing. If there are not enough volunteers
the airline will deny boarding to other per-
sons in accordance with its particular board-
ing priority. With few exceptions persons de-
nied boarding involuntarily are entitled to
compensation. The complete rules for the
payment of compensation and each airline’s
boarding priorities are available at all air-
port ticket counters and boarding locations.
Some airlines do not apply these consumer
protections to travel from some foreign
countries, although other consumer protec-
tions may be available. Check with your air-
line or your travel agent.

(b) Every carrier shall include with
each ticket sold in the United States
the notices set forth in paragraph (a) of
this section, printed in at least 12-point
type. The notice may be printed on a
separate piece of paper, on the ticket
stock, or on the ticket envelope. The
last two sentences of the notice shall
be printed in a type face contrasting
with that of the rest of the notice.

(c) It shall be the responsibility of
each carrier to ensure that travel
agents authorized to sell air transpor-
tation for that carrier comply with the
notice provisions of paragraphs (a) and
(b) of this section.

(e) Any air carrier or foreign air car-
rier engaged in foreign air transpor-
tation that complies fully with this
part for inbound traffic to the United
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States need not use the last two sen-
tences of the notices required by para-
graph (a) of this subsection.

§252.1 Purpose.

This part implements a ban on smok-
ing of tobacco products on air carrier
and foreign air carrier flights in sched-
uled intrastate, interstate and foreign
air transportation, as required by 49
USC 41706. It also addresses smoking on
charter flights. Nothing in this regula-
tion shall be deemed to require air car-
riers or foreign air carriers to permit
the smoking of tobacco products
aboard aircraft.

NOoTE TO §252.1: As defined in 49 U.S.C.
40102, an ‘‘air carrier’” is a citizen of the
United States undertaking to provide air
transportation, and a ‘‘foreign air carrier” is
a person, not a citizen of the United States,
undertaking to provide foreign air transpor-
tation.

§252.2 Applicability.

This part applies to all operations of
air carriers engaged in interstate,
intrastate and foreign air transpor-
tation and to foreign air carriers en-

gaged in foreign air transportation, but
does not apply to the on-demand serv-
ices of air taxi operators.

§252.3 Smoking ban: air carriers.

Air carriers shall prohibit smoking
on all scheduled passenger flights.

§252.5 Smoking ban: foreign air car-
riers.

(a) Foreign air carriers shall prohibit
smoking on all scheduled passenger
flight segments:

(1) Between points
States, and

(2) Between the U.S. and any foreign
point.

(b) A foreign government objecting to
the application of paragraph (a) of this
section on the basis that paragraph (a)
provides for extraterritorial applica-
tion of the laws of the United States
may request and obtain a waiver of
paragraph (a) from the Assistant Sec-
retary of Transportation for Transpor-
tation Policy, provided that an alter-
native smoking prohibition resulting
from bilateral negotiations is in effect.

§252.7 No-smoking sections.

(a) Except as provided in paragraph
(b) of this section, air carriers oper-
ating nonstop flight segments to which
§§252.3 and 252.13 do not apply shall
provide, at a minimum:

(1) A no-smoking section for each
class of service;

(2) A sufficient number of seats in
each no-smoking section to accommo-
date all persons in that class of service
who wish to be seated there;

(3) Expansion of no-smoking sections
to meet passenger demand; and

(4) Special provisions to ensure that
if a no-smoking section is placed be-
tween smoking sections, the non-
smoking passengers are not unreason-
ably burdened.

(b) On flights for which passengers
may make confirmed reservations and
on which seats are assigned before
boarding, an air carrier need not pro-
vide a seat in a no-smoking section to
a passenger who has not met the car-
rier’s requirements as to time and
method of obtaining a seat on the
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
