The Commission staff notes that H.R. 4682 and H.R. 5390 cover the same product.  H.R. 4682 would
temporarily reduce the general rate of duty to 5 percent ad valorem, while H.R. 5390 would temporarily
reduce the general rate of duty to 3.6 percent ad valorem.  Only one bill should be enacted.
