The subject products are composed of a melt-processable fluoropolymer known as perfluoroalkoxy resin
which has outstanding properties of high lubricity and chemical resistance similar to Teflon. Unlike
Teflon, however, the product is more easily processed using conventional injection molding and screw
extrusion techniques. The subject fittings may be used in avariety of products and equipment for
semiconductor manufacturing, including valves and filters. The products are imported from Japan and
Malaysia
