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Background

A primary goal of the U.S. EPA isto address environmental problems using all tools available to
the Agency to bring about compliance with the federal environmental statutes. Compliance assistance
(CA) isone of tools that EPA may use. EPA also supports the efforts of other organizations(e.g., state
assistance programs, programs offered by trade associations) that provide compliance assistance to
business, industry and government. Since Fiscal Year (FY) 2001, EPA has developed an annual Agency-
wide plan and inventory of CA that Headquarters and Regional Officesintend to provide. The FY 2005
Plan, the fifth in this series, contains 292 planned CA activities.

For purposes of this plan and inventory, EPA has defined compliance assistance to include
activities, tools or technical assistance that provides clear and consistent information for: (1) helping the
regulated community understand and meet its obligations under environmental regulations; or (2) helping
compliance assistance providers to aid the regulated community in complying with environmental
regulations. Compliance assistance may also help the regulated community find cost-effective waysto
comply with regulations and/or go “beyond compliance” through the use of pollution prevention,
environmental management practices, and innovative technologies, thus improving their environmental
performance. To be categorized as a compliance assistance project or activity, at least one objective must
be related to achieving or advancing regulatory compliance.

The EPA’s Compliance Assistance Activity Plan and Inventory has several purposes. Interna to
EPA, the plan enables EPA Headquarters and Regional Offices to coordinate and focus compliance
assistance resources on significant environmental problems. External to EPA, the plan may assist other
environmental regulators (e.g., state, local, tribal governments), and other compliance assistance
providers (e.g., Small Business Assistance Programs) in deciding how to use their CA resources, avoid
duplication, and/or complement EPA’s efforts. Regulated entities (e.g., industry, federal facilities) can
aso use project-level information in the plan to learn about and take advantage of upcoming CA
opportunities.

EPA’s Integrated Compliance Information System (ICIS) and FY 2005 CA Data

FY 2005 began on October 1, 2004. As of October 18, 2004, the FY 2005 plan and inventory
includes 292 compliance assistance activities that EPA intends to undertake thisfiscal year. Thistotal
represents a 30% decrease compared to 415 CA activities planned in FY 2004, in part due to the
introduction of anew database including new or revised data fields for capturing CA data. The CA
portion of ICIS replaces an older database that EPA used to create the annual CA Activity Plans from FY
2001 through FY 2004.

The new CA portion of I1CIS database offers many new capabilities compared to older data
systems. It allows EPA offices both to plan and track results from assistance activitiesin an integrated
fashion, and has other important features. 1) easy-to-generate reports about of commitments,
accomplishments, outputs and outcomes for Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA)
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purposes, or for internal program management purposes at the Headquarters and /or Regional levels,  2)
data entered about planned CA activitiesislinked in such away that subsequent data entry about results
is significantly reduced; and 3) consistent data standards offered by ICIS will improve the quality of
measurement data about the outputs and outcomes of assistance programs in future years.

In the short run, however, the newness of the system, i.e., the new authorities and approvals
needed to access the system, the new processes used to enter data, and the new or modified data fields,
appear to have decreased both the number of organizations entering CA planning data and the amount of
dataentered. For example, only two of seven Headquarters Offices entered FY 2005 data. EPA’s Office
of Compliance (OC) recognizes that additional contacts, publicity and training are needed particularly to
encourage Headquarters Offices (e.g., Office of Air and Radiation, Office of Water, Office of
Environmental Information) to enter information on CA activities planned for FY 2006 and thereafter.

Analysis of FY 2005 CA Planning Information

OC has analyzed and summarized key aspects of |CIS datato present a national picture of
compliance assistance planned for FY 2005. Tables 1 through 8 below summarize important aspects of
the plan. Because some data fields and/or the types of responsesin ICIS differ from those used in prior
years, some data elementsin ICIS cannot be compared to previous years CA planning data, or vice versa.
Therefore, OC has adapted the analyses in Appendix A and also in Appendix B, following, to reflect the
new contents of ICIS. Footnotesin several places explain these changes.

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Table 1: Distribution of Planned Compliance Assistance Activities by
EPA Organization for FY 2005

In FY 2005, EPA’s Regional Offices will provide 84% the CA activities planned, while Headquarters
Officeswill provide 16%. Thisrelative proportion is similar to previous years, although only two of
seven Headquarters Offices entered data for FY 2005. Among Regional Offices, Regions 6 and 10
reported 60 and 62 planned activities, respectively, followed by Region 2 with 49.

lEPA offices are encouraged to enter all planned CA activities for each fiscal year. Each office has wide discretion in how the
planned CA activities are grouped and reported in records in the ICIS database. For example, an individual record may describe a specific set of
workshops on a given CA topic, or arecord may describe an entire project consisting of several different types of planned CA activities (e.g.
development of a CA tool, development of training materials and the conduct of workshops related to that new tool). Given the wide discretion in
grouping and reporting activities, care must be taken when comparing the number of “activities’ reported, versus “records’ entered by each
organization, versus the “number of responses’ selected in each record. Within this report, the term “planned CA activities’ usually refers either
to the number of records entered or the number of responses sel ected, depending on the topic being analyzed.

The ICIS database expanded and refined the types of CA activities that EPA Regions and Headquarters
Offices could report in the FY 2005 plan, including, for the first time, “Outreach Distributed” and
“Ongoing Facility Specific Work.” Under this new structure, the most frequent type of CA planned for
FY 2005is“Outreach Distributed” (46%). Thistype of CA includes both outreach targeted to specific
audiences and outreach to the general public about CA opportunities. “Workshops/Trainings’ and
“Presentations/M eetings’ combined account for 38% of planned CA activitiesfor FY 2005. Together
with “Outreach Distributed” these three types of CA account for more than 80% of planned activities.

Thetotal number of CA activities planned has gone up and down FY 2001 to FY 2005. The highest
number (455) was reported in FY 2002; the lowest number (292) was reported in FY 2005. The
decrease in FY 2005 reporting is due, in part, to the newness of the CA portion of the ICIS data system
that EPA introduced in February 2004.

Reporting by Headquarters offices has declined over the five year period. For Fiscal Y ears 2001, 2002 and 2003, all
seven Headquarters Offices with compliance assistance responsibilities reported planned CA activities. This number
dropped to five officesin FY 2004, and dropped to 2 offices (OECA and OSWER) reporting in FY 2005. The
decrease in reporting this year is attributed, in part, to the introduction of the new CA portion of 1CIS data system.
Over the five year period, OECA has been the EPA Headquarters Office consistently reporting the largest
percentage of planned CA activities each year.

The decreaseis due
in part to changes in the way that | CIS captures data on thistopic. Regions responded to these changes
by entering “Yes’ only for those activities for which they had a very high degree of certainty that they
had the resources and could measure the impact of a particular planned CA activity.
