1.1 Introduction

The Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) Activity-Based Costing (ABC) project team recently
completed the implementation of the Cognos report tool suite to support the FWS cost and
performance management initiative. Cognos is a market leader in providing business
intelligence solutions to organizations across a broad range of industries. The FWS project
team believes that the Cognos application suite will help FWS personnel to best access,
organize, analyze, and understand FWS cost and performance data.

The Cognos application suite includes the following tools:
e ReportNet
e QueryStudio
e DPowerPlay
e  Metrics Manager*

This manual provides Cognos ReportNet, Query Studio, and PowerPlay end-users instruction
on how to access and use the Cognos tools in order to view and build FWS ABC reports.
*Note: Training and instruction on Metrics Manager is not included in this document. Metrics Manager

will be deployed toward the latter part of the summer and appropriate training will be provided.
This document provides step-by-step instruction on how to:

e Log into and access the Cognos application suite

e Use Report Viewer to view and export standard quarterly reports

e Use Query Studio to create ad-hoc queries

e Use PowerPlay to build reports based off of On-line Analytical Processing (OLAP)
multi-dimensional data cubes

Section 2:  Access Cognos

2.1 Connect to Cognos
One major benefit to the Cognos application suite is that it is “zero-client’. In other words, the
end-user does not have to download or install any softwate onto his/her personal computer,

but rather, accesses the application through the internet browser.
To access Cognos:
1. Open your browser (Internet Explorer).

2. Type the following URL into the browser: http://ifw9wo-bas-sas/crn
3. Click ‘Enter’

1. Navigate back to the main ‘Public Folders’ tab by clicking on the Public Folders
hyperlink
2. Click on the folder labeled ‘FWS ABM Analytics (Preproduction)’.
As shown in Figure 5 above, the ‘TTWS ABM Analytics (Preproduction)’ folder contains pointers
to the three PowerPlay OLAP cube files; one for each of the three FWS ABC models (see the
FY05 Methodology for an explanation of the three ABC models).

To create OLAP views based upon the data in the cube, simply click on the name of cube file.
A basic overview of PowerPlay and its functionality is provided in Section XX.

Each FWS end-user has a tab labeled ‘My Folders’. You may publish only those standard
reports in which you are interested to your own personal folder section. You may also publish
your own ad-hoc reports to this section. ‘My Folders’ is separate and distinct from the public
folder domain and it is not accessible to other end-users. You may create new folders and
organize reports as needed.

Figure 6 above shows a list of folders, created by the Administrator, in the ‘My Folders’ tab.

When you click on the ‘My Folders’ tab, you will not see the Administrator’s folders. It will be
empty and ready to use.

6. Next, from the drop-down list box, select the quarter in which data will be used to populate
the report, as shown in Figure 8.

The Report Viewer will ask you to specify a name and location for the saved report.

1. Click the circle next to ‘My Folders’
2. Click OK

If Report Viewer does not send you directly back to ‘My Folders,” the next time you navigate to

‘My Folders’ you will see the saved report listed.

As seen in Figure 11 above, you also have the option of canceling the operation. If you click
the ‘Cancel’ button, the Report Viewer will bring you back to the original report.

4.2.2 Send the Report by Email

To send the report by email, click the toolbar icon displayed as an ‘envelope,” as shown in
Figure 12 above.

To add recipients, click ‘Add’ to
select from existing users, roles, groups, contact and distribution lists or type the email
addresses.

1. To include the report in the email, check the box next to ‘Include the report’ and/or if
you would like to include a link to the report in the email, check the appropriate box as
shown in Figure 13 above.

2. Type your message into the ‘Body’ of the email.

3. Click ‘Add’

4. In this example, click ‘SunONE — FWS’ to locate the recipient of the email. *The

SunONE java directory server provides the Cognos application with user security.

For this example, do not click OK! Otherwise, Mr. Al Zara would receive several unwanted

emails. In a non-training environment, when want to send this email to the recipient(s), you
would click OK.

10. During this training sesson, click ‘Cancel’.

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4.2.3 Run the Report

2. Click OK. The screen will display an animated cube and a brief message indicating that
it is processing the request.

The resulting report will display in the Report Viewer.
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4.2.4 View the Report in PDF Format
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Figure 21 — The Report Viewer allows the end-user to view the report in a PDF format.

To view the report in a PDF format, click on the middle toolbar icon as shown in Figure 21

above.

