planting a new tree for each deceased employee, a
plaque would be mounted that listed the names of
all who had died within the previous year. That has
since been changed to the current tradition where,
in addition to the plaque, a single tree is planted

in memory of all employees who died during the

The Memorial Grove, located adjacent to the
Monument Fire Center on the Pike and San Isabel
National Forests, was established in 1920 to honor
Region 2 employees who were killed during World
War I. Under the original charter, a tree was planted
in memory of each deceased soldier.

Grove or its history. Since 1995 there has been a
concerted effort to improve the grove and facilities
and to spread the word of its existence and purpose.
Substantial work has been done at the site, and
annual maintenance is still needed. The Regional
Office Employees Association and Region 2 Retirees
maintain a small memorial fund account to purchase
previous year. plaques and limited improvements to the site.
