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Require agencies to report all information not just negative as credit companies will only use the
most negative report to charge higher interest rates. Also make allowances or notes regarding
custodial parents who are owed large amounts of child support that impact credit. This will allow us
to get better jobs when companies are using credit as a hiring criteria and this essentially keeps poor
working mothers owed child support from getting jobs that could raise us above the poverty level.
