Mandatory Reporting Requirements

The effective date of the electronic filing of
items on the Commerce Control List and the
U. S. Munitions List has changed to January,
2003.

AES participants must modify their software
prior to January 2003 to comply with the new
reporting requirements. The Automated Export
System Trade Interface Requirements (AESTIR)
October 2000 document has been updated
(March 2002) to reflect the new requirements.
Included are changes to the CL2 record, a NEW
ODTC License Information record (ODT record),
3 new appendices (O-ODTC ITAR Exemption
Codes; L-ODTC USML Category Codes and W-
ODTC Unit of Measure Codes). New error
messages were also added to Appendix A, AES
Common Error Messages. The X.12 601 U.S.
Customs Export Shipment Information Set,
Segment X1, has been updated to reflect the
new data requirements.

The copy of the SED printed from AESDirect
or AESPcLink must conform strictly to the
respective official form in size (8 ¥z by 11),
color (buff or golden rod), quality (weight of
paper stock not less than 16 nor more than
20 pounds commercial substance), as stated
in 15CFR30.3(b). All paper SEDs not
conforming to 15CFR30.3(b) will be
rejected and cargo detained for
appropriate documentation.”

AES Exemption Statement “Cheat Sheet”

The examples below are based on Foreign Trade Statistics Regulations (FTSR) Letter No.
168 Amendment 1. Incorrectly formatted AES exemption statements on export documents
are a violation of Title 15 Code of Federal Regulations 30.65, and may subject an export
shipment to verification, detention, and in some cases, seizure by U.S. Customs. Please
refer to FTSR No0.168 Amendment 1, 15CFR30, and the Bureau of Census website
www.census.gov/foreign-trade/requlations/index.html for additional information.

Internal Transaction Number (ITN) — AES returns a confirmation number when data
sent by the filer is accepted by AES. The ITN has a fixed 15 position alpha-numeric
format. The ITN always begins with an “X,” followed by an 8-position date (century,
year, month, day) and a 6-position sequential number assigned by AES. Exemption
Statement example using ITN:

NDR AES X20020612000001

External Transaction Number (XTN) for Options 2 and 3 — XTN's for these two
Options will have 9 digits on the left side of the dash, corresponding to the filer ID. The
9 digits will NOT include any letters or symbols. The right side may include up to 17
numbers, letters, and symbols (please limit the use of symbols). Exemption Statement
example using the XTN:

NDR AES 123456789 - AB123145226

XTN'’s for Option 4 Shipments — Option 4 exemption statements differ in that they must use
an 11-position exporter ID. There are two basic formats.

AES 4 (Exporter ID) USPPI files AES directly
AES 4 (Exporter ID) — (Filer ID) Authorized agent files for the USPPI

The 11-position USPPI ID will consist of 9 digits followed by a 2-position alpha-
numeric suffix. This suffix is underlined in the examples below. Option 4 Exemption
Statement Examples:

NDR AES4 123456789AB
NDR AES4 1234567891B —123456789
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" Use of Option 4 must be noted specifically on the cargo documents. (See FTSR Letter No.
168 Amendment 1 for accepted text.).

The USPPI ID number provided must exactly match the EIN number of the USPPI approved
. for Option 4, even down to divisions within the same company.

Absolutely no spaces are accepted as part of the Shipment Reference Number.”

AES Exemption Statement Enforcement Findings

Effective May 1, 2002, the U. S. Customs Service initiated an AES Exemption Statement
enforcement operation aimed at determining the validity of the XTN or ITN with export
shipments. This operation is nationwide and for all modes of transportation.

Findings identified in this operation can be categorized in three main areas of concern;
general, USML, and Option 4 issues and are described in greater detail below. Currently,
Customs is detaining shipments awaiting correct information, providing outreach and
penalizing as appropriate.

General Issues:
Bad XTN'’s representing formatting problems; missing Shipment Reference Numbers
were found.
Good XTN'’s but shipment was not transmitted to AES at the time of export; shipment
was filed late.
XTN's for which shipments do not correspond to the commodity being exported.
Duplicate XTN’s; XTN’s must be unique for 5 years.
AESPcLink problems with users not transmitting files to AESDirect;
See page 7 for proper AESPcLink sending procedure.

USML Issues:

Failure to provide the proper exemption statement/failure to present an SED for the
State Department.

Numerous shipments where the filer used an incorrect USML license number and
decrementation could not be made.

REGULATORY NOTES

Attention! Members of the exporting community —

. Do you need special help in affecting your export shipments?

. Specifically, do you sometimes need help to determine when federal
regulations governing the reporting of export data apply to your export
operations?

. Are you concerned that more than one interpretation of a specific

regulation could result in the detention by the U.S. Customs Service of
your export shipment(s)?

The Foreign Trade Division (FTD), U.S. Census Bureau is responsible for
developing and interpreting the Foreign Trade Statistics Regulations (FTSR) that
govern the reporting of statistical data for goods exported from the United States.
Historically and presently, the FTD serves as an ombudsman on behalf of members of

the exporting community in matters involving the detention of shipments by Customs
and other matters when an interpretation or application of the FTSR is in question.

The Regulations, Outreach, and Education Branch (ROEB) of the FTD is
specifically charged with developing and maintaining the FTSR. A major function of
members of the ROEB is to help you resolve exporting issues involving the regulations.
You may contact any of the following branch members concerning regulatory issues by

calling 301-457-2238. You may also contact branch members by e-mail.

Contact any member of the ROEB if you think an incorrect interpretation or
application of the export regulations has been made for your shipments. This
especially includes instances when Customs has detained your shipment due to
noncompliance with the FTSR and you suspect that the Customs official may have
interpreted a regulation contrary to its original intent. When contacting us, it is
important that you provide us with all information about the shipment(s) and the
violation(s) including what happened, when it happened, where it happened, why it
happened, who is involved (provide names and telephone/pager numbers). The more
information you provide, the faster we will be able to respond to your request. Please
note: Do not contact the ROEB about situations where you are obviously in violation of
the FTSR. We are unable to intercede on your behalf if you are truly in violation of the
regulations.
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COMMON REPORTING PROBLEM

Reporting Exports to Foreign Countries Moving In-transit through Canada
Some of these shipments are not reported while others are reported with incorrect
I method of transportation, port of export and exporting carrier. Only shipments ultimately
destined for Canada are exempt from export filing requirements (unless an export
I license is required). The correct carrier to be reported in AES is the carrier that enters
Canada from the United States and the method of transportation is that of the carrier
entering Canada. The port of export for surface carriers is the U.S. Customs port where
or nearest where the carrier or person crosses the border.”

All shipments completed for export using AESPcLink MUST be submitted to
AESDirect for transmission to AES.

To submit to AESDirect from AESPcLink:

. Complete shipment and click “Save Shipment” (at bottom of screen).

. Under "AESDirect Functions” Click “Send to AESDirect” (upper left, white
panel).

. Click “Send Selected SEDs” or “Send all SEDs” (bottom of screen).

. Receive message “Sending Shipments to AESDirect” which will display the
number of shipments sent.

. Receive email confirmation displaying XTN and ITN for each shipment.
