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EXECUTI VE SUMVARY

Backgr ound

The follow ng summarizes the January 2000 revision of the

Wl dland and Prescribed Fire Qualification System Guide PNS
310-1, and identifies nmjor changes between the 1993 and Janu-
ary 2000 gui des. The process for this version began in 1997
This revision involved field review, solicitation of coments
from state and federal agencies under the NWG unbrella; the
conbined efforts of the Training Wrking Team the Fire Use
Wor ki ng Team and the Incident Operations Standards Working
Team

Obj ecti ves

. Establish mnimum interagency training and qualification
standards for wldland and prescribed fire assignnents.

. Retain the foundation of the perfornmance based
qualification system established and inplenented in the
1993 version of this guide.

. Strengthen the training and qualification standards of
those positions identified in: agency reviews; as a
result of nati onal studies; issues related to fireline
safety; and as a result of Subject Mitter Expert (SNVE)
input during curricula developnent and this revision
process.

. Hold to a mininmum of required training and allow for the
devel opnment of skills and know edge outside of the formal
cl assroom environnent.

. Address the confusion associated with the term " Suggested
Training.”
. El i m nate redundancy, unnecessary positions and

requi renents.

. Sinplify and conbine nultiple qualification docunments to
provi de ease of use for field users.

Al t hough not an objective of the PM5S 310-1 revision, the
Wldland Fire Qualification System National Training
Curriculum has been developed to further aid users with the
application and adm nistration of the system



Maj or Changes

. PM5S 310-1, parts 1 and 2, have been conbined. This has
resulted in prescribed fire positions being placed in the
appropriate functional area.

. PMs 330-1, the Task Book Adm nistrator’s Q@uide, has been
di sconti nued and the text added to PM5 310-1 as an
appendi Xx. This puts all of the information pertaining to

the Qualification System under one cover.

. Sone course requirenents, particularly those essential to
provi ding safe incident operations, have been added. This
is in response to: agency and state comments;
recommendations from ad hoc commttees forned as a result
of issues raised in the Federal Fire Policy Review the
findings of the TriData Corporation’s study of
firefighter safety; and interagency SME review and input.

. In sonme instances requirenents have actually been
|owered, if in doing so, the standard for safe and
ef ficient operations could be naintained. The focus of
all efforts has been to keep required courses to a
m ni mum

. The category previously known as “Suggested Training” has
been deleted and identified as the “Additional Training
Wi ch Supports Devel opnment of Know edge and Skills.”
This provides clarification that users can obtain the
necessary know edge and skills for a position through
identified curricula and/or a variety of other foruns.
Additionally, clarification text has been added to the
PMS 310-1.

Gui dance

Wth the publication of this edition of PM5 310-1 the
standards established in this guide are to be net by all
partici pating agencies. I ndi vi dual s who have begun the
process of qualifying for a position under the 1993 or the
March 1999 editions can continue to use those standards as
long as they conplete the process prior to Decenber 31, 2002.
Addi tionally, any individual who has begun the eval uation
process need not take any newy required course(s) for that
position.

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W LDLAND AND PRESCRI BED FI RE QUALI FI CATI ON SYSTEM
| NTRODUCT! ON

The WIldland and Prescribed Fire Qualification System
Guide (PVMs 310-1), devel oped under the sponsorship of the
National WIldfire Coordinating Goup (NWG, provides

gui dance to participating agencies and organizations.
This guidance is given for the establishnment of m ni num
standards for wldland firefighting and prescribed fire
per sonnel . Those personnel neeting the established
standards are qualified for nobilization beyond their
geogr aphi c area.

Personnel who are certified in a position prior to the

i npl enentation of this revision, may retain certification
at the discretion of their agency. To qualify in any
other position, the individual nust neet the standards
identified herein.

This system is designed to:

1. Establish mninmm interagency training, skills,
know edge, experience and physical fitness standards
for wildland and prescribed fire positions which all
participating agencies have agreed to neet for
national nobilization purposes. St andards nay be
augnented to neet specific needs within an agency,
but the augnmentation cannot be inposed by an agency
on its cooperators neeting the mninuns outlined in
this guide.

2. For wildland fire: Allow cooperating agencies to
jointly agree upon training, know edge and skills,
experience and physical fitness standards required
to neet fire managenent needs.

3. For prescribed fire: Establish m ninum
qualifications for personnel involved in burns which
are of noderate conplexity or higher (see section G
“Fitness Standards”) and on which resources of nore
than one agency are utilized. For burns of | ow
conplexity agency and |ocal cooperators determ ne
qualifications.

Personnel nobilized beyond their geographic area nust

nmeet the established qualification standards in this

gui de. Any organi zati on or agency providing resources to
fill national interagency requests for incidents or



mul ti-agency prescribed fires of noderate or higher
conplexity will be expected to neet the mninum national
requi renents described in this guide.

