This action involves the Agency’s review of a food-contact not$cation for a sub&nce 

that is properly considered a component of articles intended for repeated use. The principal route * 

_ of potential environmental introduction of the food-contact substance results from its disposal 

after use. However, the potential for significant introductiorrof substances resulting from

disposal is very low because of the long service life of the repeat use articles: The typical food 

processing plant uses a system containing approximately 1000 gallons of hydraulic fluid. This 

fluid is completely replaced approximately every two years. In addition, the salicylamide will be _ _ 
used at very low concentrations (0.5 percent) in the hydraulic fluid. Therefore; the Agency’s 

review of this notification will- not have a significant environmental effect. ,.
