Complaint 
Counsel' s expert did not use the An Arbor MLS data in either of his reports and 
does not criticize Respondent' s expert for not using the data. Complaint Counsel 
agrees not to raise at tral the fact that Dr. Eisenstadt did not use this data. 

(4)	 Respondent shall make Respondent's expert available for deposition by June 9 
2007. 

(5)	 Complaint Counsel may file a supplemental rebuttal report by June 14, 2007.
