No funds appropriated in FY 1999 for Year 2000 Conversion; FY 1998 appropriation included advance funds $40 million for Year 
2000 Conversion.  Reflects transfer of $3.351 million to Department Management, $4.143 million to Program Administration (S&E), 
Congressional rescission of $5 million and reprogramming from Contingency of $37 million.  

Reflects Admin amendment of $15.4 million, transfer of $1.649 million to Departmental Management, Congressional rescission of 
$17.4 million and reprogramming of $37 million to State Administration.

$22.75 million ($22 million from FY 1998 and $750,000 from FY 1999) was transferred to FY 1999 FUBA from Advances to finance 
increased activity in TRA Benefits and NAFTA Training.
