WHEREAS, on January 10, 2002, Administrative Order 02-07 was issued
establishing the Probate Education Committee and tasking it with the responsibility of
developing a comprehensive training program to provide information on best practices
for the local fiduciary Bar and to establish standards for participation in the Probate
