WHEREAS, by a memorandum of understanding signed on January 11, 2005,
the Chief Judge of the Superior Court and the United States Marshd for the Superior
Court commissioned a sudy to evduate the Court's use of medicd information and
responses to medical emergencies, and,

WHEREAS, the study was designed to evauate and suggest improvements in the
communication of medicd information among the Court, Marshals and Depatment of
Corrections regarding persons in custody, to evaduate and suggest improvements for
regoonses to medicd dtuations arisng during court proceedings or in the Court's
cdlblock, and to evduate and suggest improvements in the methods for bringing medicd
concerns to the Court’ s attention; and,

WHEREAS, Karen Schneider, Esguire (former Specid Mader, U.S. Didgtrict
Court) was retained by the Superior Court and the United States Marshads Service to
conduct the study by conducting interviews and reviewing documents a the Superior
Court, the United States Marshas Service and the Digrict of Columbia Department of
Corrections, and to prepare a report and recommendations; and,

WHEREAS, Ms. Schneider completed the report and submitted it on August 8,
2005, and included among its recommendations suggestions for revison of the Court’'s
medica dert form and the procedures for its use;

NOW THEREFORE, IT ISHEREBY,

ORDERED, tha the Court adopt, effective immediately, a new medicd dert
form found in Attachment | of the sudy and atached hereto, for use in dl crimind
proceedings (but not juvenile or other family proceedings) and implemented according to
the following protocols.

1. All medicd derts issued by the Court or submitted in open court shdl be
ggned by a judge or magidrate judge to indicate that he or she is avare
that the medica dert has been submitted.

2. For each medicd dert issued, a derk shdl make a jacket entry confirming
that amedica dert has been issued in acase.



3. The Qudity Assurance Branch of the Crimind Divison shdl fax copies of
al medicd derts to the D.C. Jal Medicd Office at a fax number supplied
by that office.

4. All medicd information intended to asss the provison of medica care by
those respongible for adults in custody shal be written on the medicd dert
form and not on any other court documents; and,

5. For dl adults in custody seen by them, the Superior Court Medicd Staff
ghdl use the new medicd det form to communicate any resulting
medicd information and shdl tranamit the form to the Quaity Assurance

Branch for processing.
