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Introduction

The OPEN Government Act of 2007, Pub. L. No. 110-175, 121 Stat. 2524, amended
subsection (e) of the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA), which pertains to annual
reporting requirements for federal agencies on their administration of the FOIA. As
amended, the FOIA now requires that agencies provide additional details regarding
response times for both initial requests and administrative appeals, including data on the
ten oldest pending requests and appeals. In addition, agencies are now required to report
information regarding expedited review and fee waiver requests. Significantly, the
information in each agency’s Annual FOIA Report must now be expressed both in terms of
each principal component of the agency and the agency overall.

Timin

These changes come into effect for the Annual FOIA Reports that will be prepared by
federal agencies for the 2008 Fiscal Year. Given the timing of the enactment of the OPEN
Government Act of 2007, the Office of Information and Privacy recognizes that some
agencies may be unable to capture and report all of the newly required information for the
entire 2008 Fiscal Year (October 1, 2007 to September 30, 2008). Agencies are reporting
the required information for no later than the period of July 1, 2008 to September 30, 2008,
and for prior months to the extent possible. Starting with Fiscal Year 2009, all agencies
will include all newly required data in their Annual FOIA Reports.

New Data Elements

The FOIA, as amended, requires that information contained in an agency’s Annual FOIA
Report be expressed in terms of each principal component and the agency overall. The
following additional information is now included in each agency’s Annual FOIA Report:

(1) The number of times each Exemption 3 statute was relied upon to withhold
information;

(2) For requests pending as of the end of the fiscal year, the average number of days that
such requests have been pending;

(3) The average number of days and the range in number of days taken to process requests;
(Note: the median number of days to process requests is also still required.)



(4) The number of requests which were processed in each of the following time periods:

up to and including 20 days, and in 20-day increments up to and including 200 days
more than 200 days and less than 301 days

more than 300 and less than 401 days

more than 400 days;

(5) The median, average, and range in number of days taken to process requests in which
information is granted, i.e., when requests are granted in full or in part;

(6) The median, average, and range in number of days to process administrative appeals;

(7) The ten oldest pending requests, including the date of receipt of the request and the
number of days pending;

(8) The ten oldest pending administrative appeals, including the date of receipt of the
appeal and the number of days pending;

(9) The number of requests for expedited processing which were granted and denied
(adjudicated); the median and average number of days taken to adjudicate, and the number
which were adjudicated within ten calendar days;

(10) The number of requests for a fee waiver which were granted and denied (adjudicated);
and the median and average number of days taken to adjudicate; and

(11) Concise descriptions of the FOIA exemptions and an overview, where appropriate, of
certain general categories of agency records to which those exemptions apply.

In addition to the new data required by the OPEN Government Act to be included in
Annual FOIA Reports, the Department of Justice, in consultation with the Office of
Management and Budget, see 5 U.S.C. § 552(e)(5), has revised the content and format of
the Report, including adding further reporting requirements, clarifying others, and defining
the type of requests which should be included in the Report.



Types of Requests Included in Annual FOIA Report

In order to provide a clear report of agency FOIA activities, agencies will include Privacy
Act (PA) requests in their Annual FOIA Reports if the FOIA is utilized in any way to
process the request. In other words, if an agency search extends beyond PA “systems of
records,” see 5 U.S.C. § 552a(a)(5) (2006), the search constitutes a FOIA search and the
request must be included in this Report. Similarly, if a PA exemption applies to a request,
the agency must then consider whether the FOIA allows access to the records. That
request is likewise included in this Report.

Conversely, when an agency conducts a PA search exclusively (i.e., within a “system of
records”) and does not claim a PA exemption for any records located, that request should
not be included in this Report.

Agencies still give incoming requests the potential benefit of access under both the PA and
the FOIA. However, if/when the agency determines that the request will be processed
completely and exclusively under the PA, that request shall not be included in the Annual

FOIA Report.

All agencies have prepared their Annual FOIA Report in accordance with the outline and
template presented below, and in this agency’s case, reported data for the agency overall.