The Report Viewer will initiate the Adobe Acrobat Reader application. The report will display
in PDF format within the framework of Report Viewer. It will not open a separate window.
You may then use the functionality of Adobe Acrobat to scroll through the report.
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4.2.5 View the Report in Excel 2000 or 2002 format

To view the report in Excel 2000 or 2002, click on either of the toolbar icons, respectively, at
the top of the screen as shown in Figure 23 above.

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4.2.6 View the Reportin CSV or XML Format

Error Message — CSV or XML Format
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Figure 26 — When attempting to view the report in either CSV or XML format, the Report
Viewer will display an error message.

If you click on either one of the last two icons in the Report Viewer toolbar (refer to Figure 23)
in an attempt to view the report in either CSV or XML formats, the error message shown in
Figure 26 above will display. The standard reports located in ‘Public Folders’ are ‘cross-tab’
reports. As described in the error message, Crosstab/Chart queries are not supported when
rendering CSV or XML.

For your purposes, there’s no need to view the available standard reports in CSV or XML
format. The Excel and PDF formats will suffice for further reporting and data analysis.
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Section 5:  Query Studio

5.1 Introduction

As part of the Cognos application suite, Query Studio enables the end-user to create simple
customized queries. As an end-user, you may want to view information that does not already
exist as a standard report previously created by the FWS ABC project team. Use Query Studio
to create, publish, and organize personal queries within ‘My Folders’.

In order to use Query Studio, you must first understand the database table structure in order to
select the appropriate information into the query. The FWS ABC project team developed a
‘business view’ of the database to help you better recognize the available data and make it easier
overall to create queries.

This section explains the ‘FWS Business View’ of model data and, like previous sections,

provides screen shots and step-by-step instruction on how to create a query and use basic Query
Studio functionality.
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5.2 The FWS Business View

The tables maintained in the FWS Business View are visible once Query Studio is accessed. The
following is a description of the tables and fields included in the business view. Immediately
following this section is an overview of how to open Query Studio and access the business view
as well as step-by-step instruction on how to create a query.

5.2.1 Fiscal Quarter
Description: The table labeled ‘Fiscal Quarter’ represents the fiscal quarter of FWS ABC data.
For example: ‘2005 Q1’ means October 15t thru December 315t of 2005.

5.2.2 Region
Description: The table labeled ‘Region’ includes all regions in FWS. The following fields are
available to select from the table:

e Region — The number associated with the region

e Region Name — The name of the region

5.2.3 Program
Description: The table labeled ‘Program’ includes all programs designated by FWS
Headquarters. The following fields are available to select from the table:

e Program Name — The full name of the program

e Short Program Name — The short (abbreviated) name of the program

e Program Type — Indicates whether the program is of type ‘Mission’ or ‘Support’

5.2.4 Organization
Description: The table labeled ‘Organization’ incorporates all 5-digit organization codes and
organization names present in FES, except for those organization codes like “XXEFXX”. *Codes
of this type are accounts for regional FES and FLT coordinators, costs that FWS does not wish
to include in the model. This table allows for analysis based upon specific organizations. The
following fields are available to select from the table:

e Organization Code — The 5-digit organization code

e  Organization Name — The full name of the organization code

e  Organization (Code and Name) — The Org Code and Org Name concatenated together

e Organization Office — The office to which the organization belongs

e  Organization Office (abbreviation) — The abbreviation of the Organization Office

e Office Type — The office type, ‘Field Office’ or ‘Regional Office’

e Organization Type — Indicates whether the org is of type ‘Mission’ or ‘Support’

5.2.5 Cost Category
Description: The table labeled ‘Cost Category’ specifies if the cost is labor or non-labor related.
The following field is available to select from the table:
e Resource Type — Specifies whether or not the cost is related to labor or non-labor
resources, or if the type is ‘Unknown’
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5.2.6 Employee
Description: The table labeled ‘Employee’ maintains information related to each employee
listed in FPPS for that fiscal quarter. The following fields are available to select from the table:
e Full Name — The full name of the employee
e  First Name — The first name of the employee
e Last Name — The last name of the employee
e DPay Grade — The employee’s pay grade
e  Job Series — The employee’s job seties
e Employee Status — The employee’s status, ie: ‘Active,” ‘Inactive,” ‘TWOP?