PM5S 310-1 recognizes the ability of cooperating agencies
at the local level to jointly define certification and
qual i fication standards. Agencies dealing with other
than wldland and prescribed fire incidents my want to
consider using PM5 310-1 guidelines as the framework for
establishing certification and qualifications.

B. DESCRI PTI ON OF THE SYSTEM

The WIldland and Prescribed Fire Qualification System is
a “performance based” qualification system In this
system the primary criterion for qualification is

i ndi vi dual performance as: observed by an eval uator
certified in that position; using approved standards
outlined in Appendix A, Position Task Book

Adm ni stration, of this guide; and docunented in an
approved position task book.

In a performance based system

Qualification is based upon denonstrated performance
as neasured on wldland fires, prescribed fires,
other incidents, normal job activities, in sinulated
exercises or classroom activities.

Personnel who have |earned skills from sources other
t han actual performance on wldland and prescribed
fires or NWCG curricula, such as agency specific
training programs (structural fire, |aw enforcenent,
search and rescue, etc.), nmay not be required to
conpl ete specific courses in order to qualify in an
NWCG posi tion.

1. The conponents of the wldland and prescribed fire
qualification system are as foll ows:

a. Positi on Task Books (PTB) contain all critical

tasks which are required to perform the job.
The tasks in each PTB have been established by
experts from all NWG agencies and geographi cal
areas of the United States, tested and approved
by NWCG PTBs are in a format which allows
docunentation of a trainee’s ability to perform
each task. Tasks pertaining to tactical

deci sion making and safety are flagged and




require position performance on a wldl and and/
or prescribed fire. Remai ni ng tasks nmay be

eval uated through other nmeans such as

simulation, or other energency and non-energency

wor K. Successful conpletion of all required
tasks of the position, as determ ned by an
evaluator(s), wll be the basis for recomendi ng

certification.

The following positions utilize the same PTB for
the Type 1 and Type 2 levels (I1CT1/2, PSCl/2,
0osC1/2, LSC1/2, FSCl/2, SOF1/2, 10F1/2, HEB1/2,
RXML/ 2, RXB1/2). For those positions having the
sanme PTB, the trainee will be required to obtain
and conplete an initiated PTB for each
conplexity |evel.

Exanple: A trainee conpletes a PTB for 1CT2
receives certification from the hone unit and
beconmes qualified in that position. When the
home unit makes a determination that the

i ndi vidual, wth adequate experience and
required training, isready for advancenent to
the I1CTl position, the hone unit initiates a
new | CT1/2 PTB. Crossing out I1CT2 on the PTB
cover identifies that the trainee is now
working to conplete the ICT1l position task
book.

| MPORTANT NOTE: Trainee requirenents include
conpletion of all required training courses and
prerequi site experience prior to obtaining an
initiated PTB. The only exceptions are those
Command and General Staff positions that include
S-420, S-520, and S-620 as required training.
PTBs and the qualification process can be
initiated for those positions prior to
attendance and conpletion of these three

cour ses. This will allow trainees to gain
experience that will prepare them for passing

t hese advanced courses.

Training courses or job aids identified as

Addi tional Training Wich Supports Devel opnent
of Know edge and Skills (see Section F,

“Addi tional Training Wich Supports Devel opnent
of Know edge and Skills”) contain the know edge
and skills required of a position. An individua
should not be given a position performnce




assignment if additional know edge and skills
required to perform the tasks of a position are
not first obtained, either through fornal
training or other nethods.

Training courses provide the specific know edge
and skills required to perform tasks identified
in the PTB. This provides a direct |ink between
training and job performance. Required training
has been held to the mninum required to provide
for safe operations on wldland and prescribed
fires. Al t hough nost training courses are not
“required”, all courses are avail able and
considered to be a primary neans by which
personnel can prepare for position perfornance
eval uati on.

Job Aids exist to facilitate devel opnent where
there is no developed training course and to
provide a ready reference for performance on the
j ob. I ndi vi dual s nmust possess the know edge and
skills to perform job aid tasks.

Agency Certification and docunentation is the
responsibility of the enploying agency
certifying that the individual is qualified to

performin a specific position. I ndi vidual s are
responsi ble for providing proof of qualification
on an incident. Proof of qualification is not

required for the follow ng positions: Advanced
Firefighter/Squad Boss (FFT1l), Firefighter
(FFT2), Helicopter Crewnrenber (HECM, D splay
Processor (DPRO), Status/Check-1n Recorder
(SCKN), Personnel Time Recorder (PTRO),

Equi prent Tinme Recorder (EQTR) and Radio

Qper ator (RADO). It is the responsibility of
each agency to docunent those qualified in these
positions.

Responsi bilities

Each agency is responsible for selecting trainees,
ensuring proper use of position task books (see
Appendi x A), and certification of trainees.

individual is responsible for conpleting

training courses, conpleting the appropriate PTB,
and show ng proof of qualifications on an incident.