The Committee for Purchase From People Who Are Blind or Severely
Disabled (Committee) denied information the following amount of times in
FY 2008: none under FOIA Exemption 3 (statute), two times under FOIA
Exemption 4 (privileged, confidential, commercial or financial
information), two times under FOIA Exemption 5 (pre-decisional,
deliberative process information), and two times under FOIA Exemption 6
(personal privacy). The Committee did not disclose information in response
to 61 requests for the following reasons: no records (9), withdrawn (4),
records not reasonably described (2), and handled as public affairs
information requests instead of FOIA requests (46).

a. Administrative Appeal — a request to a federal agency asking that it
review at a higher administrative level a FOIA determination made
by the agency at the initial request level.

b. Average Number — the number obtained by dividing the sum of a
group of numbers by the quantity of numbers in the group. For
example, of 3, 7, and 14, the average number is 8.

C. Backlog — the number of requests or administrative appeals that are
pending at an agency at the end of the fiscal year that are beyond the
statutory time period for a response.



Component — for agencies that process requests on a decentralized
basis, a “component” is an entity, also sometimes referred to as an
Office, Division, Bureau, Center, or Directorate, within the agency
that processes FOIA requests. The FOIA now requires that agencies
include in their Annual FOIA Report data for both the agency
overall and for each principal component of the agency.

Consultation — the procedure whereby the agency responding to a
FOIA request first forwards a record to another agency for its review
because that other agency has an interest in the document. Once the
agency in receipt of the consultation finishes its review of the

record, it responds back to the agency that forwarded it. That
agency, in turn, will then respond to the FOIA requester.

Exemption 3 Statute — a federal statute that exempts information
from disclosure and which the agency relies on to withhold
information under subsection (b)(3) of the FOIA.

FOIA Request — a FOIA request is generally a request to a federal
agency for access to records concerning another person (i.e., a
“third-party” request), or concerning an organization, or a particular
topic of interest. FOIA requests also include requests made by
requesters seeking records concerning themselves (i.e., “first-party”
requests) when those requesters are not subject to the Privacy Act,
such as non-U.S. citizens. Moreover, because all first-party
requesters should be afforded the benefit of both the access
provisions of the FOIA as well as those of the Privacy Act, FOIA
requests also include any first-party requests where an agency
determines that it must search beyond its Privacy Act “systems of
records” or where a Privacy Act exemption applies, and the agency
looks to FOIA to afford the greatest possible access. All requests
which require the agency to utilize the FOIA in responding to the
requester are included in this Report.

Additionally, a FOIA request includes records referred to the agency
for processing and direct response to the requester. It does not,
however, include records for which the agency has received a
consultation from another agency. (Consultations are reported
separately in Section XII of this Report.)

Full Grant — an agency decision to disclose all records in full in
response to a FOIA request.

Full Denial — an agency decision not to release any records in
response to a FOIA request because the records are exempt in their
entireties under one or more of the FOIA exemptions, or because of
a procedural reason, such as when no records could be located.



Median Number - the middle, not average, number. For example,
of 3, 7, and 14, the median number is 7.

Multi-Track Processing — a system in which simple requests
requiring relatively minimal review are placed in one processing
track and more voluminous and complex requests are placed in one
or more other tracks. Requests granted expedited processing are
placed in yet another track. Requests in each track are processed on
a first in/first out basis.

i. Expedited Processing — an agency will process a
FOIA request on an expedited basis when a requester
satisfies the requirements for expedited processing as
set forth in the statute and in agency regulations.

ii. Simple Request — a FOIA request that an agency
using multi-track processing places in its fastest (non-
expedited) track based on the low volume and/or
simplicity of the records requested.

iii. Complex Request — a FOIA request that an agency
using multi-track processing places in a slower track
based on the high volume and/or complexity of the
records requested.

Partial Grant/Partial Denial — in response to a FOIA request, an
agency decision to disclose portions of the records and to withhold
other portions that are exempt under the FOIA, or to otherwise deny
a portion of the request for a procedural reason.

Pending Request or Pending Administrative Appeal — a request
or administrative appeal for which an agency has not taken final
action in all respects.

Perfected Request — a request for records which reasonably
describes such records and is made in accordance with published
rules stating the time, place, fees (if any) and procedures to be
followed.

Processed Request or Processed Administrative Appeal —a
request or administrative appeal for which an agency has taken final
action in all respects.