5.2.7 Budget Object Class (BOC)
Description: The table labeled ‘Budget Object Class (BOC)” maintains BOC related
information. The following fields are available to select from the table:

e BOC Code — The 4-digit code tied to each transaction in the GL

e  BOC Name — The full name of the BOC

e BOC Series — The 4-digit ‘rollup’ code to the BOC code

5.2.8 Subactivity
Description: The table labeled ‘Subactivity’ maintains subactivity related information. The
following fields are available to select from the table:

e Subactivity Code — The 4-digit subactivity code

e Subactivity Name — The full name of the subactivity

e Subactivity ‘Rollup’ Code — The 4-digit ‘rollup’ code for the subactivity

e Subactivity ‘Rollup’ Name — The full name of the subactivity rollup

e Subactivity Program Type — The subactivity type, ‘Mission’ or ‘Support’

5.2.9 Activity
Description: The table labeled ‘Activity’ includes the 186 standard work activities identified by
FWS personnel as well as the entire hierarchy as it is structured in SAS ABM for FY2005 Q1
and Q2 model data. The following fields are available to select from the table:
e Core Process — The core process is the top-most level of the activity hierarchy
e SubProcess One — The child process of the core process
e SubProcess Two — The child process of subprocess one
SubProcess Three — The child process of subprocess two
Work Activity — The FWS standard work activity
Activity-Program Name (Account Level) — The account level maintained in the

hierarchy. It is the 2-digit activity code concatenated to the specific subactivity program
area name. This allows you to view activity related costs by program.
e Activity Code — The 2-digit activity code corresponding to the work activity
e Activity Type — The activity type, ‘Mission’ or ‘Support’

5.2.10 Cost Object
Description: The table labeled ‘Cost Object’ includes the entire hierarchy of Cost Object goals
from the FWS critical success factors mapped up to the DOI mission components. The
following fields are available to select from the table:

e DOI Mission Component — The DOI mission component
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e DOI Strategic Goal — The DOI strategic goal

e DOI End-Outcome Measure — The DOI end-outcome measure

e FWS Operational Goal — The FWS operational goal

e Critical Success Factor (CSF) — Formerly, the Annual Program Goal (APG). The
mission related work activities are performed in support of CSFs

5.2.11 Program Name (Activity Module)
Description: The table labeled ‘Program Name (Activity Module)” maintains separately from
the work activity code, the subactivity program name as it is viewed at the account level in SAS
ABM FY2005 Q1 and Q2 models. The following fields are available to select from the table:
e Program Name — The program name understood to be associated with each subactivity
e Program Rollup Name — The parent program name. For example, ‘Hatcheries — I’ and
‘Management Assistance — I’ program names roll up to the ‘Fisheries’ program name.
e Program Type — The program type, ‘Mission’ or ‘Support’

5.2.12 State
Description: The table labeled ‘State’” includes state and congressional district attribute
information. The following fields are available to select from the table:

e State Code — The 2-digit state code associated with the State Name

o State Name — The state name

e Congressional District — A numeric code representing a congressional district

5.2.13 ABM Loaded Full
Description: The table labeled ‘“ABM Loaded Full’ maintains the cost measure for the FWS
Fully Loaded Activities model. The mission related work activities are ‘fully loaded” with
support related work activity costs. All organizational support/sustaining activity costs are “fully
loaded’ into mission delivery activities, rather than showing them in the two support categories
as in the Unloaded Activities model.

e Loaded Cost

5.2.14 ABM Loaded Partial
Description: The table labeled ‘“ABM Loaded Partial’ maintains the cost measure for the FWS
Partially Loaded Activities model. This model represents the first stage of a two stage activity
allocation and full activity costs at the budget subactivity level (e.g., costs are shown for
“Hatcheries” and “Management Assistance” vs. for “Fisheries”). Costs from “mission
subactivities charging to organizational support/sustaining activities” have been allocated or
loaded to “mission subactivities charging to mission delivery activities”.

e Loaded Partial Cost

5.2.15 ABM Unloaded
Description: The table labeled ‘“ABM Unloaded’” maintains the cost measure for the FWS
Unloaded Activities model. This model represents activity costs directly from FFS and prior to
any activity cost allocations or loading. All organizational support/sustaining activity costs are
shown independent of mission delivery activities in two categories: Support Orgs Charging
Support Activities and Support Orgs Charging Mission Activities.

e  Unloaded Cost