The incident training and qualification process on
wi |l dland or prescribed fire incidents is the
responsibility of the |ocal hosting agency. Docunen-
tation of training and experience for contractors is
the responsibility of the contractor (see below in
Section C, “Certification and Re-certification”).

The Certification Flow Chart on the follow ng page
provi des an overview of the qualification and
certification process. For nore specific infor-
mation concerning roles and responsibilities, task
book adm nistration, and application of the qual-
ification and certification process, see Appendix A
of this guide.
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CERTI FI CATI ON AND RE- CERTI FI CATI ON

Each agency is responsible for annually certifying
qualifications of its personnel based upon the

requi renents of this guide and agency specific

requi renents supplenmenting this guide. This

responsi bility includes evaluation of personnel for re-
certification in cases where position qualifications have
been lost as a result of a lack of current experience.

A key conponent in the certification or re-certification
process is the subjective evaluation by the appropriate
agency official of an individual’s capability to perform
in a position. Compl etion of required training and
experience requirenments alone does not guarantee that an
individual is qualified to performin a position.

The quality of experiences gained in a given position
should be closely evaluated when naking a determ nation
for advancenent to the next higher position, to a
different position, or for re-certification. The quality
of experience may relate to the nunber of fuel types in
whi ch an individual has perfornmed, size of the incident
in ternms of personnel and equi pnent, the nunber of
assignments, or conplexity of operations to include the
different types of resources mnanaged.

This guide recommends that nore than one trainee

assi gnment be experienced before certification; and that
nore than one assignnment be experienced after conpleting
the PTB and receiving certification before an individua
begi ns novenent to the next higher |evel. When re-
certification is necessary due to a lack of currency, it
is recommended that the individual experience a m ninmm
of three operational periods, under the supervision of an
eval uator, before re-certification is granted.

However, certification and re-certification is a

determ nation that each individual agency nust nake based
on task evaluations, position performance eval uations and
their own judgenent of the quality of an individual’s
experience.

Agencies shall not certify private contractors except
where formal agreenents are in place. Clauses in
contracts are to include stipulations that specify the
service provider must neet the standards found in this
gui de.



CURRENCY REQUI REMENTS

For the positions identified in this guide, the nmaxinmum
time allowed for maintaining currency is three (3) years
for air operations and expanded dispatch positions and
five (5) years for all others.

Currency can be maintained in the follow ng ways:

1. By successful performance in the position qualified
for within the given tine frane.

2. By successful performance in a higher position(s)
for which that position is a prerequisite, providing
the individual was previously qualified in that
position.

3. By successful performance in a position that is
identified in this guide (see Section L, “ICS, Skill
and Expanded Di spatch Position Qualifications”) as
OTHER POSI TI ON ASSI GNVENTS THAT WLL MAI NTAIN
CURRENCY.

Exanple: Currency for a Resources Unit Leader can
be maintained by successful perfornmance as a
Resources Unit Leader within five years; by
successful perfornmance as a Planning Section Chief
Type 2 within five years; by successful perfor-
mance as a Denobilization Unit Leader or Status/
Check-1n Recorder within five years.

REQUI RED TRAI NI NG PREREQUI SI TE EXPERI ENCE

Required training (as identified in Section L and
Appendi x C of this guide) and prerequisite experience
cannot be chal |l enged. The process of denonstrating the
abilities to perform the position is the conpletion of a
position task book. Agency equival ent courses may be
substituted for required courses when |earning and
performance objectives neet or exceed required course

| earning and perfornmance objectives.

ADDI TI ONAL TRAI NI NG WHI CH SUPPORTS DEVELOPMENT OF
KNOALEDGE AND SKI LLS

Addi tional training which supports devel opnment of

know edge and skills are training courses or job aids (as
identified in Section L and Appendix C of this guide)
which can help to support a position perfornmance

assi gnnent . The know edge and skills necessary for
successful completion of the tasks in a position task
book are provided in the identified courses, but may also
be acquired in a variety of ways, including on-the-job
training, work experience, and identified formal training
as determ ned by one’s agency.

An individual nust have an opportunity to acquire the
knowl edge and skills required to perform the tasks of a
position before accepting a position performance

assi gnment . It is the responsibility of the individual
agency to ensure that each trainee has the opportunity to
acquire the know edge and skills necessary for position
per f or mance.

FI TNESS STANDARDS
Personnel mnust neet established physical fitness

standards for w ldland and prescribed fire assignnents
(see Section L for the physical fitness category of a

particul ar position). Agenci es have the latitude to
determne the method of evaluating the physical fitness
| evel of their personnel. However, it should be a

measur abl e eval uation process.