Range in Number of Days — the lowest and highest number of days
to process requests or administrative appeals.

Time Limits — the time period in the statute for an agency to
respond to a FOIA request (ordinarily twenty working days from
receipt of a perfected FOIA request).

adjudication, (C) could reasonably be expected to constitute an
unwarranted invasion of personal privacy, (D) could reasonably be
expected to disclose the identity of a confidential source, (E) would
disclose techniques and procedures for law enforcement
investigations or prosecutions, or would disclose guidelines for law
enforcement investigations or prosecutions, or (F) could reasonably
be expected to endanger the life or physical safety of any individual

Requests for Expedited Processing

Calculating days: Count calendar days starting from the day you receive the
request for expedited processing through the day you provide notice to the
requester of your determination to grant or deny the request for expedited

processing.

Note: The response time portion of this new reporting requirement captures the
time taken to decide whether to grant or deny a request for expedited processing.
This does not cover the FOIA requests which have already been granted expedited
status, placed in the “expedited processing” track, and reported elsewhere in this
Report. Rather, this new requirement reflects the time taken to make a
determination (i.e., adjudicate) whether a request for expedited processing should
be granted or denied. The FOIA requires agencies to determine within ten calendar
days whether a request satisfies the standards for expedited processing.

IX. FOIAPERSONNEL AND COSTS

A. Personnel

1. A “full-time FOIA employee” is a full-time employee who performs FOIA duties
100% of the time.

2. An “equivalent full-time FOIA employee” is created by adding together the
percentages of time dedicated to FOIA duties by employees performing less than
full-time FOIA duties. Each time 100% is reached, the time expended is counted
as one “equivalent full-time FOIA employee

3. Employees performing less than full-time FOIA duties are either a) part-time
employees who perform FOIA duties all, or part, of the time, or b) full-time
employees who perform FOIA duties less than 100% of the time.

4. The following examples illustrate how to calculate the number of “equivalent full-

time FOIA employees.”

a. Example #1: Assume three full-time employees with part-time or
occasional FOIA duties. If Employee #1 performs FOIA duties 50% of the
time, and Employees #2 and #3 each perform FOIA duties 25% of the time,
together they perform 100% (50+25+25) FOIA duties. Therefore, the FOIA
duties of these three employees are the equivalent of 1 “full-time FOIA
employee,” because a “full-time FOIA employee” is equal to 100%. This
component would report “1” in Column 2 of the chart below.

b. Example #2: Assume six full-time employees with part-time or occasional
FOIA duties. If Employees #1, #2, #3 and #4 each perform FOIA duties
50% of the time, Employee #5 performs FOIA duties 75% of the time, and
Employee #6 performs FOIA duties 10% of the time, together they perform
285% (50x4 + 75+10) FOIA duties. Because a “full-time FOIA employee”
is equal to 100%, the FOIA duties of these six employees are the equivalent
of 2.85 “full-time FOIA employees.” This component would report “2.85”
in Column 2 of the chart below.

C. Example #3: Assume Employee #1 is a part-time employee who works
twenty hours/week and performs FOIA duties half of his time. As a part-
time employee who works twenty hours/week, the most FOIA work
Employee #1 could perform is 50%. Because Employee #1 performs FOIA
duties only half of his already part-time schedule, he performs 25% FOIA
duties (i.e., half of the 50% maximum). Assume Employee #2 is a part-time
employee who works thirty-two hours/week and performs FOIA duties all
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of her time. As a part-time employee who works thirty-two hours/week, the
most FOIA work Employee #2 could perform is 80%. Because Employee
#2 performs FOIA duties all of her time, she performs 80% FOIA duties.

Together, the two employees perform 105% (25+80) FOIA duties.

Therefore, their combined FOIA duties are the equivalent of 1.05 “full-time
FOIA employees,” and this component would report “1.05” in Column 2 of
the chart below.

B. Costs

Processing Costs: Add together all costs expended by the agency for processing
FOIA requests at the initial request and administrative appeal levels.

Litigation Costs: Add together all costs expended by the agency in litigating FOIA
requests. Include salaries of personnel involved in FOIA litigation, litigation
overhead, and any other FOIA litigation-related expenses. (As with Processing
Costs, an agency’s budget will often be a useful resource for this information.)