The follow ng four categories of physical fitness have
been established:

1. Ar duous. Duties involve field work requiring
physi cal performance calling for above-average
endurance and superior conditioning. These duties

may include an occasional demand for extraordinarily
strenuous activities in energencies under adverse
envi ronnmental conditions and over extended periods
of time. Requirenments include running, walking,
clinbing, junping, twsting, bending and lifting
nore than 50 pounds; the pace of work typically is
set by the energency situation

2. Moder at e. Duties involve field work requiring
conplete control of all physical faculties and may
i ncl ude considerable wal king over irregular ground,
standing for long periods of tine, lifting 25 to 50
pounds, clinbing, bending, stooping, squatting,
tw sting and reaching. Cccasi onal demands may be
required for noderately strenuous activities in
energenci es over long periods of tine. I ndi vi dual s
usually set their own work pace.



3. Li ght. Duties mainly involve office type work with
occasional field activity characterized by |ight
physi cal exertion requiring basic good health.
Activities may include clinbing stairs, standing
operating a vehicle and long hours of work, as well
as sone bending, stooping or light [ifting.

I ndi vi dual s al nost always can govern the extent and
pace of their physical activity.

4. None. Duties are normally performed in a controlled
envi ronnment, such as an incident base or canp.

For any position identified in this guide with a
fitness level of “None” or any technical specialist
positions who have the need to be on the fireline
for non-suppression tasks, the required fitness

| evel shall be “Light.”

| NCl DENT COWPLEXI TY

There are many factors that determ ne incident
conplexity: size, location, threat to |ife and property,
political sensitivity, organizational conplexity,
jurisdictional boundaries, values to be protected, fuel
type, topography, agency policy, etc.

I nci dent conplexity is identified by Types 1-5. For
exanple, a Type 5 incident is characterized by relatively
few resources, is of short duration, and has few of the
conplicating factors identified above. A Type 1

incident, on the other hand, has |arge nunbers of
resources and nmany of the conplicating factors identified
above.

The agency administrator or designated representative
must determne the conplexity of an incident and assign
qualified personnel as needed. In situations where
mul ti ple agencies and jurisdictions are involved, the
determ nation of conplexity and qualifications should be
made jointly.

For prescribed fire, a NWG Conplexity Quide has been
devel oped. This guide, Prescribed Fire Conplexity Cuide
(PMS-424, NFES 2474), is an aid for use in this process,
al t hough agencies can develop their own specific

determ nati on procedures. For burns evaluated to have
| ow conplexity, the agency and its |ocal cooperators wll
jointly agree on qualifications required. An agency can

al so establish its own qualifications for higher

conplexity burns where the resources of other agencies
are not utilized. For burns which are of noderate

conpl exity or higher and on which resources of nore than
one agency are utilized, the mninmum qualifications
established in this guide are required.

REVI EW AND UPDATE OF THE QUALI FI CATI ON SYSTEM GUI DE

To keep the WIldland and Prescribed Fire Qualification
System Quide current, it is necessary to nmke revisions.
This process requires users to submt proposed revisions
t hrough the appropriate agency official to the NWG

I nci dent Operations Standards Wrking Team (1 OSW).

The I1OSWI will annually review comrents received and
determ ne the need for revision. Wiile the 1OSWI may
address special problens at any tinme, the planned
revision will occur at |east every five (5) years. Users
may submt, through the appropriate agency official,
proposed revisions as needs are identified. Al NWCG
agencies will be requested to review and provide input to
the established revision process. The 10SWI will review
the proposals, consult with subject matter experts, other
NWCG working teans as appropriate, and recommend adoption
or rejection by NWG

PCSI TI ON  CATEGORI ES

Non- oper ati ons personnel who have the need to be on the
fireline for non-suppression tasks nust have the

know edge and skills found in Standards for Survival, or
must be acconpani ed by soneone qualified to be on the
fireline.

Four types of positions are identified in this guide:

1. | CS Positions. Any position found on the ICS
organi zational chart in the Operational System
Description (0sSD), PMs 120-1. Trai ning may include
required courses and “I” courses, “S" courses and
“J” Job aids that are classified as know edge and
skills needed.

TASK BOOK DESI GN AND USE

Each section and page of the PTB are inportant to the
process.

A.

The cover includes the title of the position and, if
applicable, states that a “wldland or prescribed
fire assignment is required” prior to certification.
The cover also contains a block of information that

i ncludes the name of the individual (trainee), the
person initiating the PTB, and the date that it was
initiated. The honme unit or Training Specialist,
when appropriate, (see Section Il., A ,3. of this
appendi x) on an incident will enter this

i nformati on.

The Verification/Certification of Conpleted Task
Book on the reverse side of the cover provides a
record of the final evaluator’s recommendation and
agency certification. This should be kept on file
by the agency to support certification. The final

evaluator will conplete the wverification section
recommendi ng certification and the home unit, when
appropriate, will conplete the certification,

The introductory information on pages 3 and 4
provides a brief description of how the PTB is to be
used and the responsibilities of those involved.
More information is provided in this Appendi x.

The Qualification Record includes:

(1) The left columm contains a listing of the tasks
whi ch nust be perforned. If a specific standard
(quality or quantity) is required, it wll be
specified in the task. Sub-itens of tasks,
identified as bullet statenments, further define what
is included in the task and how the task is to be
per f or med. Al bullet statenents within a task
which require an action (contain an action verb)
must be denonstrated before that task can be signed
of f.

(2) The colum | abeled CODE will contain a code that
specifies the type of situation in which
“Q (other) is the least restrictive. Tasks
| abeled with an “O" can be conpleted in any
si tuation. Successful conpletion of a training
course which tests know edge/skills associated

wth the task is acceptable, as is evaluation of
performance under sinulated or on-the-job

si tuati ons. Assignnent to an incident is not
required. An exanple of an “O situation is one
in which an adm nistrative officer, as a part of
their regular job, nmay perform nmany of the
tasks associated with a finance/adm nistrative
position for which they have been identified as
a trainee. In this case, an evaluator may
observe and docunent performance of the “O task
in the regular job setting.

“I” (incident) must be performed on an incident
of any type (wildland fire, prescribed fire,
structural fire, search and rescue, hazmat, oil
spill, energency, non-energency, planned or
unpl anned) which is managed using the ICS

“W (wildland fire) nust be perforned on a
w |l dland fire incident.

“Rx” (prescribed fire) nmust be perfornmed on a
prescribed fire incident.

“/R" (rare event) when added to the above codes
this neans that this task would rarely occur and
opportunities to evaluate performance in a real
setting would be limted. This | abel applies to
tasks which are required in such situations as
accidents, injuries, aircraft crashes, etc. The
eval uator nust use sonme discretion in evaluating
t hese tasks. The evaluator may be able to
determ ne, through interview, if the trainee
woul d be able to performthe task in a real

si tuation. Al so, the trainee’s hone unit my
need to arrange for another assignnment or an
eval uation under sinulated conditions.

Tasks which carry both “W and “RX’ codes, nay
be denonstrated on either a wildland fire or a
prescribed fire incident.

The columm | abel ed “Evaluation Record #' refers
to the evaluation records at the end of the PTB
(see E, “The Evaluation Record” below). Each
evaluator will conplete an evaluation record
and use the nunber of that record when they

eval uate the tasks.



(4) The right-hand colum provides space for the
evaluator to initial and date when the task is
conpl et ed. Al tasks nust be conpleted,
initialed and dated before the trainee can be
recommended for certification in the position.

The Eval uation Record (four blocks at the end of the
PTB) is for recording information about the type and
conplexity of the incident on which the evaluation
was made and the recommendati ons of the eval uator.
There are specific instructions for conpletion of
the evaluation record included in the PTB

1. RESPONSIBI LI TIES

A.

The Honme Unit

The honme unit is the designated agency that enploys
t he individual. This could be a district, county,
state, park, reservation or simlar entity, and/or
the adm nistrator who manages the qualification
system

It is the responsibility of the honme unit to:

1. Sel ect trainees, based upon the needs of the
honme unit and agreenents w th cooperators.

2. Ensure that individuals selected as trainees
have net all required training and prerequisite
experience for the position as stated in PMS
310-1.

EXAMPLE: An individual selected as a trainee for
the position of Single Resource Boss Crew (CRWB)
must have docunented, satisfactory perfornance
as an Advanced Firefighter/Squad Boss (FFT1) and
must have successfully conpleted the required
training courses prior to: obtaining an
initiated PTB; perform ng on-the-job-training;

or filling position performance assignnents.

3. Initiate and issue the PTB to the trainee,
explain the purpose of the PTB and the training,
qualification and certification process to
ensure that the trainee clearly understands the
responsi bilities. PTBs can only be initiated by
the hone unit or a training specialist on an




i nci dent . The training specialist may only
initiate and issue a PTB if there is a clear
indication from the hone unit that such an
action is acceptable. Cl ear indications
include a designation of “trainee” for the
position on the incident qualification card or
direct contact with the appropriate official at
the hone unit.

Ensure the trainee has the opportunity to
acquire the know edge/skills necessary to

perform the position. This includes conpletion
of training courses and on-the-job training
assi gnnment s. It is inportant to ensure that the

trainee is fully prepared to perform the tasks
of the position prior to undertaking a position
perfornmance assignnent(s).

Provide opportunities for non-incident (“O)
task evaluation, for position performance
assignnments on |local incidents and/or make the
trai nee available for assignnents to |arger

i nci dents. The home unit nust provide an

eval uator for |ocal incidents. Eval uat ors nust
be certified in the position they are

eval uati ng. The only exception is when a
subject matter expert is assigned to evaluate
“0 tasks by the honme unit.

Track the progress of the trainee. This is a
responsibility the home unit shares with the
trai nee. The PTB should be reviewed and the
training plan re-evaluated after each position
per formance assignnent.

Revi ew and confirm the conpletion of the PTB and
make a determ nation of certification. Thi s
determ nati on should be nmade based on specific
knowl edge of the individual’'s capabilities and

| ocal policy as well as the conpleted PTB. Only
the hone unit has the authority to certify an
individual’s qualifications.

| ssue proof of certification as required by PN
310- 1. This proof is normally an incident
qualification card.



The Trai nee

The trainee is the individual, approved by their
agency, who is preparing to qualify for a position.
Trainee status requires that all prerequisite
experience and required training courses have been
conpleted prior to initiation of a position task
book by the appropriate agency official of the hone
unit. The trainee is then eligible for on-the-job
training, task evaluation and/or position

per formance eval uation.

It is the responsibility of the trainee to:

1. Revi ew and understand the instructions in the
PTB.
2. Meet with trainer/coach and/or evaluator and

identify desired goals and objectives for an
assi gnnent .

3. Ensure that he/she is ready to perform the tasks
of the position prior to undertaking a position
per f or mance assi gnnment. Thi s includes

acquisition of the know edge and skills needed
to perform the job tasks. On-the-job training
assignnments may assist in acquiring those

knowl edge and skills.

4. Provi de background information (training and
experience) to the trainer/coach or evaluator.

5. Complete the PTB within a three-year tine limt.
This is three years fromthe tinme the first task

is evaluated until the task book is conpleted.
QO herwi se, the trainee nust begin the process
anew.

Note: Individuals that have 1993 edition PTBs,
that were initiated prior to Decenber 31, 1999
may continue to conplete those at the

di scretion of the appropriate official of the
home unit within the three year tine period
established in this guide. This neans that 1993
edition PTBs will no longer be valid if
conpleted any |ater than Decenber 31, 2002.



6. Make sure that a qualified evaluator initials
all tasks as they are conpleted and conpl etes
the appropriate evaluation record.

7. Saf eguard the PTB. This is extrenely inportant
as the PTB is the only record of task
per f or mance. A lost or destroyed PTB may
require additional position performance
assi gnnment s. It is suggested that a copy of the
original be made follow ng each assignnent.

8. Provide a copy of the conpleted PTB to the hone
unit. The original is kept in the trainee' s
personal records.

The Trai ner/ Coach

The trainer/coach is a position qualified individua
who provides instruction to a trainee. This may be
in the classroom on-the-job, or on an incident.
Wiile many of the requirenents of the trainer/coach
are simlar to those of an evaluator, it is
inmportant that the roles of training and eval uation
remain separate as described in this guide.

It is the responsibility of the trainer/coach to:

1. Be certified in the position being for which
training is being provided. The only exception
is when a subject matter expert is assignhed to
provide training for tasks marked “O.

2. Meet with the trainee during the first phase of
an on-the-job training assignnent and determ ne
past experience and training, current
qualifications, desired goals and objectives of
the assignnent.

3. Review the tasks in the PTB with the trainee and
explain the procedures that will be used in the
trai ning assignnent and the objectives which
should be net during the assignment.

4. Reach agreenent wth the trainee on the specific
tasks which can be nmastered during the
assi gnment .

5. Docunent training assignnent according to the
situation and/or agency policy.



At the discretion of the Trainer/Coach, it may
be possible to provide on-the-job training and
t hen recormend a position performance assignnent
at alater time during the sanme incident. (See
note on the functions of training and task
evaluation under item D., 2., below)

The Eval uat or

The evaluator is the person who will actually
observe for certification/re-certification purposes
the tasks being perfornmed and docunents successful
per f or mance.

It

1.

is the responsibility of the evaluator to:

Be certified in the position being eval uated
The only exception is when a subject matter
expert is assigned to evaluate “O tasks by the
home wunit.

Meet with the trainee as the first phase of a
position performance assignnent and determ ne
past experience and training, current
qualifications, desired goals and objectives of
the assignnent. |f an evaluator determ nes

that the trainee does not neet the prerequisites

for the position or does not have the know edge/

skills to perform the tasks of the position
then the position perfornmance assignnent nust
not continue.

At the discretion of the evaluator or training
specialist on the incident and if the individua
nmeets the prerequisites, it may be possible to
provide on-the-job training and reinstate the
performance assignnent at a later tinme during

t he sanme incident.

NOTE: The PTBs are designed primarily for the
eval uation of individual performance or as a
checklist for re-certification, but they may

al so be used as a basis for on-the-job training.
The trainer/coach and the evaluator nmay also be
the sane person, however, the functions of
training and evaluation nust remain separate.
For exanple, a trainer/coach may be instructing
a trainee in punp operation tasks. When the
trai nee appears to have mastered the tasks, the



trainer/coach can becone the evaluator and
observe and record performance of the task.
It’s simlar to instruction in the classroom
and taking a test. The two functions are
separ at e. They can be perforned in sequence,
but not at the sane tine.

3. Review the tasks in the PTB with the trainee and
explain the procedures that will be used in the
eval uation and the objectives which should be
met during the assignnent.

4. Reach agreenent wth the trainee on the specific
tasks which can be perforned and eval uated
during the assignnent.

5. Accurately evaluate and record the denonstrated
per formance of tasks. This is the evaluator’s
nost i nportant responsibility; it provides for
the integrity of the performance based
gualification system

6. Conmpl ete the appropriate evaluation record in
t he back of the PTB. If nmore than one position
performance assignnent is necessary, the
evaluator for each assignnent will conplete an
eval uation record.

7. When all tasks in the PTB have been conpl eted
and signed off, conplete the verification
statenment inside the front cover of the PTB.
Only the evaluator on the final position
performance assignnment (the assignnent in which
all tasks have been evaluated and signed off)
wll conplete the verification statenent
reconmendi ng certification.

The Training Specialist

The training specialist can be the individual in the
home unit who is responsible for training and
qualifications, or a person who holds certification
as a training specialist on an incident.

It is the responsibility of the training specialist
to:

1. Meet with the trainee and determine the type of
assignment which is necessary (position

A-10



performance assignnent or on-the-job training).
Consi der past experience and training, current
qgualifications, desired goals and objectives of
t he assi gnnent. |f the trainee does not neet
the prerequisites for the position or does not
have the know edge/skills to perform the tasks
of the position, then the position

performance assignnent nust not continue. | f
the individual neets the prerequisites but does
not have the necessary know edge/skills, it nmay
be possible to provide on-the-job training and
reinstate the performance assignment at a |later
time during the sanme incident.

Identify opportunities for on-the-job training
and position performance assignnents which neet
the trainee’s needs and objectives.

Wrk with the incident or honme unit to identify
and assign qualified eval uators.

Initiate a PTB only after acquiring
aut hori zation from the appropriate agency
official of the home unit.

Docunent all on-the-job training and position
per formance assignnents.

Conduct periodic progress reviews to ensure that
assignnments are proceeding as planned.

Conduct a close-out interview with the trainee
and the evaluator to ensure that the PTB has
been properly conpl eted.

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The strike team | eader positions perform the
same tasks for different types of resources.
The PTB need only be conpleted once. The
qualification in the specific resource is
determined by the prerequisite qualification in
t hat resource.

The PTB for the single resource boss positions
differs from ot her PTBs. The first set of tasks
are common to all the single resource boss
positions. These tasks are the sanme as those
required for the crew boss position. Addi ti ona
specific tasks are required for the other types
of single resource boss positions (Engine,

Dozer, Tractor/Plow, Felling, and Firing). When
the PTB is issued, the appropriate position(s)
should beidentified by crossing out the

I nappropriate positions on the cover. The
trainee then needs to be signed off for all of
the comon tasks as well as those additiona
tasks which apply to the specific resource. At
the discretion of the hone unit, once qualified
as a single resource boss for a resource,

it may not be necessary to reconplete the tasks
common to all single resource boss positions in
order to becone qualified as a single resource
boss for another resource.

NOTE: The course, Crew Boss (Single Resource)
S-230, is required training for all single
resource boss positions. The course was

desi gned for those individuals who would manage
any single resource, not just a 20 person

handcr ew. More inportantly, whenthe current
curriculum was designed, it was agreed to drop
the course Fire Suppression Tactics S-336 as
required training, and incorporate the tactics
and fireline safety material from S-336 into the
new Crew Boss S-230, and Task Force/ Strike Team
Leader S-330 courses. Therefore, it is
essential that all Single Resource Bosses
receive the tactics and fireline safety

material contained in the Crew Boss S-230

GLOSSARY

Addi tional Training Wich Supports Devel opnent of Know edge
and Skills - Additional training which supports devel opnent of
know edge and skills are training courses or job aids which
can help to support a position perfornmance assignnent. The
know edge and skills necessary for successful conpletion of
tasks in the position task book are provided in the identified
courses, but nmay also be acquired in a variety of ways,
including on-the-job training, work experience, identified
formal training as determ ned by one’'s agency.

Agency Equival ence - Agency specific training curriculum or
position skills, as determ ned by an individual agency, which
nmeet or exceed the |earning and performance objectives set
forth in NWCG curricula or job aids

Certification - The process whereby an appropriate agency
official confirnms through the issuance of an incident
qualification card that an individual is qualified to perform
in a specified position.

Certifying Oficial - The agency official at the honme unit

that is responsible for authorizing and granting certification
by signing the “Agency Certification” on the inside front

cover of the PTB. Only the hone unit has the authority to
certify an individual’s qualifications.

Currency Requirenent - The requirenent to perform
satisfactorily in a specified position within the |ast five
(5) years (three (3) years for aviation and expanded dispatch
positions) to maintain qualification for the position

Evaluator - A person who is certified in the position the
trainee is being evaluated in and who is assigned to evaluate
a trainee’s performance against tasks listed in a PTB. The
position qualified evaluator nakes a determnation as to

whet her the individual successfully perfornms a task; signs off
on the task in the PTB, if the task is perfornmed correctly; or
determ nes what renedial actions are necessary if the task is
not performed correctly. When all tasks in the PTB are
successfully conpleted, (including successful position
performance if required), the position qualified evaluator may
recommend that the trainee receive certification from their
desi gnated agency official.



EXCEPTI ON:  An agency may designate subject matter experts not
qualified in the target position to do task evaluations for
specific tasks coded “O. An exanple would be an agency
admnistrative officer could sign off on a Conpensation/C ains
Unit Leader conpleting conpensation and clainms docunents.

Final Evaluator - The evaluator and the final evaluator share
the sanme responsibilities. The term “final evaluator”, is
used to describe the evaluator on the final position

per f ormance assi gnnent. This evaluator checks to ensure that

all tasks have been conpleted and signed off properly and
makes recommendation for certification by conpleting the
“Final Evaluator’s Verification” on the inside front cover of
t he PTB.

Fire Use - The use of naturally ignited wildland fire or the
application of prescribed fire to neet resource objectives.

CGeographic Area - An operational boundary designated by the
wildland fire agencies, where these agencies work together in
the coordination and effective utilization of resources wthin
their boundari es. The National Interagency Mbilization GCGuide
in Chapter 20, section 21.1, identifies the area enconpassed
by the eleven Geographic Areas.

Hone Unit - The hone unit is the designated agency that
enpl oys the individual. This could be a district, county,
state, park, reservation or simlar entity, and/or the
adm ni strator who manages the qualification system

| CS Positions - Any position found on the |ICS organizational
chart in the Operational System Description (OSD), PMS 120-1.

Initiated Position Task Book(PTB) - “Initiating” a PTB is
acconplished by the appropriate agency official of the hone
unit, whereby that individual signs on the front cover that
the trainee is ready for on-the-job training, task eval uation,
and/or position performance eval uation. Al'l required training
courses mnmust be conpleted prior to initiation. A PTB may be
initiated by a training specialist on an incident with
concurrence by the hone unit.




Nati onal Mobilization - The nobilization of resources beyond
t hose boundaries established in Chapter 20, section 21.1, of
the National |nteragency Mbilization Cuide, through
established ordering channels, exclusive of any agreenents
established by |ocal cooperating agencies.

On-The-Job-Training - A training assignnent by an individual
who has conpleted required training, has net prerequisite
experience for a position, and may not yet be ready for a
position performance assignnment as outlined in Appendix A
Position Task Book Eval uation.

O her Position Assignnments That WII Mintain Currency -
Positions at a higher or specified |ower level that wll neet
the currency requirenents for a given position (see Section
L).

Position Performance Assignnent - An assignnment in which an
individual is being evaluated for tasks found in the position
task books as described in Appendix A Exceptions to the
Single Resource Boss and Strike Team Leader positions are
identified in Appendix A

Prerequi site Experience - Docunented, satisfactory perfornmance
in a specified position needed to qualify for another (usually
hi gher |evel) position.

Private Contractors - Includes individuals, conpanies,
educational institutions and corporations who provide
training, suppression or prescribed fire services for
financial reinmbursenent.

Qualification - Meeting the established standards for a
position in order to achieve certification.

Re-certification - Confirmation, through the re-issuance of an
incident qualification card, that an individual has regained
qualification for a specified position that was |ost through a
| ack of current experience. A key conponent in the
certification or re-certification process is the subjective
evaluation by the appropriate agency official of an
individual’s capability to perform in a position.




Required Training - A course or courses that nust be conpleted
prior to initiating a position task book. Trai ni ng which has
been identified as required cannot be chall enged. An agency
equi val ent course may be used as a substitute when the course
meets or exceeds a required course’'s |learning and performance
obj ecti ves.

Task Evaluation - Rating the performance of a trainee against
the tasks listed in the PTB. During the assignment a trainee
is required to perform the tasks under the supervision and
observation of a position qualified evaluator, who signs the
task off and conpletes the “incident experience record.”

Techni cal Specialist - Personnel with special skills. These
specialists may be used anywhere wthin the organization.
Most technical specialists are certified in their field or
pr of essi on.

Trainee - An individual, approved by their agency, who is
preparing to qualify for a position. Trai nee status requires
that all required training courses and prerequisite experience
has been conpleted prior to initiation of a position task book
by the appropriate agency official of the honme unit. The
trainee is then eligible for on-the-job training, task

eval uation and/or position performnce eval uation.

Trai ner/ Coach - The trainer/coach is a position qualified

i ndi vi dual who provides instruction to a trainee. This may be
in the classroom on-the-job or on an incident. Wil e many of
the requirenents of the trainer/coach are simlar to the
evaluator, it is inportant that the roles of training and

eval uation remain separate as described in this guide.
